So far, plans include nationwide student strikes, mass marches
and rallies, work stoppages, demonstrations at Internal Revenue Ser-
vice offices and at corporate stockholders' meetings, a national black

referendum on the war and tax refusals. Specific actions and the days

of their occurrence vary with each city, but generally the large demnn-

strations are scheduled for the 15th. A few cities will have marches
on the 18th and in those arcas where corporations with defense contracts

are holding stockholders meetings the demonstrations wtll occur later
in the month

are that most activitics will be orderly and responsible and confined
to programs such as lectures, exhibits and seminars.
