Confidential Informaat, R-l, provided
information concerning locsl Froject Kesistance
movements in the North Central Texas area, indi-
cating that most of the activities concerning -
the peace movement, including the activities
of the Students For A Uemocratic Society and the

. Dallas Committee For A Feaceful Solution To The

war In Viet lam, have established a center at
4915 Swiss Avenume in Dallas, which they call the
Peace House. He additionally advised that it
has become increasingly evident in recent weeks
that the leaders of these groups are associating
with narcotics addicts and pushers in the Dallas
area and that the Dallas Folice Department hope
to collect sufficient evidence to establish a
definite relationship between local peace move-
ment leaders and the narcotics trade and ulti-

- mately discredit these leaders as the result of

publication of such information through a cooper-
ative effort with the local news media. 1
additionally advised that s Black Fower Conference
is scheduled for Dallas, to take place sometime

in the next two or tiree months. Additionally it
appears that there are some noteworthy activities
on the Bishoe College campus and it appears the
Student lon-Violent Coordinating Committee might

. be bocoming more active in the Lallas area and the

"peaceniks” are still holding their weekly vigils
in UVealy Flaza. Tne January 17 to 31, 1968 edition
of lotes To The Undergraund was obtained and
attached to the report. :

On 26 Janmry 1968, Confidential lnformont, k=1, pro-
vided inforation concerning local I'roj:et aesistonce movenonts
in the North (entrol ia.as area, which appesred to be guite
significant. The Inicrmant ¢:1d that upperaost on this list
is ¢t .e fact that @ "eace liouse”-has been estoblished at 4915
Swiss Avenue in Usllas, Texas snd this spresrs to be the center
of most of the activitiss of The Students For A Democratie
society and the Dellas Committee For A Feuaceful S-lution To
ihe var In Viet lam, The Informant said thet most of the
peace movemsnt groups aprear to hang out at thls location 2ud
this is apparently the coordinating center for mozst of their
local efforts.

K-l furtner indicated that a Black lower Conference has
been seheduled for the Dallas sres sometime in the next two
or three nonths. ie said that sllegedly this conference was
initially scheduled to be held at the aforementioned Peace
House, however, there are indications that these plans may be
chanyed and there hos apparuntly been some sort of a delay in
the scheduling of the confersnce, as it initislly ~rparred the
conterence vould be held cometime in lebruiry or !arch, «nd
now the runors are thot it will not be held until :pril or ray.
R-l said that it also appears that possibly the conference may
not be held at the Feace House, as originally planned, but may

be held sormawhere outside of Dsllas City proper. The Informsnt

e3id there is not a great real of concrete information avail-
able concerning this proposed conference and there 18 even a
possibility that it eventually might be cancelled. ‘

hel advised thst there has been a significant development
recently concerning the local peace woven .nt in that in that 1t
spre«rs that thore aas teen an increasing de ree of assoclsation
het..een peace mov:acnt le. ders and lecil narcotics addicts 2nd
pushers. The Informint said that tine local police depart:ent
hopes to collect sufficient inforrmation to establish a definite
relotionship netween lecaders of the local resce movement and

the narcctics trsde and taen discredit the movements by publishe

ing the evidence tirough a cooperative effort with the locul
ncws media. ,
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The Informant said that there has been some significant
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activity on the Bishop College campus in recent weeks. It v
appears that a local chapter of JHICK is in the process of
being organized on this campus. tThe Informant additionally
said thot 32 students recently arrived on the esmpus from .
Hew York Uity and that it iz rumored these students are f(rom
the Heighborhood Improvement Corps in that area and apparently
have been sent to Bishop College for gsomesort of an organiza-
tional effort associated with the interssts of this group.

The Informant said that for some:.unexplained reason, the :
faculty spparently refused admittance to 12 of these students
and they have since returned to the MNew York City area. The
I;:Eo;mant said he feels this activity bears close scrutiny in
the future,

1t should be noted that the "peaceniks", who consist
primerily of reprecentatives of the Students For A Lemocratic
cociety and members of the Dallas Committe Yor A “eaceful
Solution To The war In Viet ham, are still holding their
weekly vigils on Saturday mornings in lUealy Flaza, and tnese
vigils are still picketed by the local chapter of the American
llazi Farty. It aprezrs that tiere are approximitely 25 people
teking an active part in the '"peacenik™ vigils each isturd.y
morning. . '
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i1l said that there is evidence that the Student lion-
violent Loordinating Loamittee is becoming more 3ctive in the
Dgllas area and he said tuat nine members of this yroup, which
probably represent the majority of asctivists associated with
this group in the locsl irea, were invited to the Casa View
methodist Church recently and each of the nine membters spoke
for five minutes to 2 rather large assembled audience. The
Informant said there was a significant development at this
meoting in that five of the members of the group, who ipresred,
were Nerros and four were lLctin Amoricans. The Informant said
this is the first time in the Uallas area that association be-
twaon thece two grours has been noted. ithe Informant said the
group was led by :.arion Ernest iic..ILLAN, II, who @ds the leader
‘of the local chapter of the Jtudent lon-Violent Coordinating
Committee. The Informunt said that this meeting at the Casa
View iiethocint Church aprarently took rlace on about 12 January
and he explained this church is arparently a prosresgsive tyre
church, with an inter-r:ciol committee. He said apparently
the group was invited by the committee and offered an opjortunity i
to express their views to the assembled parishioners. ihe . ’
Informant had no informstion @s to how the program wos received.
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The Informant advised that the new organization on
the Texas Christian University campus, Students For Peace,
has been eidtremely quiet since its organization and there
appears to be few significant new dev:lopments in the Fort
worth srea concerning froject lLesistance. R
