The Deputy for Theater Airand Missile Defense oversees all DoD BMD acquisition,
namely theater missile defense (TMD) programs and systems. Italso manages TMD
acquisition programs, TMD research, development & acquisition and advises the
Director on TMD issues. The Theater Air and Missile Defense Deputate, the
Technical Operations Deputate , and the Services all work together to jointly develop
and deploy BMD systems.

The Deputy for Techmcal Operations oversees ballistic missile defense technology
and Technical Service support programs. This primarily involves managing BMD
technologies to meet near-term commitments and long-term needs for future defen-
sive systems and advising the Director, BMDO on BMD technology policy, resource
allocation, and program priorities. In addition, the Deputy for Technical Operations
manages technical activities (modelling and simulation, network development,
environmental issues, civil engineering, and test resources) that support both TMD

-and NMD mission areas.

The NMD JPO is responsible for developing and maintaining
options to deploy a cost and operationally effective NMD system, should a decision
be made to deploy such a system in the future; and developing and coordinating plans
for deployment readiness in order to reduce lead-time and costs for an NMD
deployment.

INTRODUCTION

The Ballistic Missile Defense Organization (BMDO) Core Programs consists of those
systems that have been selected to form the bedrock of the theater ballistic missile
defense (TBMD) architecture. The four core programs are PATRIOT Advanced
Capability-3 (PAC-3), Navy Area TBMD, Theater High Altitude Area Defense
(THAAD), and Navy Theater Wide systems. These four core TMD programs
represent the bulk of BMDO's research, development, test & evaluation (RDT&E) and
procurement budget for Fiscal Year 1997. The variety of scenarios and threat
characteristics (maximum/minimum ranges, reentry vehicles, radar cross sections,
etc.) and the characteristics of the defended areas (military forces, population centers,
ports of debarkation, etc.) require complementary systems for complete and cost-
effective defense. Therefore, BMDO is developing the core systems which will begin
deployment by the end of this decade and will greatly improve U.S. defense
capabilities against the existing theater ballistic missile threat.

PATRIOT Apvancep CAPABILITIES - 3

PAC-3 is the most recent version of the famous PATRIOT system that was so
prominent during the Gulf War. By 1999, the PAC-3 system will be completely
upgraded to defend the lower tier of the ballistic missile defense (BMD) architecture.
This mission will include defending troops and fixed assets from short and medium
range ballistic missiles, cruise missiles, and other air breathing threats such as fixed
or rotary wing aircraft. The PAC-3 is designed to be easily deployed anywhere in
the world and can be transported aboard C-141 or C-5 aircraft.

PAC-3 system development consists of three increasingly sophisticated upgrades
called configurations. During 1995 and 1996, the two initial configurations were

our troops as quickly as possible. In
1999 the final PAC-3 upgrade, conflgu-
ration 3 will reach the field.

The final PAC-3 configurafion willfield
improvements to virtually all system
components. Upgrades to the ground
radar will improve its multifunction and
low altitude capabilities, threat detec-
tion, and threatdiscrimination. The new
PAC-3 missile will destroy targets by
ramming them while they are inside the
Earth's atmosphere -- a process called
endoatmospheric hit-to-kill interception.
Otherimprovements include better com-
mand, control, and communications, and
greater interoperability.

The PAC-3 Fire Unit has three main
components: the ground radar set, the
Engagement Control Station, and eight
missile launchers.

Navy Area TBMD

The Navy Area TBMD system is based
onthe Navy’s AEGIS cruisers (Ticond-
eroga class) and destroyers (Arleigh
Burke class), which form the backbone
of the U.S. fleet. With relatively minor
modifications, these ships can be adapt-
ed to the ballistic missile defense role.
The changes include upgrading the
ships’ AN/SPY-1radar and AEGIS Com-
bat System computers, as well as the
computer programs. The STANDARD
Missile (SM-2) Block IV will also be
modified to optimize its performance
against both cruise and ballistic mis-
siles, including the addition of an infra-
red seeker to improve intercept accura-
cy. These improvements will provide
theater commanders with a defensive
capability against short and medium
range theater ballistic missiles (TBMs)
in the atmosphere during their descent
phase. These ships will not need addi-
tional personnel to take on this mission
and the Navy already has the infrastruc-
ture in place for training and logistics



Sea-based TMD offers several advan-
tages to the nation. They can be sta-
tioned offshore near potential crisis “hot
spots” where land-based TMD forces
could not be readily deployed. Asships
equipped with the Navy Area TBMD
system can operate in international wa-
ters, there.is no requirement to secure
approval from a foreign government for
deployment of the system. Ship-based
TMD systems can also greatly reduce
the demands placed on airlift and sealift
assets.

