Any change to be made on the 
floating serial c:ould be made in ink or if completely changed it would 
not have to be reseriali2ed. 

DISADVANTAGES STATED: Placing the suggestion in effect would involve 
some time; however, suggester feels when completed on all 

134 files, the resultant saving in time would be justified. 

OBSERVATIONS: SAO Hostetter, Chicago, recommends favorably as he believes 
a con6iderable amount of agent time as well as unnecessary 

duplication of work in reviewing the files could be saved. The suggested 
procedure would effect a standardi2ation of background information, and 
needed information could be easily located. r-

SAC McCabe, Phtladelphia, believes the suggestion tn principle 
has merit. He points out, however, certain flaws and possible modificatiorn: 
to the suggestion. Inasmuch as requests are not received regarding every 
informant, he suggests that the summaries be prepared only when a request 
is received and that no project is needed for the preparation of a summary 
on every 134 file. It would be preferable to place the injormatton on 
a 3x5 card to be maintained as a separate section of the Agent's 
Injormattve Index. He feels the responsibility of 'keeping the summary 
in current status could be more eastly fixed by dattng the summary 
appearing on the card and checking all cards periodically by a single 
tickler such as every 60 days. 

Inspector Si2oo, Domestic Intelligence Division, recommends 
unfavorably as the percentage of indivtduals on whom we have 134 Jiles 
and who are constdered as potenttal witnesses in Government prosecuttons _ 
is too low to warrant expenditure of time needed to prepare memoranda 
as suggested. Memoranda can be written on the informants as required 
and to prepare numerous memoranda which may not be used is wasteful. 

CONCLUSION: In view of the fact that the Bureau does not request such 
information on every informant, it appears that the necessary 

project to tnstttute the suggested procedure for each 134 file does 
not appear justified. 

RECOMMENDATION: That the suggestion not be adopted. -

Mr. Keane also felt that there was a large reservoir of man power '. 

tied up in the preparation of security reports and he felt that if we could 
severely .streamline security reports, man power would be made available 
for the development of informants. His thought was that when a subject 
has been placed on the Index, the case has been made, and in the annual 
reports thereafter, information should be restricted to a positive .showing 
that the subject is still active,. leaving out cumulative data which may have 
been assembled in the file. He e~nded this thought to the original 
report recommending a, person for the Index, and stated that the essential 
thing is the proof the individual should be on the Index and that other 
material is extraneous. 

I pointed. out to Mr. Keane our problem of dissemination here 
at the Seat of Government and the name checks from other Government 
agencies, running well over a million, and that we disseminate reports 
in answer to many of these name checks. He felt that if a requesting 
agency needed further details, we could always go back to the field. 

While I do not agree with Mr. Keane on this, and so advised him, 
I do agree that any manner in whicJln. we can cut out extraneous material 
from our security reports is desirable, provided it can be done without 
hurting the security program. For example--the present suggestion being 
considered by the· f.ield to limit documentation. Another example is the 
possibility of .setting forth examples of meetings attended by a subject 
reported by an inf·ormant, and thereafter briefing cumulative information 
on additional meetings reported by the same informant. . 

I told the supervisors at the Los Angeles Office of Keane's 
suggestion and requested them to· be continu5usly studying proper ways 
and means. to streamline our reports without cutting out material essential 
to the security program. They suggested the possibility of issuing a 
glossary containing thumbnail sketches on organizations, rather than 
repeated thumbnail sketches in each report. There are disadvantages to 
this, but we should consider the pros and cons. 

Please see that the above suggestions are given thought, but I ,... 
do feel we should be constantly alert to cut out wmecessary red tape and 
extraneous material from our reports, at the same time continuing to 

. operate on a sound basis.

· It is· interesting to·· note that under the Gene tal 
Interview Program of contacting subJects of security investigations 
for the month of June, 1956·, 184 persons· were interviewed.. During 
the first month of the operation of our new SecuritY ·Informant 
Pro$tam designed to cut red tape and accelerate interviews with 
individuals in order to obtain ~dditional informant material, 
676 persons were contacted; During· June, 195·6, ·of those subJects 
interviewed under the General· Interview ·program, 2 persons were 
developed as sourc·es of information whereas in July, 1956, under 
the Security Informant Program 36 sources, 40 potential security 
informants and 11 informants were developed. . . 