BMDO and the Navy plan to-field a
UOES system for continued testing and
training, as well as an emergency warf-
ighting capability, upon successful com-
pletion of the User Operational Evalua-
tion System testing in Fiscal Year 2000.
The Navy will receive its First Unit
Equipped (FUE) with production soft-
‘ware, hardware modifications, and SM-
2 Block IVA missilesin 2002.

THEATER HIGHA LTITUDE AREA
DEFENSE

The THAAD system provides a ground-
based, upper-tier component to the TMD
architecture. THAAD engages TBMs
at higher altitudes and longer ranges
than lower tier systems, supporting both
exo- and endo-atmospheric hit-to-kill
engagements. THAAD'srange provides
it sufficient battlespace, under most
scenarios, to engage a threat, assess the
success of the éngagement, and, if nec-
essary, fire a second missile. THAAD

"can engage nearly all elements of the
TBM threat spectrum. THAAD repre-
sents a key element of the TMD archi-
tecture's ability to intercept incoming
TBMs atadistance, thereby minimizing
the effects of weapons of mass destruc-
tion on the ground and otherwise pre-
venting post-intercept debris from fall-
ing on our troops.

Development of the THAAD system
started in 1992 and will be fielded by
the Army in the 2006 time frame. The
THAAD acquisition strategy includes
provision of the User Operational Eval-
uation System - a development proto-
type that provides input into the design
process and serves as a contingency
capability in the event of a national
emergency. THAAD iscomprised of the
ground-based, X-band radar, THAAD

launcher, THAAD missile (bodster and kill vehicle), and battle management/com-
mand, control, communications, and intelligence (BM/C3I) segments.

In 1996 the Navy Theater Wide (NTW) program was made part of the "core” TMD
program. NTW was also designated a pre-Major Defense Acquisition Program (pre-
MDAP), a program that may eventually become an MDAP.

Like the Navy Area Ballistic Missile Defense program, NTW continues to build upon
modification to AEGIS ships and the STANDARD missile. The NTW system will
modify the STANDARD missile for ascent, midcource, and descent phase exo-
atmospheric intercepts. The AEGIS Weapon System will be modified to support the
increased battle space required for the improved, longer-range interceptor.

Inlate 1997, NTW will conductits first flight under the flight demonstration program.
This flight test willuse a STANDARD Missile- 2 Block IV and help in the understand-
ing of the performance of the STANDARD missile autopilot at high altitudes. In
addition, the BMDO-Navy team will continue engineering and ground-test activities
to support the first controlled test vehicle flight test in Fiscal Year 1999, as well as
continuing riskreduction activities. The first STANDARD Missile-3 intercept ﬂlght
is schedu]ed for F1sca1 Year 2000.

The Ballistic Missile Defense Organization (BMDO) traces its roots to the Strategic

Defense Initiative (SDI) program that President Ronald Reagan started in March 1983,

SDIsoughtto find an alternative to the doctrine of mutual assured destruction, which
relied on the threat of massive nuclear retaliation to deter Soviet actions that might
lead to riuclear war. After a year of studies and preparation, Secretary of Defense
Caspar Weinberger chartered the Strategic Defense Initiative Organization (SDIO) in
April 1984.

The symbol of the original Strategic Defense
Initiative Organization (SDIO) was a defensive
shield and five stars representing the constella-
tion Scutum, meaning shield. While the new
Ballistic Missile Defense Organization (BMDO)
logo contains some obvious changes, most nota-
bly the addition of symbols representing the
three major services that participate in the bal-

-listic missile defense program, it retains the
shield motif to emphasize continuity of mission
from SDIO to BMDO.

InMay 1993, the Department of Defense

changed SDIO to BMDOQ inrecognition

of the radically altered international se-

curity environment. This change signi-

fied areorientation of ,
ballistic missile defense policy to place

primary emphasis on developing

and fielding advanced theater missile

defenses.

ACHIEVEMENTS

The SDIO program produced several
significant technological advancements.
in 1984 the Army's Homing Overlay Ex-
periment demonstrated the feasibility of
intercepting a reentry vehicle in mid-
course with a hit-to-kill interceptor.
Building on the Army's success, SDIO
carried out a number of successful hit-
to-kill experiments: the small radar hom-
ing interceptor technology base, SDIO's
Flexible Lightweight Agile Guidance Ex-
periment (FLAGE) and Exoatmospheric
Reentry Vehicle Interceptor System
(ERIS). These programs advanced ki-
netic kill technology to the point where
it was proven to be cost effective and
reliable and was judged to have the best
performance against weapons of mass
destruction.