· In the future in order that ·a clear picture regarding 
the progress of thiS program can be ·presented the figures fur 
the current month, the preceding month and the grand total from 
the inception of the program will be set out. 

The field' has shown considerable en:thusiastn and 
optimism for this program and'it is the general feeling that 
we will obtain additional cove·rage through the acceleration 
of interviews with communists·and other individuals.

It is pointed out that the number of active communists 
contacted under this program showed an increase in the month of 
August over the month of July. Likewise, the number of other 
individuals contaeted increased over the past month. -In 
August, fewer cases were opened than in July on individuals 
other than communists, however, more cases were closed than 
in the previous month which reflects considerable review on 
the part of the field and elimination of those cases determined 
undesirable for contact under this program. The number of 
individuals contacted who were cooperative but not PSI material 
showed an increase of 48 over the last month but the number 
cooperative and being developed as PSls decreased from 110 to 
107. 

The field continues to show great interest and 
enthusiasm in this project which is an effective means of 
obtaining PSI material by t~e acceleration of interviews and 
the elimination of those individuals who have no desire to 
assist the Bureau or are in no position to do so. It was 
necessary during the past month to send only one communication 
to a division which reflected lack of progress under this program 
and close supervision will be maintained to be certain that all 
offices maintain the proper interest to make it a success. 

Next month another memorandum will be prepared showing 
the progress of the Security Informant Program and it will reflect 
the figures for the current month, the preceding month and the 
grand total from the inception of the program.

In making this suggestion Agent Po~ers points out that 
the agent submitting a name need not knoro intimately,the 
person 1ohom he sug:-;es·bs, S?J.,J'.f'ioien-i; only that he has a 
reasonable beli~f th~t the person is willinn or is i~.a 
position to be of assistance to the Bureau. 

The 8110 recom.rtended against adootion o.f this 
proposal on the basis that an agent's personal acquaintances 
back hone in most instances will not be the tyoe whish 
could be deueloDed as seo~rity or criminal informanta. 

The .first prerequisite of an7J potential sou roe 
is his willingness to eo~oerate; the second, his being jn 
a position to give ourren·t; informa-tion o.f value. Under 
provisions o.f SAO Lat·(;er [J6-34, drr(;ed June 18, 1956, SACs 
~ere given permission to authorize interviews with any

individuals who are not subjects of active security 
investiq~ ions~ or not on the Security Index~ or not 
subjects of investigations specifically requested by the 
Bureau~ or where no delicate siturytion exists. ~eview ~f 
office Jiles and a check of residence and employment must 
be made be.fore conductin,r; such SAC authorized interviews. 
If this initial interview determines the individual may 
be coo.perative~ then complete background investigation 
will be made in accordance with current manual instruc~ions. 

This procedure saves nuch time and correspondence 
by eliminating those persons who are not friendly with 
the Bureau and have no potential J'or informant developmen-t. 
It can be·,seen that this program~ already in effect~ over­
comes the basic objection which gave rise to the suggestion 
under consideration and~ at the same time~ establishes 
immediately the cooperativeness ~f the person interviewed 
as a potential source. 

Domestic Intelligence Division concurs with 
the oTJin ion o.f SAC~ New York~ that in most instances an 
agent's personal acquaintances back home will not be the 
type which could be developed as in.formants. It is further 
pointed out that the ~gent's acquaintanceship ~ith any 
individv,al does not prec}ude ·the Dosoibilitu o.f such person 
having ,factors in his background which would prevent his use 
as a source. The background investiga·J; ion would have to be 
cond~cted in any event. 

Proposed suggestion does not ap!)ear to of.fer any 
program which 7''ould be more e.ffr.: ctive -{;han that already in 
use by the Bureau.

The field ms advised by SAC Letter 55-28 dated April 8, 
as follows: 

Gifts to office contacts and sources shall 
not be reclaimed as blue sl.tp items. Gifts should 
not be given to informants since such actions might 
be misconstrued and the relationship between Agents 
and informants shall be maintained on a businesslike 
basis.. Expenditures for gifts to informants will 
not be approved as blue slip items. 

Since it has been necessary to refer-· to this 
regulation on occasion it is suggested that it be 
incorporated in the appropriate Manuals and F.BI Handbook.