Capitalizing on the directed energy weap-
ons (DEW) work of the Advanced Re-
search Projects Agency and the Air
Force, SDIO pushed back the frontiers
of laser development to where it was
possible to test a fully integrated laser
system. Among SDIO's other DEW ac-
complishments was the development of
mirror coatings that eliminated the need
for heavy cooling systems and the ad-
vancement of deformable mirrors which
astronomers use extensively today.

' The SDIO's success in miniaturizing com-

ponents in virtually all areas of missile
defense technology has been
fundamental to the progress made over
the past ten years. One example of this
miniaturization is SDIO's development



of thrusters that weighed little more than
eleven pounds yet produced over ten
thousand pounds of thrust.

In addition to producing major techno-
logical accomplishments, the SDI pro-
gram played a key role during the Cold
War by renewing hope that the U.S.
could find an alternative to mutual as-
sured destruction. At the same time
SDIO mobilized major elements of the
U.S. technology base and focused them
on missile defense, a vital area in the
superpower rivalry. This caused con-
cerninthe Soviet Union, and limiting the
SDIprogram became acentral objective
of Soviet arms control negotiators.

MissiLE DEFENSE Topay

" The end of the Cold War brought a
relaxation of tensions between America
and the Soviet Union and reduced con-
cerns about nuclear war. However, a
major new threatemerged: the spread of
ballistic missile technology and weap-
ons of mass destruction into new parts
of the world.

The danger posed by this proliferation
prompted a refocusing of SDIO on pro-
tecting the U.S. homeland against lim-
ited missile attacks and defending the-
aters against shorterrange ballistic mis-
siles. The decision to reorient the U.S.
missile defense program was
validated by the Gulf War, with its battles
between Patriot and Scud missiles.

In keeping with this reorientation, on
May 13,1993, Secretary of Defense Les
Aspin changed the name of SDIO to
BMDO. SDIO's missile defense technol-
ogy base became the foundation for the
new missile defense program that
emerged from a major study of U.S. de-
fense requirements for the post-Cold
War era. This study was called the
Bottom-UpReview.

Under its new charter, BMDO set out to
implement the program prescribed by
the Bottom-Up Review and adopted the
motto: Making Missile Defense a Real-
ity. Animportant facet of BMDO's effort
was the involvement of DoD's
warfighting commands in planning the
integration of missile -defense systems

into operational units. Another significant feature of BMDO's management approach
entailed injecting new technology into currently deployed systems. An example of
this philosophy in action is the planned addition of a ballistic missile defense
capability to the Navy's AEGIS -air defense system.

Among BMDO's greatest achievements is the development of the Extended Range
Interceptor (ERINT), the first application of hit-to-kill technology in an operational
system. In 1994, the Army selected ERINT as the interceptor to be used in the Patriot
Advanced Capability-3 (PAC-3) program. This opened a new page in missile defense
history. Priorto ERINT, missile defense interceptors relied on warheads with nuclear
or conventional explosives to destroy their targets. The PAC-3 hit-to-kill defense
system will be deployed in 1998. : :

One of BMDO's priorities has been to field improved defenses. Successes in this area
include deployments of PAC-2 Guidance Enhanced Missiles (GEM)and U.S. Marine
Corps HAWK upgrades.

BMDO's work has also led to significant improvements in our ballistic missile early
warning capabilities. Included here are the activation of the Air Force's Attack and
LaunchEarly Reporting to Theater (ALERT) squadron and the Joint Tactical Ground
System (JTAGS).

Internationally, anumber of programs are underway. The Arrow missile, ajoint U.S.-
Israeli developmentintended to defend Israel from ballistic missile attack, has already
been successful in a number of test intercepts. Work began in July 1996 on the

- Medium Extended Air Defense System (MEADS), a partnership between the U.S.,

Germany and Italy to produce a fully mobile air and missile defense system. The U.S.
has also been assisting Japan in the exploration of its own TMD needs.

Finally, work is continuing on the National Missile Defense (NMD) "3+3" prograrh
intended to develop a workable NMD system in three years, with another three years
alloted for deployment should that be deemed necessary.

Building on the work of the Services and SDIO, BMDO and its Service and industry
partners continue to lead the revolution in missile defense systems and technology.

INTRODUCTION

Ballistic missiles have been a threat to the U.S. and its military operations for fifty
years. During the Cold War, the strategic balance and deterrence between Soviet
and U.S. forces held this threat to our nation's boundaries in check. However,
deterrence may not work if ballistic missiles proliferate to rogue states and terrorists.
The Gulf War demonstrated the need to protect our troops overseas. The danger is
compounded when combined with the spread of weapons of mass destruction. As
aresult, the U.S. government has determined that proliferation of ballistic missiles is
one of the greatest dangers to U.S. national security and global security and will
remain so into the foreseeable future.

The Ballistic Missile Defense Organization (BMDO), an agency of the Department
of Defense (DoD), is now working to provide active defenses against ballistic mis-
sile attacks and to provide a technical base that will allow DoD to hedge against
increasingly sophisticated missiles around the world.

PROGRAM AREAS

BMDO has three broad program areas, each addressing a different area of BMDO’s
mission: Theater Missile Defense, National Missile Defense, and the Support
Technology Program. Together, they help ensure that the U.S. can deal with current
and future missile threats in an effective and sustainable manner.

Theater Missile Defense

The mission of theater missile
defense (TMD) is to protect U.S. forces,
allies and other countries, including
areas of vital interest to the U.S., from
theater missile attacks. The TMD mis-
sion includes protection of population
centers, fixed civilian and military assets
and mobile military units.

TMD concentrates on the immediate bal-
listic missile threat and has the highest
priority of the three programs because
this current threat holds the highest risk
to U.S. forces.

BMDO is working to develop both land
and sea based TMD systems to give our
forces the greatest flexibility and provide

the most effective TMD.

" The TMD arena is divided into an upper

and a lower-tier, basically defined by the
altitude at which intercept takes place,
the speed of the interceptor and the
speed of the enemy missile. TMD sys-
tems are built to operate best in one tier,
although there may be some crossover

_capability. This allows the systems to

best match and negate specific types of
missile threats. Moreover, this arrange-
ment gives TMD forces multiple oppor-
tunities to destroy an incoming missile
as it passes through the tiers.

Lower-tier programs include the Patriot
Advanced Capabilities - 3 (PAC-3), the
Navy Area Defense, and the Medium
Extended Air Defense System (MEADS).
The Theater High Altitude Area Defense
system (THAAD), Navy Theater-Wide
Defense (NTW) and Airborne Boost-
Phase Intercept (BPI) comprise our up-
per-tier development efforts. THAAD,
NTW, Navy Area Defense and PAC-3 are
TMD Core programs. THAAD, Navy
Area Defense and PAC-3 are Major De-
fense Acquisition Programs (MDAP)
while NTW is pre-MDAP. MEADS is an
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international program in the Program

Definition-Validation Phase and BPI is
an Advanced Concept.

National Missile Defense

The national missile defense (NMD) pro-
gram is concerned with the possibility of
‘a limited ballistic missile strike against
the U.S. homeland. Although this dan-
ger has yet to materialize, many warning
signs are now evident. ' NMD program
researchers are developing the technol-
ogy needed to create a national missile
defense system geared to counter a lim-
ited threat. The decision to deploy such
a system depends on the future threat to
the U.S. Inlight of current threat projec-
tions and to stay within technical and
financial parameters, NMD program de-
velopers are not planning to deploy or
develop a comprehensive national mis-
sile defense system able to repel a large
massed strike.

This “deployment readiness” approach
balances the danger of attack against the
cost of development, our international
treaty obligations, and the possibility of
a beneficial technological breakthrough
in the future. The NMD program also
consists of preparing options for rapid
deployment with contemporary technol-
ogy in case a sudden threat emerges.

' The NMD 3+3 program concept is to de- _

velop and demonstrate an Intercontinen-
tal Ballistic Missile defense system by
1999, continue development thereafter,
and if necessary, deploy an initial capa-
bility as early as 2003. '

NMD System Architecture

The Department of Defense is pursuing
a fixed, land-based architecture for the
National Missile Defense program. The
planned system includes six fundamen-
tal building blocks: the Ground-Based
Interceptor (GBI); Ground-Based Radar
(GBR); Upgraded Early Warning Radars
(UEWR); X-band Radars (XBR); Space-
- Based Infrared System (SBIRS); and
Battle Management/Command, Control,
_and Communications (BM/C3). Depend-
ing on the threat if deployment is re-
quired, deployment of a NMD system

amendment to the Treaty. .

The Suppoﬁ Technology Program

The Support Technology Program supports research on new technologies and pro-
vides options for improvement to existing systems. These new ideas include tech-
nologies such as the kinetic energy interceptor, advanced surveillance and tracking
sensors, and directed energy systems. This program is essential to keep the ballistic
missile defense program ahead of the increasingly sophisticated global missile threat.

Americanshavebenefited from the DoD
BMD programs since President
Reagan’s Strategic Defense Initiative
consolidated all Service missile defense
programs under one title: the Strategic
Defense Initiative Organization (SDIO).
Aside fromcoordinatingthe Servicemis-
sile programs, the new organization also
brought together the national laborato-
ries and commercial firms working on
BMD technology. This saved time and
money and also ensured close coordina-
tion among all involved.

While SDIO's goal was to deploy even-
tual missile defenses that could defend
America as well as deter the Soviet
Union, SDIO first had to develop the
technology necessary to produce both
ground and space-based sensors and in-
terceptors.

Although there are challenges ahead, a
large portion of the development effort
has been completed. With the end of the
Cold War, the threat caused by the pro-
liferation of ballistic missiles in states
hostile to the United States has replaced
the Soviet ICBM threat. This does not

-meanthatthe United Stateswillno longer

face the threat of a ballistic missile at-
tack. Rather, the latest classified Na-
tionalIntelligenceEstimate(NIE)clearly
states that it is not whether a threat to the
United States will exist, but when it will
exist.




The Clinton Administration recognized
this change in the global environment,
‘renamed SDIO as the Ballistic Missile
Defense Organization (BMDO), andre-
orientated the missile defense organiza-
tion to meet today’s national security
threats. The Department is pursuing a
"family of systems" approach to the
theater missile challenge. This family
_of systems will ensure a defense in
depth, using multi-tiered defenses

against both long and -short-range .

theater class missiles. In general, these
programs include the PATRIOT
Advanced Capability-3 (PAC-3), Navy
Area Defense, Medium Extended Air
Defense System (MEADS), Theater
High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD),
and Navy Theater-Wide Defense sys-
tems. The "family of systems" will
protéct U.S. forces overseas and Ameri-
“can friends and allies who count on our
support. The DoD also is funding a
three-year National Missile Defense
(NMD) development program, with an
optional deployment of the strategic
system three years later.

Americans remember the use of the
PATRIOT missile against Saddam
Hussein’s SCUDS during Desert Storm.
A significant improvement to the
PATRIOT system is underway; these
improvements comprise the new
PAC-3 system, just one of the many
important missile defense systems
being developed. New radars and
~sensors that are indispensable to
deployed future national and theater
missile defenses are also currently
under development.

APPLICATIONS

Aside from the military use of the ballis-
tic missile defense programs, invest-
ments in BMDO has provided technol-
ogy with commercial applications. Ex-
amples of these include: advances in

computers and robotics, medicine,

envnronment

agriculture, weather science, naturalresource exploration, and environmental protec-
tion, just to name a few. The success of BMDO with dual-use technology application
has been tremendous.

CONCLUSION

The estimated $36 billion dollars spent on U.S. ballistic missile defense programs has
been and continues to be a worthwhile, sound, and necessary investment for the future
security of the United States. The funds used thus far have provided an indispensable
technology base with dual-use applications. They also have given DoD the ability to
further develop and field several systems. Though it is difficult to see the success of

" the missile defense programs without having the products readily in hand, the DoD
- has been investing wisely in the future security of the United States.

BALLISTIC MISSILES AND THE
WORLD SECURITY ENVIRONMENT

The Ballistic Missile Defense Organi-
zation (BMDO) is a.consumer, not a
producer, of intelligence analyses on
missile threats. However, as the cen-
tral Department of Defense (DoD) man-
ager and integrator of the ballistic mis-
sile defense (BMD) mission, with the
Director acting as the Department's
BMD Acquisition Executive, BMDO
has a keen interest in missile threat
developments.

A large number and expanding variety
of offensive missile systems are found
in the military arsenals of several na-
tions. Many are imported, some are

domestically developed and a few are -

indigenously modified. The threat in-
cludes tens of countries armed with
ballistic missiles, hundreds of missile
launchers and thousands of missiles
with ranges from 30 to greater than
3,000 kilometers. All are lethal weap-
ons of modern warfare and currently
pose a threat that is largely regional in
character. However, the trendis clearly
in the direction of systems of increas-
ing range, lethality, accuracy and so-
phistication.

Ballistic missiles are appealing weap-
ons for developing nations and often
serve -as status symbols. Their long
range, short flight time, relatively low
cost and ability to carry a variety of
warheads provide unique political as
well as military advantages. In addi-
tion, defenses against ballistic mis-
siles are not as mature or widely de-
ployed as defenses against aircraft or
other delivery systems.

DEVELOPING COUNTRIES AND BALLISTIC MISSILES

There are over a dozen families of ballistic missiles in developing nations. This
worldwide proliferation has caused the U.S. to strengthen nonproliferation re-

gimes and to develop defenses against offensive missiles.

INTRODUCTION

“....Finally, and importantly, the committee sought to accelerate development and

deployment of missile defense systems to protect U.S. and allied forces against the

growing threat of cruise and ballistic missiles. Accordingly, this bill supports
expeditious deployment of land- and sea-based theater missile defense systems."
—National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 1997

The Ballistic Missile Defense Organization's (BMDO) budget is structured torespond
to existing and emerging ballistic missile threats to the United States, and its forward
deployed forces, allies, and friends around the world. First priority is Theater Missile
. Defense (TMD), second priority is National Missile Defense (NMD) and, third priority
is an investment in BMD advanced technology in order to enhance future BMD
capabilities for both TMD and NMD. ‘

BUDGET AND A CQUISITION MANAGEMENT

The Department of Defense (DoD) has three major steps to help manage the budgeting
and acquisition process: Requirements Generation; Planning, Programming, and
Budgeting; and Acquisition Management.

Requirements Generation involves identifying needs in broad terms and progressively
narrowing these down into specific system features. An example might be the need
to quickly respond to a new threat, such as a new weapons system. Acquisition
Management filters the various design concepts of systems that could respond to this
new threat, and ultimately results in a stable system design that meets user’s needs.

. Finally, the Planning, Programming and Budgeting phase determines whether the
system will be affordable in relation to the overall budget and other demands. The DoD

_ uses these steps to balance the increasing need for missile defense with the constant
necessity for -fiscal prudence.

BUDGET STRUCTURE

The BMDO’Sbudget isdivided between

two basic activities: research, develop-

ment, testing and evaluation (RDT&E)
and military construction (MILCON).
Priortofiscal year 1998, procurement was
also part of the BMDO budget. Now itis
funded by the Services.

'The RDT&E budget represents all the

work done to create new systems such as
weapons, sensors, or computers. This
includes basic research on advanced
concepts and designing, engineering, or
testing prototypes. RDT&E comprises
the vast majority of the BMDO’s
budget, and many well known projects
are currently in this stage. In fact, some
of the BMDO’s most prominent
programs, such as National Missile
Defense, Theater High Altitude Area
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Defense (THAAD), Patriot Advanced
Capability-3 (PAC-3),Navy Area-wide,
Navy Theater-wide, and the Medium
Extended Air Defense System (MEADS),
are considered part of RDT&E.

- MILCON represents the money spent to
construct and maintain buildings, test-
ing sites, and other facilities that the
BMDO may need for RDT&E or any
other support activities.

Every year, in February, the President
submits his fiscal year budget to
Congress. Included in the overall
budget request is funding for BMDO.
After receiving the President's budget,
Congress reviews the government
programs and policies, sets limits, and
provides the funds and guidance to
carry out programs and policies. After
Congress completes action, the legisla-
tion is forwarded to the President for
signature. -

PROGRAM AREAS

BMDO has three broad program areas,
each addressing a different area of
BMDO’s mission: Theater Missile
Defense (TMD), National Missile
Defense (NMD), and the Support Tech-
nology Program. Together, they help
ensure thatthe U.S. candeal withmissile
threats in an effective and sustainable
manner.

The TMD mission is to protect U.S.
forces, allies and other countries, includ-
ingareas of vitalinteresttothe U.S., from
theater missile attacks. The TMD mis-
sion includes protection of population
centers, fixed civilian and military assets
and mobile military units.

The NMD program addresses the pos-
sibility of a limited ballistic missile strike
or accidental launch against the U.S.

homeland. NMD program researchers are developing a national missile defense
system that could be deployed to counter a limited threat. The decision to deploy
such a system depends on the future threat to the U.S.

The Support Technology Program supports research on new technologies and pro-
vides options for improvement to existing systems. These new ideas include tech-
nologies such as the kinetic energy interceptor, advanced surveillance and tracking
sensors, and directed energy systems. This program is essential to keep the BMD
program ahead of the increasingly sophisticated global missile threat.
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
