McCall of our ~leteor Centre, and the letter 
from you, we have examined the colour print and the negative whic~ 
you mlliled to us. 

l!xamination of the original colour film Wl!le:r a microscope 
shows that the cause of the re'd speck on the print,, H1 inches to tne 
right of the lighthouse, is due to a small scratcll which completely 
penetrated the emulsion. We can find no evidence of any real oliject 
in the sky on the phot.ograph. 

The characteristics of the object described by Mr.~ 
correspond to those wbich a meteor fireball would have. It seems 
probable that with such a short-lived phenomena (5 seconds according 
to Mr.- description), the fireball had become invisible by the 
time he could have swung his camera into action. 

We are placing our copy of the report in our meteor fireball 
file, and are returning the negative and photographic print to you,

Mysterious Aeroplanes and Airships 

Seen Over Canada 

During the First World War

The modern era of UFOs began in 1947 when Kenneth Arnold 

claimed to have seen "flying saucers". The principle subject 

of debate since then has been the 'extra-terrestial hypothesis' 

which suggests UFOs are spacecraft piloted by beings from 

another world. Skeptics have often denounced this hypothesis 

as lacking any substantive evidence, whi le its proponents 

gather thousands of UFO reports which they claim cftnnot be 

satisfactorily explained as anything except alien craft . 

Before 1947, the appearance of 'foo-fighters' and 

'ghost rockets' in Europe prompted suspicions of secret 

weapons deaiqned by German scientists in the last days of 

the Second World War . The advent of jet and rocket propulsion 
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in aviation witneaaed the development of many unconventional 

aircraft and weapons. And after the war into the 1950s, many 

people th6ught the UFOa seen in Europe and North America might 

be aircraft flown by the Soviet Union and designed by German 

scientists captured during the war. 

An earlier era in which mysterious 'aeroplanes and 

airships' were seen in the skies of the United States, Canada, 

England, and Denmark began in 18~6. The pioneering days of 

aviation also aroused suspicions of secretive inventors and 

military aviators invading their neighbours. Among these 

incidents, Charles Fort twice wrote of "three aeroplanes'' 

crossing the St . Lawrence River from the United States into 

Canada on the night of February 14th, 1915. This phantom 

invasion was undoubtedly the most publicized of a series of 

mysterious aeroplanes and airships seen over Canada during 

the First World War. 

This Canadian episode of early UFOs can be best understood 

by reviewing the circumstances under which Canada entered the 

Great War, the newspaper reports of these incidents, the files 

of the military and police agencies, and the explanations 

as to what the 'aeroplane~ and airships' could be and were. The 

newspapers of the Niagara Peninsula have been extensively 

researched by Dwight Whalen, and several files of intelligence 

reports have been obtained from the Department of National 
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When Great Britain joined into the First World War, 

her Empire followed. Though the Canadian government could 

determine her contribution to the Allied cause, the nation's 

foreign policies were decided upon by the powers in London. 

Canada provided men, arms, supplies, and training facilities 

in the war effort1 but, the general enthusiasm in supporting 

the Empire was accompanied by suspicions of foreign spies 

and fears of an invaaion from the neutral United States. 

Canada was not a military nation and was ill-prepared 

to defend herself if attacked. The onset of war came when 

the Permanent Force of the Canadian Army was less than 

10,000 men, when its new Navy (formed in 1910) consisted 

of two Royal Navy cruisers (the Niobe based in Halifax and 

the Rainbow based in Esquimalt near Victoria), and when 

no air service exiated. An effective Militia force had been 

established with 57,000 men trained in drill and rifle 

practice in 19131 but, the first overseas contingent of 

troops consisted of men mustered in the first rush of 

recruiting. 

A major concern of the government was the loyalty of 

more than a half million of its population claiming German 

and Austro-Hungarian origina out of a t otal population of 
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about seven million. T

IIWUiWJili'iiiiii. At the start of the war, the Dominion Police 

had only 60 men in its force along with additional detectives 

working at the military bases in Halifax and Esquimalt . While 

the Dominion Police were charged with guarding against threats 

to the government, most of its men were involved in guarding 

government buildings and property. And by 1919, this force 

only grew to 140 men of all ranks. 

While military intelligence was largely handled by the 

Admiralty's Naval Intelligence Department (in London) , foreign 

intelligence by M. I.6, and counterintelligence by M.I.S, the 

responsibility for counterintelligence in Canada fell upon 

Sir Arthur Percy Sherwood. He had been appointed the 

Superintendent of the Dominion Police in 1882 after serving 

as the Chief of Police in Ottawa. He was appointed Commissioner 

in 1885 and Chief Commissioner of Police in Canada in 1913. 

Although he had the Militia rank of Colonel, Sherwood reported 

directly to the Minister of Justice, the Prime Minister, and 

the Governor-General. When reports of spies were received , the 

information was passed on to Sherwood. The "Secret Service" 

of the Dominion Police was only a small part of the entire 

establishment with Inspector James Parkinson as its head. Yet, 

Sherwood held command and directed its investigations into any 
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Before the Firat World War, the fears of an aerial 

attack had already been witnessed outside of canada. 

During the Anglo-Boer War, in 1899, the Boer government 

instructed its telegraph stations to send in any reports of 

the rumoured secret airship the British might be using. Nearly 

every station responded with a multitude of sighting&. From 

Vryheid, the following was sent: "Airship with powerful light 

plainly visible from here in far off distance towards Dundee. 

Telegraphist at Paulpietersburg also spied one, and at 

Amsterdam three in the direction of Zambaansland to the 

south-east." Orders were quickly issued to stop wasting 

ammunition upon stellar targets, and no such British airship 

had ever been sent aloft. 

In its rush to doom at Tsu-Shima, the Czar's Imperial 

Navy twice encountered "reconnaissance balloons" during the 

Russo-Japanese War. In October of 1904, shortly before the 

Dogger Bank Incident, the ironclad Navarin signalled its 

lookouta had spotted "two silvery shapes high in the sky 

1110ving slowly from south-west to northeast" while steaming 

through from the Baltic to North Sea in the Skaw. Again, 

in March of 1905, while Admiral Rozhestvensky's fleet was 

anchored at Nossi-be on Madagascar, more "balloons" were 

seen by nervous crews. Neither Japanese agents nor any 

balloona were used to spy on the fleet in these locations. 
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Canada also had prior experience with a strange light 

in January of 1865. Fearing the prospect of a Fenian attack 

across the United States border, Premier John A. Macdonald 

of the United Province of Canada appointed Gilbert McMicken 

as the director of the Western Frontier Constabulary in 1864. 

Secret agents were recruited to keep watch for Irish and 

American revolutionary spies from Toronto to Sarnia. 

On successive nights in January to the south of Windsor 

at Amherstburg, "No.4 Frontier Police" (William Black) reported: 

"a bri ght light appeared at an angle of fifteen degrees above 

the horizon .•• stationary about five minutes and descended in 

fifteen." Using a telescope, a "lantern attached to a kite" 

was observed; and, Colonel w. Osborne Smith, who was in 

command of the Militia at Amherstburg, believed it was a 

Fenian signal. The incident brought McMicken and two other 

Militia officers to investigate, but their conclusion was 

that the object was a star "happening to rise above and dip 

below the horizon for a few evenings". However one wishes to 

consider this rogue star, it had been seen by McMicken, who 

became the first Commissioner of the Dominion Police in 1868, 

n. 

A similar incident occurred on August 30th, 1914, at 

A militiaman guarding a military prison 
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claimed to have heard the whirring noise of an aeroplane 

shortly before dawn. Rumour spread through the city that a 

German flying machine might try to drop a bomb, and Lt. Saunders 

issued an order to fire upon any aircraft sighted. On the 

same night, a merchant in St. Catherine& claimed to have seen 

an airship passing over the east end of the city . The Canadian 

government soon advised the United States that it was forbidding 

any flights by Americans over Dominion territory. 

From September 8th to the 11th, soldiers guarding the 

Walland Canal had seen an airship flying so low theY. "could 

plainly discern the framework". The mystery invader carried 

red lights on its nocturnal visits and dropped a rocket 

"large enough to wreck a house". The Welland Canal was a 

sensitive link for shipping between Lake Erie and Lake 

Ontario; and, on April 21st, 1900, it had been dynamited by 

three Irishmen who were suspected members of a Fenian terrorist 

campaign. More citizens of St. Catherine& claimed to see 

clouds which looked like "biplanes", and fear spread that 

the mysterious German aviators would again try to attack Canada. 

On September 16th, the Canadian Aviation Corps was formed, 

but its budget of $5,000 was sufficient only to purchase one 

Burgess-Dunne tailless sweptwing biplane. The craft was shipped 

to Lake Champlain where E.L. Janney, commander of the Corps was 

to take possession. On September 21st, the American pilot 
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Clifford Webster gave Janney his first flying lesson while 

transporting the biplane up the Richelieu River to Sorel. 

Unfortunately, when the aviators landed in search of 

gasoline, they were arrested by Canadian customs officers 

as suspected German spies. Not until orders were receive~ 

from Ottawa were they released. The Burgess-Dunne continued 

on to Quebec City where it was shipped to England, but its 

use was confined to training pilots on the Salisbury Plain. 

The Minister of Militia and Defence was sent a letter 

in Oc tober from J. Me~. Hunt of Slate River, Ontario, 

statings "Aeroplanes are undoubtedly hovering almost 

nightly in the vicinity.• Hunt was concerned that a German 

settlement in Minnesota might be used by the unknown aviators 

to launch a bombing raid upon the grain elevators of the 

Twin Cities of Fort William and Port Arthur, now known 

as Thunder Bay. While no action appears to have been taken 

to investigate the report, the information was brought to 

the attention of the Minister, the Chief of the General St aff, 

the Military Secretary of the Militi a Council, and to Sherwood 

of the Dominion Police. 

From Franklin Centre, Quebec, William J. Moe wrote to 

to the Hon. J.D. Hazen, Acting Minister of Militia, to advise 

him that in the two weeks before November 5th he had seen 

north" at night. He expresse~ his concern 
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they might be •connected with the German Secret Service", 

but he was assured by Hazen that they were probably aviators 
. 

who had strayed over the border with no menace intended. 

In the Fall of 1914, the fear of aeroplanes and airships 

prompted a brief panick one day in Ottawa. Some people 

visiting Parliament Hill thought they saw an airship with 

a bright light, but others were able to see it was no more 

than a bright star or planet. 

In late January of 191S, from the 27th through the 29th, 

and again on February 4th, Man aeroplane, carrying a green 

and red light, and flying low" was heard along the Niagara 

River between ll P.M. and 1 A.M. A sentry at the Armouries 

said he heard the hum of its engine and noticed "a grey 

shadow creeping across the sky". An officer inside was 

notified immediately but was unable to see anything above. 

Soldiers guarding the power plants also reported the same 

aircraft and heard its engines. On the 4th, Superintendent 

Alex Collins of the city waterworks saw a distant aeroplane 

without any lights around 10:30 P.M. flying over Victoria 

Park. These 'aeroplane' reports were being taken seriously, 

and police were asked on both sides of the border to help 

locate who owned this aeroplane and where it was coming from. 

Next, the headlines across the Dominion carried the news 
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of the incident at Brookville , Ontario, on the night of 

February 14th, 1915. In bold letters , the Toronto Globe 

announced: "Ottawa In Darkness Awaits Aeroplane Raida, 

"Several Aeroplanes Make a Raid into the Dominion of Canada", 

"Entir e City of Ottawa in Darkness, Fearing Bomb-Droppers", 

"Machines Crossed St. Lawrence River, Passing over Brookville--­

Two Over Ganonoque---Seen by Many Citizens, Heading for the 

Capital--one Was Equipped with Powerful Searchlights--

Fire Balls Dropped". Terror had invaded the skies of Canada. 

About 9 :15 P.M. on the 14th of February, lights were 

seen crossing the St . Lawrence River from the American side. 

As they approached the city of Brookville, the "unmistakable 

sounds of the whirring motor" could be heard. Three balls of 

fire descended to the river, but witnesses were unsure if 

these were incendiary bombs or flares dropped to help 

navigate through the darkness. Passing over the city, people 

were alarmed as an intense light illuminated an entire block . 

Mayor Donaldson was all)ong those claiming to have been 

caught in the glare of the aeroplane ' s most powerful 

searchlight. Altogether three aeroplanes were said to pass 

over the city and appeared headed in the direction of Ottawa. 

Police Chief Burke first asked Mayor Donaldson for any 

orders and then telephoned the Mayor of Ottawa and the 
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the Mayor of Ganonoque called Burke to report two unseen 

aeroplanes had been heard passing over his town. Mayor 
. 

Donaldson telephoned Sir Robert Borden, the Prime Minister 

of Canada, warning that the aeroplanes were on their way 

towards Ottawa. Borden :notified the Chief of the General 

Staff of the Militia and suggested that Sherwood be 

notified, not knowing Burke had already done this. 

Sherwood feared the lights of the Parliament Buildings 

would shine like a beacon and ordered them extinguished. In the 

first black-out of any Canadian city, at 11:15 P.M., the lights 

of Parliament Hill went out along with those of the Royal Mint 

and Rideau Hall, the Governor-General's residence . Five minutes 

later the city lights of Ottawa were switched off, and an 

eerie darkness enveloped the capital where life continued 

behind drawn blinds and curtains. Soldiers being readied to 

be sent overseas were sent to the rooftops with orders to 

shoot down any aeroplanes that came into sight, but none came. 

While the morning newspapers raised the alarm of invasion, 

Constable Storey of the Brookville Police Department found the 

remains of a paper balloon near the Eastern Hospital. Soon 

afterwards, a second balloon was found to the east of the city. 

News spread quickly that the 'scaeroplanes' had been nothing 

more than hot air balloons armed with firecrackers and flares 

American pranksters . ~he hoax allowed the 
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afternoon newspapers to jeer the morning newspapers. 

In Parliament, Sir Wilfred Laurier, the Leader of the 

Opposition, asked Borden as to what action the government 

had taken in response to the proclaimed invasion of 'aeroplanes'. 

Officials were reluctant to admit they had been fooled with 

toy balloons. The Dominion Observatory claimed the wind was 

blowing in the wrong direction for the balloons to have been 

travelling towards Ottawa. Riflemen were summoned to spend 

a second night on the rooftops, and the capital spent a 

second night in darkness, just in case. 

As an early pioneer in Canadian aviation, J.A.O. McCurdy 

had been the first British subject to fly an aeroplane over the 

British Empire piloting the Silver Dart in 1909. He told the 

presst "It is a comparatively easy matter for a person to be 

deceived as to the sounds of the engines. Railway engines in 

blowing off steam make a purring sound which is almost 

identical with the noise made by an aeroplane." When asked 

as to the possibility of a night-time aerial raid, he replied, 

~It is possible, but it is not at all probable." 

Government officials were careful not to publicize the 

previous aerial attacks which had taken place in Britain only 

a month before. on the night of January 19th, the German 

and LZ .6 lifted off from Fuhlsbuttel 
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and Nordholz, but the LZ .6 had to turn back while over the 

North Sea due to engine trouble. The LZ.J and LZ.4 succeeded 

in bombing the Norfolk countryside attacking Yarmouth, 

King's Lyon, and Snettisham, killing four civilians. At the 

start of the war, both Antwerp and the fortresses of Liege 

were bombed by zeppel ins. Aeroplanes from Germany had flown 

to the British shores dropping a bomb at Dover on December 24th, 

1914, and making only an appearance at Sheerness on December 25th. 

Yet, the description of the zeppelins first seen by witnesses 

in Norfolk was of "two bright stars moving along some thirty 

yards apart". 

Brookville and Ganonoque were not the only locations 

visited that night . In the early morning of the 15th, residents 

of Richmond Hill, Ontario, notified police of a strange 

aeropl ane hovering over their homes. And, about 4130 A.M., 

a resident in Guelph, Ontario, awoke the household to watch 

"three moving lights passing over the agricultural college". 

On the evening of the 15th, people re turning from the curling 

rink at Morden, Manitoba, heard a noise which drew their 

attention to a bright light moving at great speed in a 

northwestern direction. The light, they said, was undoubtedly 

an "aeroplane". 

Shortly after 8 A.M. on February 19th, thousands of 

people on their way to work in Buffalo were excited to aee

an aeroplane flying towards the canadian border at an 

altitude between 2,500 and 3,000 feet. ~he aircraft 

approached fr~m Lake Erie, passed ~er Buffalo, but veered 

away before crossing to Fort Erie on the Canadian shore. 

The seriousness of 'aeroplanes ' invading Canadian 

territory is illustrated by the concern officials gave to 

a report from a farmer by the name of Cognac who thought he 

heard an aeroplane near Sabrevois, Quebec, on March 27th. 

Cognac thought of other aeroplane s rumoured and reported, 

but he did not mention the incident until prompted for 

any news by one of the storekeepers in town. The story was 

repeated t o Major Hector Bissonette and communi ca ted onto 

the Mil itary Secretary in Ottawa. Op~ratives of the Thiel 

Detective Service, which assisted the Secret Service of the 

Dominion Police, were sent to Sabrevois to investigate the 

reports. The Assistant General Manager of the Montrea l office , 

F.G. Robinson, reported that Ma jor Bissonette wa s "an 

extremely nervous individual and apparently easily alarmed " 

who feared of German spies and secret bases of arms being 

placed along the Quebec border. On the other hand, Cognac 

•tas found to be "fairly intelligent'' and regretted having 

started any trouble with his story of an 'aeroplane'. Most 

revealing vas the postscript from Robinson1 "Arrangements 

were .made to prevent any newspaper publicity in connection 

with this rumour, and also to prevent any despatches being 
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sent to outside newspapers -- this in order to avoid the 

unnecessary publicity which was given the recent aeroplane 

scare which occurred at Ottawa.• 

More toy balloons were sent aloft in Niagara Falls 

on the night of May 12th. Some people thought of hostile 

aeroplanes, but some young boys identified the person who 

had sent them up. 

The officer commanding the 21st Regiment of the Firat 

Division in Windsor reported an "alien aeroplane" hovering 

in the vicinity early i n the morning of July 2nd. A telegram 

wa s sent to the Military Secretary advising him of the 

sighting with a request that an "armoured aeroplane" be 

sent from Toronto to Windsor. No action appears to have 

been taken. 

A considerable amount of correspondence began in July 

of 1915 between va rious sections of the Department of Militia 

and Defence regarding the Montreal Flying School. The operators 

of the School claimed to have investigated rumours of 

aeroplanes flying in the area and concluded •at least two 

aeroplanes• were being flown "under the control o f experts". 

A secret base in the Laurentian Mountains was suggested along 

with a warning of the danger they posed to the "Vickers Works 
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and Brownsburg". The request for aid in obtaining a new 

biplane to trace these aviators "to their lair" was questioned . 

And, further inquiries by the military concluded the rumours 

had been started by the Montreal Flying School which was 

lac king in equipment. Over the next two years in Quebec, only 

one report of an aeroplane came from the officer commanding 

the 5th Division on July 20th, 1915, who said it had passed 

over Quebec City between 10:55 and ll10S P.M. 

Between October l Oth, 1915, and February 6th , 1916 , 

several aeroplanes and airships were reported flying over 

the Niagara Peninsula. The Walland Canal was visited on the 

nights of October lOth and 19th by an aeroplane whose engines 

were easily heard, Niagara Fal ls was considerably alarmed by 

speculation as t o whether a eroplanes on the night of 

December 21st and the morning of the 23rd were from the 

Curtiss factory in Buffalo on their way to Toronto, were 

flown by a German spy, or were part of a p lot to dynamite 

the Welland Canal1 but, the military authorities kept silent 

when questioned for information. An extraordinary "monoplane" 

vas seen over Stamford on January 13th with 27 red and white 

lights on its sides and a "headlight of great power'', Two 

aeroplanes were seen on the nights of the 3rd and 6th of 

February over Grantham Township and St. Catherines. The 

St. Catherines Standard of February 9th, 1916, stated in a 

dispatch from Ottawa: "Col. Sherwood, chief of 
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Police, has investigated the report that three aeroplanes 

were sighted in the v icinity of Ottawa and St. Catherines, 

~ut has heard no more of them." 

Sherwood was not amused by the number of reports he was 

receiving of mysterious aeroplanes. In April of 1916, J. McK. 

Hunt of Slate River again complained of more aeroplanes and 

suggested a "Secret Service ma.n • be sent to investigate. The 

Collector of Customs in Chatham, New Brunswick, stated that 

two reliable men had seen aerQplanes passing over the 

outskirts of the city on Hay 4th. One lady in ftilton 1 Ontario, 

(near Brighton), wrote to say she had seen S or 6 aeroplanes, 

including one on the 7th of "ay which was in view a full 

20 minutes before heading for Peterborough . To Capt . F.E. Davis, 

Assistant Director of Military Intelligence, Sherwood wrote of 

the sightings at Hilton: •I am not disposed to treat (them) 

seriously." And, to Ma jor-General w. Gwatkin, Chief of the 

General Staff, Sherwood wrote : "I cannot conceive what 

advantage it would be to reconnoiter around Chatham. I rather 

think it is the same as 19 reports out of 20 that we have had 

of the same character, nothing to the.m." 

In August of 1916, residents of Niagara Falls again saw 

an aeroplane circling above the Falls. However, its American 

pilot was identified as Lt. w.s. Steele along with aviator

Buffalo. Although Steel~ was flying aeroplanes close to the 

Falls, another airman was flying aeroplanes along the 

direction of the Grand Trunk Railroad past Niagara Falls, 

St. Catherine&, and Stamford. Victor Carlstrom of the 

Curtiss factory in Buffalo was busy shuttling aeroplanes to 

Toronto, and in September he established a record flight 

from Toronto to Camp Borden , near Barrie, at a speed o f 

99 miles per hour. It ~ay be that the mysterious aeroplanes 

seen in l ate 1915 an~ early 1916 had been secret shipments 

of aircraft from the American factory to Toronto. These may 

have also been responsible for the aeroplane seen by a patrol 

at the Walland Canal on the night of January 13th, 1917, 

which disappeared in the d i rection of Buffalo and another 

sighting at Niagara Falls on August 12th, 1917. 

Provincial authorities in British Columbia had hoped 

t o lure the Curtiss company westwards to establish a 

manufacturing works there, as the province was thought to be 

an ideal center for a network of air routes across the 

islands and to the inland centers. And, 30 years before 

Xenneth Arnold's "flying saucers" were seen in neighbouring 

Washington state, the residents of British Columbia were 

also reporting "mysterious aeroplanes" . · 

On January 16th, 1917, at 11:45 A.M., F. Ashley Sparkes, 
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by the name of Hemming qall out, "Look at the aeroplane." 

Sparkes said the biplane was clearly visible, a bout half a mile 

to a mile away, and circled over Oak Bay for S minutes before 

heading off towards the American coast. Hemming was certain 

of its being an aeroplane having seen them before in England. 

At the same time, another resident of Oak Bay corroborated 

their description of the aeroplane and its movements. The 

District Intelligence Officer failed to find any further 

sightings or any leads which could account for the aircraft. 

Superintendent Colin s. Campbell of the B.C. Provincial Police 

was more certain of its origins, and telegraphed Sherwood: 

"On instruction from Attorney General, I beg to report that 

a biplane was seen circling over Oak Bay, Victoria, at noon 

on sixteenth instant. Came from direction of San Juan Island 

and disappeared going south. No air craft in British Columbia 

connected with this flight; there are at least five machines 

in Seattle, Wash., capable of making this flight.• A protest 

was made to the United States government by the British 

Ambassador in Washington of more aerial trespassing. 

A week later, a woman in Victoria claimed not only to 

see two aeroplanes between 1 and 2 A.M. but heard their 

pilots talking to each other in a foreign language. This 

claim was passed onto Sherwood without comment, but 

Captain Tweedale, the District Intelligence Officer, found it 
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This peculiar report is somewhat similar to another cited by 

Charles Fort in Lol While walking near the Caerphilly 

Mountains in Wales, on the evening of May 18th, 1909, a man 

by the name of Lithbridge claimed to see a large tube-shaped 

construction in which were two men dressed in fur coats. When 

these men spotted him, they spoke excitedly in a foreign 

language and sailed away in this strange flying machine. Yet, 

to hear human voices over the roar of an aeroplane engine or 

to converse between aeroplanes would be a task most difficult 

to believe. 

Although he had seen nothing, the lighthouse-keeper on 

Discovery Island heard an aeroplane engine passing over his 

house on the night of February 5th-6th , 1917. The direction 

of it a flight appeared southward. And by now, Tweedale had 

discovered "some 20 (flying) machines of various kinds are 

registered in Seattle". 

On February 11th, a mysterious aeroplane paid another 

visit to Vancouver Island and convinced Tweedale that some 

mischief was afoot. At 7 P.M., a resident by the name of 

Jones reported t o Provincial Police that he had seen an 

aircraft with lights flying over the water off Qualicum Beach 

descending from a considerable height . At 8 P . M., the driver 

o f a motor stage. P.O. Reid, and several of his passengers 
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road in front of their car•. They stopped and got out to 

watch and listen for its engines. The aeroplane was about 

a quarter of a mile away and 400 to 500 feet above . It sped 

over the Metchosin Road at a speed of 60 to 70 miles an hour 

and displayed "lights of some kind". It moved eastward 

across Happy Valley Road in the direction of Esquimalt . 

At 8:30 P .M., one of the guards at the Esquimalt Navy Yards 

saw •some kind of aircraft having lights aboard". The aeroplane 

circled over the harbour and then turned southward making 

for the American coast and the Olympic Range to the west 

of Puget Sound. 

According to Tweedale, " ••• it would be easy to take 

aeroplane parts and explosives into some secluded spot in the 

(Olympic) mountains, after landing them in some port on the 

West Coast as mining machinery and put them together in some 

secluded spot, and when this was done and they have a sufficient 

quantity of explosives ready, to fly over our harbour and 

destroy the ships therein, besides the powder works on James 

Island, chemical works in Victoria, Parliament Buildings, etc. 

As we have no means of defending ourselves should this be 

carried out, these German agents who are certainly informed 

of this fact would be taking little risk .. •• The only other 

theory is, that these strange machines come from Seattle in 

the pay of German agents unknown to the United States 
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As far - fetched as this line of conjecture may appear to • 
us today, about 20 years earlier, the United States government 

had the same fears regarding the activities of the Spanish 

Consulate in British Columbia during the Spanish-American War. 

One Spaniard completely unnerved American agents by openly 

asking Canadians about hiring ships and by sending coded 

telegrams to Madrid. The American officials in Victoria 

thought that a fleet of these ships would begin to raid ports 

along the Pacific Coast, and the cryptologists in Washington 

spent frustrating weeks trying to decipher the intercepted 

cables without success. 

In 1917, the British Ambassador in Washington again 

protested to the State Department of the invasion of 

Canadian territory by unidentified aviators from the United 

States. The reply he received referred only to the reports 

of aeroplanes in the area around Buffalo and completely 

ignored the situation developing on the West Coast. 

Sherwood was aware of these events but seems not to 

have given them much serious attention. A further report of 

an aeroplane heard by ths guard at Esquimalt on March Sth was 

investigated by the Dominion Police Sergeant at the Esquimalt 

Dock Yard. •The guard at Esquimalt, upon whose report the 

information was based, admitted the following day that 

nothing.• Rumours of aeroplanes in the area 
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abounded, and the use of 'intoxicants' by the Naval Volunteer 

guards was suspected. While this quard was visiting a constable 
. 

at the jetty, they heard somethinq flying overhead. The call 

of geese was heard, and the quard cracked, "There goes the 

air craft ." Thus, Sherwood concluded1 • •.• all of them may be 

put down to a wild goose story." 

On the 24th of December, 1917, a private living at 

St. Felicite, Quebec, wrote to Ottawa to mention t hat 

somethinq that looked like a zeppelin was seen the previous 

night at 8:30 P.H. travelling in the direction of Whale Cape 

at 15 to 20 miles an hour. The letter arrived in Ottawa on 

the 27th alonq with a telegram from the teleqraph operator 

at Newport Point, Quebec . "Stranqe lights in t he air these 

three nights l ooks very much like an aeroplane. Please let 

me know what to do,• was the messaqe sent on the night of 

the 26th. Some object appears to have been f lying over the 

St. Lawrence River; and, though investigations were to be made, 

its identity remains undiscovered. 

The many fears and suspicions Canadians felt reqardinq 

the neutrality of the United States were allayed by t he 

declaration of war against Germany on April 6th, 1917. With 

the exception of the Quebec aiqhtings in December of 1917, 

the last known reports of mysterious aeroplanes were those 
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flying aeroplanes from bases in a hostile United States began 

to appear highly unlikely. Though strange aircraft may have 

continued to be seen, they no longer attracted any serious 

attent ion from the Canadian authorities. 

Although Canada was quite distant from the European 

theater of war, the German Secret Service was actively seeking 

to cripple the country ' s ability to wage war. The German 

Fore ign Minister Arthur Zimmerman sent a cipher telegram to 

the German Ambassador in Washington, Count Johann von Bernstorff, 

on January Jrd, 1915, instructing: "Secret: Reference my 357. 

General Staff anxious vigorous measures should be taken to 

destroy Canadian Pacific for purpose causing lengthy 

interruptions of traffic. Acquaint military attache with above 

and furnish sums required for enterprise ." The Military Attache 

was Captain Franz von Papen, who later distinguished himself by 

becoming Chancellor of Germany in 1932 and Vice-Chancellor under 

Hitler in 1933. The attempt to disrupt Canada's railways 

surfaced when Deputy German Consul Wilhelm von Brincken in 

San Francis co tried to recruit a Dutch-Canadian R.J. van 

~oolbergen to dynamite the Selkirk tunnel near Revelstoke, 

British Columbia. However, van Koolbergen advised the Br itish 

Consul, A. Carnegie Ross, of the scheme t and, Ross advi sed the 

Canadian authorities. Sherwood was the principle force in 

laying a trap by having a false newspaper story published of 
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San Francisco to assist u.s. officials in the arrest of 

von Brincken for attempted sabotage was Capt. Tweedale. 

Throughout the First World War, Canada was only twice 

attacked by agents of the German Secret Service . An earlier 

dynamiting of a railway bridge on the border near vanceboro, 

Maine, on New Year's Day, 1915, produced only superficial 

damage. And, the only successful attack was the destruction 

of an overalls factory making uniforms in Walkerville, Ontario, 

on June 22nd, 1915. The combined efforts of Sherwood in Canada 

and Sir William Wiseman, the chief agent of the British Secret 

Service in the United States, managed to foil a multitude of 

schemes to invade or cripple Canada by German agents. 

Fortunately, no attempt to launch an aerial attack, such as 

suggested by Capt. Tweedale, seems ever to have been begun. 

The Canadian episode during the First World War cannot 

be entirely dismissed as a matter of war hysteria or 

'scaeroplanes'. While no such aircraft were involved in the 

Anglo-Boer War or the Russo~Japanese War, Canadians were 

prompted to report real aircraft, such as the Burgess-Dunne 

and the secret shipments of aircraft from Buffalo to Toronto. 

Some civilian witnesses appear to have been victims of war 

paranoia, but many of the sightings came from responsible 

members of the military and civilian authorities. Without 
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that strange lights an~ ,soun~s in the skies might be 

aeroplanes flown by German spies and saboteurs seemed a 

l ogical explanation at that time. The threat of an aerial 

attack was gi ven serious consideration by the Prime Minister, 

the Acting Minis ter of Militia, the Chief of the General Staff , 

the Military Secretary of the Militia Council, and the 

Commissioner of the Dominion Police. Sherwood may have given 

little credence to reports following the incident at 

Brookville, but as t he head of Canadian co~nterintelligence, 

he was the person t o whom all •aeroplane' reports were 

forwar~ed, rather t han to the Militia. Thus, because of the 

popular belief as to the origins of the 'mysterious aeroplanes', 

the bu lk of the sightings and reports were accumulated in 

t he files of t he Secret Service of the Dominion Police .

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sabotage in Canada from , the skies. However, the character of 

the file was changed into one dealing with UFOs by two 

subsequent cases. Intelligence agencies in the United States 

and Canada received letters from Davenport, Iowa, in 1960, 

claiming that a spac ec raft had crashed in the Fraser Valley 

of British Columbia .

... C.M.P., and by Group Captain L.C. Dilworth , Director of 

Air I ntelligence for the Royal Canadian Air Force. Af ter 

this report, the file took in those UFO reports sent to 

R.C.H.P . Headquarters and took on the new title: KUnidentified 

Flying Objects, Sightings of". Therefore, it can be said 

that Canada ' s counterintelligence agencies have expressed 

an interest in UFOs for a century from 1865 to 1965 , although 

the period of greatest interest was du.ring the First World War. 

The historical importance of the mysterious aeropl anes 

and airships of years past comes i n recognizing the phenomena 

of UFOs as the perception of unusual occurrences which can have 

a real existence and the dominance of interpretations on those

perceptions. From before the First World War until several 
' 

years following the Second World War, the belief that the 

observed phenomena might be hostile aircraft flown by foreign 

powers was the dominant interpretation. It was felt no other 

explanation could account for the origins or activities of 

strange lights and noises in the skies. In wartime, this 

belief surfaced in Canada as a serious concern demanding the 

attention of its counterintelligence agency, the Secret Service 

of the Do.minion Police. And, apart from hoaxes and sightings 

involving known aircraft, the Canadian episode distinguishes 

itself from others of the same period by the knowledge that 

no suoh hostile aircraft existed and in the availability of 

intelligence files which reveal numerous sightings and the 

concerns of the responsible government officials . 

The era of UFOs as 'mysterious aeroplanes and airships' 

has come to an end. The biplanes and zeppelins of yesteryear 

have vanished only to be replaced by jumbo jets and space 

shuttles. Strange lights and sounds are still reported as 

UFOs, but now they appear in the form of 'flying saucers' 

and alien visitors from another world. The dominance of the 

extra-terreatial hypothesis in shaping the popular perception 

of OFOs has created a new era. Yet, as mankind reaches out to 

his neighbouring planets only to find them lacking of any 

sign of intelligent civilization, a re-evaluation of the 

hypothesis will be demanded seeking visitors from 
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rather than interplanet~ry space. The reasoning which only 

~inds 'alien aircraft' as the remaining solution when all 

other expianations of UFOs fail is faulty deduction. The 

skeptics who reject most UFOs as illusion and misinterpreted 

observations of ordinary phenomena fare no better by trusting 

in generalities. R6searchers into the UFO phenomena would 

benefit by examining the unexplained sightings offering the 

best descriptions and the most substantive evidence available 

and then comparing them with the explanations of identified 

UFO&. Strange phenomena, such as 'angel hair', which have 

been associated with ' flying saucers' might be found to be 

nothing more than an exotic phenomenon, such as ball-lightning, 

but their occurrence need not imply the existence of alien 

craft. If the study of UFOs is to rise above the realm of 

pseudo-science and a new era is to begin, the gathering and 

examination of UFO sighting& must concentrate on the observed 

phenomena and not depend upon any single explanation when 

the answer remains unknown.

The modern era of UFOs began in 1947 when Kenneth Arnold 

claimed to have seen "flying saucers" . •rhe principle subject 

of debate since then has been the ' extra-terrestial hypothesis' 

which suggests UFOs are spacecraft piloted by beinge from 

another world . Skeptics have often denounced this hypothesis 

as lacki ng any substantive evidence, while its proponents 

gather thousands of UFO reports which they claim cannot be 

satisfactorily explained as anything except alien craft. 

Before 1947, the appearance of ' foe - fighters ' and 

' ghost rockets' in Europe prompted suspicions of secret 

weapons designed by German scientists in the last days of 

the Second World War . The advent of jet and rocket propulsion 
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• 
in aviation witnessed the development of many unconventional 

aircraft and weapons. And after the war into the 1950s, many 

people thought the UFOs seen in Europe and North America might 

be aircraft flown by the Soviet Union and designed by German 

scientists captured during the war. 

An earlier era in which mysterious ' aeroplanes and 

airships ' were seen in the skies of the United States , Canada, 

England, and Denmark began in 18~6. The pioneering days of 

aviation also aroused suspicions of secretive inventors and 

military aviators invading their neighbours. Among these 

incidents, Charles Fort twice wrote of ''three aeroplanes" 

crossing the St. Lawrence River from the United States into 

Canada on the night of February 14th, 1915 . This phantom 

invasion was undoubtedly the most publicized of a series of 

mysterious aeroplanes and airships seen over Canada during 

the First World war . 

This Canadian episode of early UFOs can be best understood 

by reviewing the circumstances under which Canada entered the 

Great War, the newspaper reports of these incidents, the files 

of the military and police agencies, and the explanations 

as to what the 'aeroplanes and airships' could be and were. The 

newspapers of the Niagara Peninsula have been extensively 

researched by Dwight Whalen, and several files of intelligence 

reports have been obtained from the Department of National 
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Defence and the Royal Canad i a n Mounted Pol ice in Ottawa, 

When Great Britain joined into the First World War, 

her Empire followed. Though the Canadian government could 

determine her contribution to the Allied cause, the nation's 

foreign policies were decided upon by the powers in London. 

Canada provided men, arms, suppl ies, and training facilities 

in the war effort1 but, the general enthusiasm in supporting 

the Empire was accompanied by suspicions of foreign spies 

and fears of an invasion from the neutral United States . 

Canada was not a military nation and was ill-prepared 

to defend herself if attacked. The onset of war came when 

the Permanent For.ce of the Canadian Army was less than 

10,000 men , when its new Navy (formed in 1910) consisted 

of t wo Royal Navy cruisers (the Niobe based in Halifax and 

the Rainbow based in Esquimalt near Victoria) , and when 

no air service existed. An effective Militia force had been 

established with 57,000 men trained in drill and rifle 

practice in 1913: but , the first overseas cont,ingent of 

troops consisted of men mustered in the first rush of 

recruiting. 

A major concern of the government was the loyalty of 

more than a half million of its population claiming German 

and Austro-Hungarian origins out of a total popul ati on of

about seven million. The Royal North-West Mounted Police 

hired up to 25 secret aqants with funds provided by the 

Dominion Police . At the start of the war, the Dominion Police 

had only 60 men in its force alonq with additional detectives 

workinq at the military bases in Halifax and Bsquimalt . While 

the Dominion Police were charged with guardinq against threats 

to the government, most of its men were involved in guarding 

government buildings and property. And by 1919, this !orce 

only grew to 140 men of all ra.nks. 

While military intelligence was largely handled by the 

Admiralty's Naval Intelligence Department (in London), foreign 

intelligence by M.I.6, and counterintelligence by M.I . S, the 

responsibility for counterintelligence in Canada fell upon 

Sir Arthur Percy Sherwood. He had been appointed the 

Superintendent of the Dominion Police in 1882 after serving 

a s the Chief of Police in Ottawa . He was appointed Commissioner 

in 1885 and Chief Commissioner of Police in Canada in 1913. 

Although he had the Militia rank of Colonel, Sherwood reported 

directly to the Minister of Justice , the Prime Minister, and 

the Governor-General . When reports of spies were received, the 

information was passed on to Sherwood. The "Secret Service" 

of the Dominion Police was only a small part of the enti re 

establishment with Inspector James Parkinson as its head . Yet, 

Sherwood held command and directed its investigations into any 

threats to Canada .

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Mysterious Aeroplanes/X 

Before the First World War, the fears of an aerial 

attack had already been witnessed outside of Canada. 

During the Anglo-Boer War, in 1899, the Boer government 

instructed its telegraph stations to send in any reports of 

the rumoured secret airship the British might be using. Nearly 

every station responded with a multitude of sightings. From 

Vryheid, the following was sent: "Airship with powerful light 

plainly visible from here in far off distance towards Dundee. 

Telegraphist at Paulpietersburg also spied one, and at 

Amsterdam three in the direction of Zambaansland to the 

south-east." Orders were quickly issued to stop wasting 

ammunition upon stellar targets, and no such British airship 

had ever been sent aloft. 

In its rush to doom at Tsu-Shima, the Czar ' s Imperial 

Navy twice encountered "reconnaissance balloons" during the 

Russo-Japanese War . In October of 1904, shortly before the 

Dogger Bank Incident, the ironclad Navarin signalled its 

lookouts had spotted "two silvery shapes high in the sky 

moving slowly from south-west to northeast" while steaming 

through from the Baltic to North Sea in the Skaw. Ag·ain, 

in March of 1905, while Admiral Rozhestvensky's fleet was 

anchored at Nossi-be on Madagascar, more "balloons" were 

seen by nervous crews. Neither Japanese agents nor any 

balloons were used to spy on the fleet in these locations. 
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Canad.a also had prior experience with a strange light 

in January of 1865 . Fearing the prospect of a Fenian attack 

across the United States border, Premier John A. Macdonald 

of the United Province of Canada appointed Gilbert McMioken 

as the director of the Western Frontier Constabulary in 1864. 

Secret agents were recruited to keep watch for Irish and 

Ameri can revolutionary spies from Toronto to Sarnia. 

On successive nights in January to the south of Windsor 

at Amherstburg, "No.4 Frontier Police" (William Black) reportedr 

"a bright light appeared at an angle of fifteen degrees above 

the horizon • •• stationary about five minutes and descended in 

fifteen." Using a telescope, a "lantern attached to a kite" 

was observed1 and, Colonel w. Osborne Smith , who was in 

command of the Militia at Amherstburg, believed it was a 

Fenian signal. The incident brought McMicken and two other 

Militia officers to i nvestigate, but their conclusion was 

that the object was a star "happening to rise above and dip 

below the horizon for a few evenings". However one wishes to 

consider this rogue star , it had been seen by McMicken, who 

became the first Commissioner of the Dominion Police in 1868, 

and by Smith, who became the first Commissioner o1 the 

North-West Mounted Police in 1873. 

A similar incident occurred on August 30th, 1914 , at 

Niagara Falls . A militiaman quarding a military prison 
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claimed to have heard the whirring noise of an aeroplane 

shortly before dawn. Rumour spread through the city that a 

German flying machine might try to drop a bomb, and Lt. Saunders 

issued an order to fire upon any aircraft sighted. On the 

same night, a merchant in St . Catherine& claimed to have seen 

an airship passing over the east end of the city. The Canadian 

government soon advised the United States that it was forbidding 

any flights by Americans over Dominion territory. 

From Septe.mber 8th to the 11th, sol diers guarding the 

Walland Canal had seen an airship flying so low theY. "could 

plainly discern the framework" . The mystery invader carried 

red lights on its nocturnal visits and dropped a rocket 

"large enough to wreck a house". The Walland Canal was a 

sensitive link for shipping between Lake Erie and Lake 

Ontario1 and, on April 21st, 1900, it had been dynamited by 

t hree Irishmen who were suspected members of a Fenian terrorist 

campaign. More citizens of St . Catherines claimed to see 

clouds which looked like "biplanes", and fear spread that 

the mysterious German aviators would again try to attack Canada. 

On September 16th , the canadian Aviation Corps was formed , 

but its budget of $5,000 was sufficient only to purchase one 

Burgess-Dunne tailless sweptwing biplane. The craft was shipped 

to Lake Champlain where E. L. Janney , commander of the Corps was 

to take possession. On Sept ember 21st, the American pilot 
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Clifford Webster gave Janney his first flying lesson while 

transporting the biplane up the Riohelieu River to Sorel. 

Unfortunately, when the aviators landed in search of 

gasoline, they were arrested by Canadian customs officers 

as suspected German spies. Not until orders were received 

from Ottawa were they released. The Burgess-Dunne continued 

on to Quebec City where it was shipped to England, but its 

use was confined to training pilots on the Salisbury Plain. 

The Minister of Militia and Defence was sent a letter 

in October from J. McK. Hunt of Slate River, Ontario, 

stating : "Aeroplanes are undoubtedly hovering almost 

nightly in the vicinity." Hunt was concerned that a German 

settlement in Minnesota might be used by the unknown aviators 

to launch a bombing raid upon the grain elevators of the 

Twin Cities of Fort William and Port Arthur, now known 

as •rhunder Bay. While no action appears to have been taken 

to investigate the report, the information was brought lo 

the attention of the Minister, the Chief of the General Staff, 

the Military Secretary of the Militia Council, and to Sherwood 

of the Dominion Police. 

From Franklin Centre , Quebec, William J. Moe wrote to 

to the Hon. J.D . Hazen, Acting Minister of Militia, to advise 

him that i n the two weeks before November 5th he had seen 

"two airships going north" at night. He expressed his concern 
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they might be "connected with the German Secret Service", 

but he was assured by Hazen that they were probably aviators 

who had strayed over the border with no menace intended. 

In the Fall of 1914, the fear of aeroplanes and airships 

prompted a brief panick one day in Ottawa . Some people 

visiting Pa.rliament Hill thought they saw an airship with 

a bright light, but others were able to see it was no more 

than a bright star or planet. 

In late January of 1915, from the 27th through the 29th, 

and again on February 4th, "an aeroplane, carrying a green 

and red light, and flying 1Qw" was heard along the Niagara 

River between 11 P. M. and 1 A.M. A sentry at the Armouries 

said he heard the hum of its engine and 11oticed "a grey 

shadow creeping across the sky" . An officer inside was 

notified immediately but was unable to see anything above. 

Soldiers guarding the power plants also reported the same 

aircraft and heard its engines . On the 4th, Superintendent 

Alex Collins of the city waterworks saw a distant aeroplane 

without any lights around 10:30 P.M. flying over Victoria 

Park. These 'aeroplane' reports were being taken seriously, 

and police were asked on both sides of the border to help 

locate who owned this aeroplane and where it was coming from . 

Next, the headlines across the Dominion carried the news 
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of the incident at Brookville, Ontario, on the night of 

February 14th, 1915. In bold letters, the Toronto Globe 

announced: "Ottawa In Darkness Awaits Aeroplane Raid", 

"Several Aeroplanes Make a Raid into the Dominion of Canada" , 

"Entire City of Ottawa in Darkness, Fearing Bomb-Droppers", 

"Machines Crossed St. Lawrence River, Passing Over Brookville­

Two Over Ganonoque-seen by Many Citizens, Heading for the 

Capital-one Was Equipped with Powerful Searchlights-

Fire Balls Dropped" . Terror had invaded the skies of Canada. 

About 9:15 P.M. on the 14th of February, lights were 

seen crossing the St. Lawrence River from the American side . 

As they approached the city of Brookville, the "unmistakable 

sounds of the whirring motor" could be heard. Three balls of 

fire descended to the river , but witnesses were unsure if 

these were incendiary bombs or flares dropped to help 

navigate through the darkness. Passing over the city, people 

were alarmed as an intense light illuminated an entire block. 

Mayor Donaldson was among those claiming to have been 

caught in the glare of the aeroplane ' s most powerful 

searchlight . Altogether three aeroplanes were said to pass 

over the city and appeared headed in the direction of Ottawa. 

Police Chief Burke first asked Mayor Donaldson for any 

orders and then telephoned the Mayor of Ottawa and the 

Commissioner of the Dominion Police, Sherwood. About 9:30P.M., 

10 
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the Mayor of Ganonoque called Burke to report two unseen 

aeroplanes had been heard passing over his town. Mayor 

Donaldson telephoned Sir Robert Borden, the Prime Minister 

of Canada, warning that the aeroplanes were on their way 

towards Ottawa. Borden notified the Chief of the General 

Staff of the Militia and suggested that Sherwood be 

notified, not knowing Burke had already done this. 

Sherwood feared the lights of the Parliament Buildings 

would shine like a beacon and ordered them extinguished. In the 

first blaok-out of any Canadian city, at lltlS P. M., the lights 

of Parliament Hill went out along with those of the Royal Mint 

and Rideau Hall, the Governor-General's residence. Five minutes 

later the city lights of Ottawa were switched off, and an 

eerie darkness enveloped the capital where life continued 

behind drawn blinds and curtains. Soldiers being readied to 

be sent overseas were sent to the rooftops with orders to 

shoot down any aeroplanes that came into sight , but none came. 

While the morning newspapers raised the alarm of invasion, 

Constable Storey of the Brookville Police Department found the 

remains of a paper balloon near the Eastern Hospital. Soon 

afterwards, a second balloon was found to the east of the city. 

News spread quickly that the 'scaeroplanes ' had been nothing 

more than hot air balloons armed with firecrackers and flares 

sent aloft by American pranksters . The hoax allowed the 
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afternoon newspapers to jeer the morning newspapers. 

In Parliament, Sir Wilfred Laurier, the Leader of the 

Opposition, asked Borden as to what action the government 

had taken in response to the proclaimed invasion of 'aeroplanes'. 

Officials were reluctant to admit they had been fooled with 

toy balloons . The Dominion Observatory claimed the wind was 

blowing i n the wrong direction for the balloons to have been 

travelling towards Ottawa. Riflemen were summoned to spend 

a second night on the rooftops, and the capital spent a 

second night in darkness, just in case . 

As an early pioneer in Canadian aviation, J.A.D. McCurdy 

had been the first British subject to fly an aeroplane over the 

British Empire piloting the Silver Dart in 1909. He told the 

press: "It is a comparatively easy matter for a person to be 

deceived as to the sounds of the engines . Railway engines in 

blowing off steam make a purring sound which is almost 

identical with the noise made by an aeroplane." When asked 

as to the possibility of a night-time aerial raid, he replied, 

"It is possible, but it is not a t all probable . " 

Government officials were careful not to publicize the 

previous aerial attacks which had taken place in Britain only 

a month before. On the night of January 19th, the German 

zeppelins LZ.J, LZ.4, and LZ . 6 lifted off from Fuhlsbuttel 

12 
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and Nordholz, but the LZ.6 had to turn back while over the 

North Sea due to engine trouble . The LZ.3 and LZ . 4 succeeded 

in bombing the Norfolk countryside attacking Yarmouth, 

King ' s Lyon, and Snettisham, killing four civilians. At the 

start of the war, both Antwerp and the fortresses of Liege 

were bombed by zeppelins. Aeroplanes from Germany had flown 

to the British shores dropping a bomb at Dover on December 24th, 

1914, and making only an appearance at Sheerness on December 25th. 

Yet, the description of the zeppelins first seen by witnesses 

in Norfolk was of "two bright stars moving along some thirty 

yards apart". 

Brookville and Ganonoque were not the only l ocations 

visited that night. In the early morning of the 15th, residents 

of Richmond Hill, Ontario, notified police of a strange 

aeroplane hovering over their homes. And, about 4130 A.M., 

a resident in Guelph, Ontario, awoke the household to watch 

"thr ee moving lights passing over the agricultural college". 

On the evening of the 15th, people returning from the curling 

rink at Morden, Manitoba, heard a noi se which drew their 

attention to a bright light movi ng at great speed in a 

northwestern direction. The light, they said, was undoubtedly 

an "aeroplane". 

Shortly after 8 A.M. on February 19th, thousands of 

people on their way to work in Buffalo were e.xcited to see 
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an aeroplane flying towards the Canadian border at an 
' 

altitude between 2,500 and 3, 000 feet. The aircraft 

approached from Lake Erie, passed 0111er Buffalo, but veered 

away before crossing to Fort Erie on the Canadian shore . 

The seriousness of ' aeroplanes' invading Canadian 

territory is illustrated by the concern officials gave to 

a report from a farmer by the name of Cognac who thought he 

heard an aeroplane near Sabrevois, Quebec , on March 27th . 

Cognac thought of other aeroplanes rumoured and reported , 

but he did not mention the incident until prompted for 

any news by one of the storekeepers in town. The story was 

repeated to Ma jor Hector Bissonette and communicated onto 

the Military Secretary in Ottawa . Operatives of the Thiel 

Detective Service , which assisted the Secret Service of the 

Dominion Police, were sent to Sabrevois to investigate the 

reports. The Assistant General Manager of the Montreal office, 

F.G. Robinson , reported that Major Bissonette was "an 

extremely nervous individual and apparen tly easily alarmed" 

who feared of German spies and secret bases of arms being 

placed along the Quebec border. On the other hand, Cognac 

was found to be "fairly intelligent" and regretted having 

started any trouble with his story of an 'aeroplane'. Most 

revealing was the postscript from Robinson: "Arrangements 

were made to prevent any newspaper publicity in connection 

with this rumour, and also to pr event any despatches being 
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sent to outside newspapers -- this in order to avoid the 

unnecessary publicity which was given the recent aeroplane 

scare which occurred at Ottawa." 

More toy balloons were sent aloft in Niagara Falls 

on the night of May 12th. Some people thought of hostile 

aeroplanes, but some young boys identified the person who 

had sent them up. 

The officer commanding the 21st Regiment of the First 

Division in Windsor reported an "alien aeroplane" hovering 

in the vicinity early in the morning of July 2nd . A telegram 

was sent to the Military Secretary advising him of the 

sighting with a request that an "armoured aeroplane" be 

sent from Toronto to Windsor. No action appears to have 

been taken. 

A considerable amount of correspondence began in July 

of 1915 between various sections of the Department of Militia 

and Defence regarding the M.ontreal Flying School. The operators 

of the School claimed to have investigated rumours of 

aeroplanes flying in the area and concluded "at least two 

aeroplanes• were being flown "under the control of experts" . 

A secret base in the Laurentian Mountains was suggested along 

with a warning of the danger they posed to the "Vickers Works 

and the various Powder Plants at Beloeil, Vaudreuil, Dragon, 
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and Brownsburg". The request for aid in obtaining a new 

biplane to trace these aviators "to their lair" was questioned . 

And, further i .nquiries by the military concluded the rumours 

had been started by the Montreal Flying School which was 

lacking in equipment. Over the next two years in Quebec, only 

one report of an aeroplane came from the officer commanding 

the 5th Division on July 20th, 1915, who said it had passed 

over Quebec City between 10:55 and 11:05 P. M. 

Between October lOth , 1915, and February 6th , 1916, 

several aeroplanes and airships were reported flying over 

the Niagara Peninsula. The Welland Canal was visited on the 

nights of October lOth and 19th by an aeroplane whose engines 

were easily heard . Niagara Falls was considerably alarmed by 

speculation as to whether aeroplanes on the night of 

December 21st and the morning of the 23rd were from the 

Curtiss factory in Buffalo on their way to Toronto, were 

flown by a German spy, or were part of a plot to dynamite 

the Walland Canalt but, the military authorities kept si1ent 

when questioned for information . An extraordinary "monoplane" 

was seen over Stamford on January 13th with 27 red and white 

lights on its sides and a "headlight of great power". Two 

aeroplanes were seen on the nights of the 3rd and 6th of 

February over Grantham Township and St . Catherines. The 

St. Catherines Standard of February 9th, 1916, stated in a 

dispatch from Ottawa: "Col. Sherwood, chief of the Dominion 
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Police, has investigated the report that three aeroplanes 

were sighted in the vicinity of Ottawa and St. Catherines , 

but haa heard no more of them . " 

Sherwood was not amused by the number of reports he was 

receiving of mysterious aeroplanes. In April of 1916, J. McK . 

Hunt o~ Slate River again complained of more aeroplanes and 

suggested a "Secret Service man" be sent to investigate. The 

Collec~or of Customs in Chatham, New Brunswick, stated that 

t wo reliable men had seen aerGplanes passing over the 

outskirts of the city on May 4th. One lady in Hilton, Ontario, 

(near Brighton), wrote to say she had seen 5 or 6 aeroplanes, 

including one on the 7th of May which was in view a full 

20 minutes before heading for Peterborough. To Capt. F . E. Davis, 

Assistant Director of Military Intelligence, Sherwood wrote of 

the aightings at ~Uton: "I am not disposed to treat (them) 

seriously.'' And, to Major-General W. Gwatkin, Chief of the 

General Staff, Sherwood wrote: "I cannot conceive what 

advantage it 'l<{ould be to reconnoiter around Chatham. I rather 

think it is the same as 19 reports out of 20 that we have had 

of the same character, nothing to them." 

In August of 1916, residents of Niagara Falls again saw 

an aeroplane circling above the Fails. fiowever 1 ita American 

pilot was identified as Lt. w.s. Steele along with aviator 

Oliver Ashton who accompanied him in a training flight from 
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Buffalo. Although Steel~ was flying aeroplanes close to the 

Falls, another airman was flying aeroplanes along the 

direction of the Grand Trunk Railroad past Niagara Falls, 

St. Catherines, and Stamford . Victor Carlstrom of the 

Curtiss f actory in Bu'ffalo was busy shuttling aeroplanes to 

Toronto, and in September he e stablished a record flight 

from Toronto to Camp Borden, near Barrie, a t a speed of 

99 miles per hour. It may be that the mysterious aeroplanes 

seen in late 1915 and early 1916 had been secret shipments 

of aircraft from the American factory to Toronto. These may 

have also been responsible for the aeroplane seen by a patrol 

at the Walland Canal on the night of January 13th, 1917, 

which disappeared in the direction of Buffalo and another 

sighting at Niagara Falls on August 12th, 1917. 

Provincial authoriti e s in British Columbia had hoped 

to lure the curtiss company westwards to establish a 

manufacturing works there, as the province was thought to be 

an ideal center for a network of air routes across the 

islands and to the inland centers. And, 30 years before 

Kenneth Arnold's "flying saucers" were seen i n neighbouring 

Washington state, the residents of British Columbia were 

also reporting "mysterious aeroplanes". · 

On Janua.ry 16th, 1917, at 11:45 A. M. , F . Ashley Sparkes, 

the Headmaster of the Victoria Preparatory School, heard a boy 
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by the name of Hemming <~all out, "Look at the aeroplane." 

Sparkes said the biplane was clearly visible, about half a mile 

to a mile away, and circled over Oak Bay for 5 minutes before 

heading off towards the American coast. Hemming was certain 

of its being an aeroplane having seen them before in England. 

At the same time, another resident of Oak Bay corroborated 

their description of the aeroplane and its movements. The 

District Intelligence Officer failed to find any further 

sightings or any leads which could account for the aircraft. 

Superintendent Colin S. Campbell of the B.C. Provincial Police 

was more certain of its origins, and telegraphed Sherwood: 

"On instruction from Attorney General, I beg to report that 

a biplane was seen circling over Oak Bay, Victoria, at noon 

on sixteenth instant. Came from direction of San Juan Island 

and disappeared going south. No air craft in British Columbia 

connected with this flight; there are at least five machines 

in Seattle, Wash., capable of making this flight . • A protest 

was made to the United States government by the British 

Ambassador in Washington of more aerial trespassing. 

A week later, a woman in Victoria claimed not only to 

see two aeroplanes between 1 and 2 A.M. but heard their 

pilots talking to each other in a foreign language. This 

claim was passed onto Sherwood without comment , but 

Captain Tweedale, the District Intelligence Officer, found it 

"so absurd and impossible that no credence can be placed in it".

This peculiar report is somewhat similar to another cited by 

Charles Fort in Lol While walking near the Caerphilly 

Mountains in Wales, on the evening of May 18th, 1909, a man 

by the name of Lithbridge claimed to see a large tube-shaped 

construction in which were two men dressed in fur coats. When 

these men spotted him, they spoke excitedly in a foreign 

language and sailed away in this strange flying machine. Yet, 

to hear human voices over the roar of an aeroplane engine or 

to converse between aeroplanes would be a task most difficult 

to believe . 

Although he had seen nothing, the lighthouse- keeper on 

Discovery Island heard an aeroplane engine passing over his 

house on the night of February 5th-.6th, 1917. The direction 

of its flight appeared southward. And by now, Tweedale had 

discovered "some 20 (flying) machines of various kinds are 

registered in Seattle" . 

On February 11th, a mysterious aeroplane paid another 

visit to Vancouver Island and convinced Tweedale that some 

mischief was afoot. At 7 P.M., a resident by the name of 

Jones reported to Provincial Police that he had seen an 

aircraft with lights flying over the water off Qualicum Beach 

descending from a considerable height. At 8 P.M., the driver 

of a motor st.age . P.O . Reid, and several of his passengers 

"distinctly saw a flying machine of some sort crossing the 
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road in front of their car" . They stopped and got out to 

watch and listen for its engines. The aeroplane was about 

a quarter of a mile away and 400 to 500 feet above. It sped 

over the Metchosin Road at a speed of 60 to 70 miles an hour 

and displayed "lights of some kind". It moved eastward 

across Happy Valley Road in the direction of Esquimalt. 

At 8:30P. M., one of the guards at the Esquimalt Navy Yards 

saw "some kind of aircraft having lights aboard". The aeroplane 

circled over the harbour and then turned southward making 

for the American coast and the Olympic Range to the west 

of Puget Sound . 

According to Tweedale, " ••. it would be easy to take 

aeroplane parts and explosives into some secluded spot in the 

(Olympic) mountains, after landing them in some port on the 

West Coast as mining machinery and put them togethe1· in some 

secluded spot, and when this was done and they have a sufficient 

quantity of explosives ready, to fly over our harbour and 

destroy the ships therein, besides the powder works on James 

Island, chemical works in Victori a, Parliament Buildings , etc . 

As we have no means of defending ourselves should this be 

carried out, these German agents who are certainly informed 

of this fact would be taking l ittle risk . •.. The only other 

theory is, that these strange machines come from ~eattle in 

the pay of German agents unknown to the United States 

Authorities. "

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As far-fetched as t;his line of conjecture may appear to 

us today, about 20 years earlier, the United States government 

had the same fears regarding the activities of the Spanish 

Consulate in British Col umbia during the Spanish-American War. 

One Spaniard completely unnerved American agents by openly 

asking Canadians about hiring ships and by sending coded 

telegrams to Madrid. The American officials in Victoria 

thought that a fleet of these ships would begin to raid ports 

along the Pacific Coast, and the cryptologists in Washington 

spent frustrating weeks trying to decipher the intercepted 

cables without success . 

In 1917, the British Ambassador in Washington again 

protested to the State Department of the invasion of 

Canadian territory by unidentified aviators from the United 

States. The reply he received referred only to the reports 

of aeroplanes in the area around Buffalo and completely 

ignored the situation developing on the West coast. 

Sherwood was aware of these events but seems not to 

have given them much serious attention. A further report of 

an aeroplane heard by the guard at Esquimalt on March 5th was 

investigated by the Dominion Police sergeant at the Esquimalt 

Dock Yard . "The guard at Esquimalt, upon whose report the 

information was based, admitted the following day that 

he had seen nothing . " Rumour s of aeroplanes in the area 
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abounded, and the use of 'intoxicants ' by the Naval Volunteer 

guards was suspected. While this guard was visiting a constable 

at the jetty, they heard something flying overhead. The call 

of geese was heard, and the guard cracked, "There goes the 

air craft." Thus, Sherwood concluded! " •• • all of them may be 

put down to a wild goose story . " 

On the 24th of December , 1917 , a private living at 

St. Felicite, Quebec, wrote to ottawa to mention that 

something that looked like a zeppe l in was seen the previous 

night at 8:30 P.M. travelling in the direction of Whale Cape 

at 1S to 20 miles an hour. The letter arrived in Ottawa on 

the 27th along with a telegram from the telegraph operator 

at Newport Point, Quebec . "Strange lights in the air these 

three nights looks very much like an aeroplane. Please let 

me know what to do," was the message sent on the night of 

the 26th. Some object appears to have been flying over the 

St. Lawrence River; and, though investigations were to be made, 

its identity remains undiscovered. 

The many fears and suspicions Canadians felt regarding 

the neutrality of the United States were allayed by the 

declaration of war against Germany on April 6th, 1917. With 

the exception of the Quebec sightings in December of 1917, 

the last known reports of mysterious aeroplanes were those 

recorded i n March of 1917 . The prospect of German spies 
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flying aeroplanes from bases in a hostile United States began 

to appear highly unlikely. Though strange aircraft may have 

continued to be seen, they no longer attracted any serious 

attention from the Canadian authorities . 

Although Canada was quite distant from the European 

theater of war, the German Secret Service was actively seeking 

to cripple the country ' s ability to wage war. The German 

Foreign Minister Arthur Zimmerman sent a cipher telegram to 

the German Ambassador in Washington, Count Johann von Bernstorff, 

on January 3rd, 1915, instructing: "Secret: Reference my 357. 

General Staff anxious vigorous measures should be taken to 

destroy Canadian Pacific for purpose causing lengthy 

interruptions of traffic . Acquaint military attache with above 

and furnish sums required for enterprise." The Military Attache 

was Captain Franz von Papen, who later distinguished himself by 

becoming Chancellor of Germany in 1932 and Vice-Chancellor under 

Hitler in 1933. The attempt to disrupt Canada's railways 

surfaced when Deputy German Consul Wilhelm von Brincken in 

san Francisco tried to recruit a Dutch-canadian R.J. van 

~oolbergen to dynamite the Selkirk tunnel near Revelstoke , 

British Columbia. However, van Koolbergen advised the British 

Consul, A. carnegie Ross, of the soheme1 and, Ross advised the 

Canadian authorities. Sherwood was the principle force in 

laying a trap by having a false newspaper story published of 

a railway tunnel explosion , and the agent he dispatched to 
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San Francisco to assist u.s. officials in the arrest of 

von Brincken for attempted sabotage was Capt. Tweedale. 

Throughout the First world war, Canada was only twice 

attacked by agents of the German Secret Service. An earlier 

dynamiting of a railway bridge on the border near Vanceboro, 

Maine, on New Year's Day, 1915, produced only superficial 

damage. And, the only successful attack was the destruction 

of an overalls factory making uniforms in Walkerville, Ontario, 

on June 22nd, 1915. The combined efforts of Sherwood in Canada 

and Sir William Wiseman, the chief agent of the British Secret 

Service in the United States, managed to foil a multitude of 

schemes to invade or cripple Canada by German agents . 

Fortunately, no attempt to launch an aerial attack, s uch as 

suggested by Capt. Tweedale, seems ever to have been begun. 

The Canadian episode during the First World War cannot 

be entirely dismissed as a matter of war hysteria or 

'soaeroplanes' . While no such aircraft were involved in the 

Anglo-Boer War or the Russo-Japanese War, Canadians were 

prompted to report real aircraft, such as the Burgess-Dunne 

and the secret shipments of aircraft from Buffalo to Toronto . 

Some c ivilian witnesses appear to have been v ictims of war 

paranoia, but many of the sightings came from responsible 

members of the military and civilian authorities. Without 

knowing the capabilities of existing aircraft, the belief 
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that strange lights and ,sounds in the skies might be 

aeroplanes flown by German spies and saboteurs seemed a 

logical explanation at that time. The threat of an aerial 

attack was given serious consideration by the Prime Minister, 

the Acting Minister of Militia, the Chief of the General Staff, 

the Military Secretary of the Militia Council, and the 

Commissioner of the Dominion Police. Sherwood may have given 

little credence to reports following the incident at 

Brookville, but as the head of Canadian co~nterintelligence, 

he was the person to whom all 'aeroplane' reports were 

forwarded, rather than to the Militia. Thus, because of the 

popular belief as to the origins of the 'mysterious aeroplanes•, 

the bulk of the sightings and reports were accumulated in 

the files of the Secret Service of the Dominion Police . 

In 1920 , the Dominion Police were absorbed into a newly­

created federal force, the Royal Canadian Mounted Police1 and, 

the counterintelligence operations of the Secret Service were 

taken over by the Security and Intelligence Branch, later 

known as the 'Security Service '. Bits of meta1 and rubber 

found at the sites of forest fires in the Yukon and British 

Columbia i n 1959 reminded the Security and Intelligence Branch 

of the incendiary balloons launched by Japan in the last year 

of the Second World war. In a file entitledt "Military and 

Other Devices of Unknown Origin , Canada- General", Security 

and Intelligence once again revived suspicions of foreign 

'16 
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sabotage in Canada from , the skies . However, the character of 

the file was changed into one dealing with UFOs by two 

subsequent cases. Intelligence agencies in the United States 

and Canada received letters from Davenport, Iowa, in 1960, 

claiming that a spacecraft had crashed in the Fraser Valley 

of British Columbia. This hoax was extremely crude, but it 

apparently warranted a disclaimer by the Chilliwack Sub- Division 

of the R. C. M. P. More serious attention was g i ven to the 

observed crash of a strange object into Clan Lake, Northwest 

Territories, on June 22nd, 1965. Whether the object was a 

meteorite, satellite, or flying saucer, the unsuccessful 

effort to recover it from the crash site was directed by 

W. H. Kelly, Di rect or of Security and Intelligence for the 

R. C.M. P., and by Group Captain L. C. Dilworth, Director of 

Air Intelligence for the Royal Canadian Air Force. After 

this report, the file took in those UFO reports sent to 

R.C.M.P. Headquarters and took on the new title: "Unidentified 

Flying Objects, Sightings of". Therefore, it can be said 

that Canada's counterintelligence agencies have expressed 

an i nterest in UPOs for a century from 1865 to 1965, although 

the period of greatest interest was during the First World War. 

The historical importance of the mysterious aeroplanes 

and airships of years past comes in recognizing the phenomena 

of UFOs as the perception of unusual occurrences which can have 

a real existence and the dominance of interpretations on those 
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perceptions. From before the First World War until several 
I 

years following the Second World War, the belief that the 

observed phenomena might be hostile aircraft flown by foreign 

powers was the dominant inte.rpretation. It was felt no other 

explanation could account for the origins or activities of 

strange lights and noises in the skies. In wartime , this 

belief surfaced in Canada as a serious concern demanding the 

attent ion of its counterintelligence agency, the secret Service 

of the Dominion Police. And, apart from hoaxes and sightings 

involving known aircraft, the Canadian episode distinguishes 

itse~f from others of the same period by the knowledge that 

no such hostile a i rcraft existed and in the availabil ity of 

intelligence files which reveal nume rous sightings and the 

concerns of the responsible government officials. 

The era of UFOs as 'mysterious aeroplanes and airships' 

has come to an end. The biplanes and zeppelins of yesteryear 

have vanished only to be replaced by jumbo jets and space 

shuttles . Strange lights and sounds are s t ill reported as 

UFOs, but now they appear in the form of 'flying saucers' 

and alien visitors from another world. 'l'he dominance of the 

extra-terrestial hypothesis in shaping the popular perception 

of UFOs has created a new era . Yet, as mankind reaches out to 

his neighbouring planets only to find them lacking of any 

sign of intelligent civilization, a re-evaluation of the 

hypothesis will be demanded seeking visitors from interstellar 
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rather than interplabet~ry space. The reasoning which only 

~inds 'alien aircraft ' as ~he r'maining solution when all 

other explanations of UFOs fail is. faulty deduction. The 

skeptics who reject most UFOs as illusion and misinterpreted 

observations of ordinary phenomena fare no better by trusting 

in generalities . Researchers into the UFO phenomena would 

benefit by examining the u.nexplained sightings offering the 

beat descriptions and the most substantive evidence available 

and then comparing them with the expl anations of identified 

UFOs. Strange phenomena, such as 'angel hair ' , which have 

been aaeociated with 'flying saucers' might be found to be 

nothing mor e than an exotic phenomenon, such as ball-lightning, 

but their occurrence need not imply the existence of alien 

c raft. If the study of UFOs is to rise above the realm of 

pseudo- science and a new era is to begin, the gathering and 

e~amination of UFO sightings must concentrate on the observed 

phenomena and not depend upon any single explanation when 

the answer remains unknown.

I wish to t hank you for your letter of June 27th , replying to 
my lengthy inquiry of May )Oth , which was received this morning . 
As my inquiry into UFOs and my signature are not the Force • s 
nor mal far e, I would not doubt that it may have elicited some 
strong scepticism and probably some chuckles ; however , my study 
is most ser ious , otherwise I would be more than satisfied with 
t he many files available at the National Re search Council . 

As an illustration of my needs , (as perceived by me) , I have 
since l ast writing ( in May ) discovered , located , and examined 
previously oonfiden t i al files on Project Magnet he ld by the 
Department of Communications . My examination revealed ei ghteen 
UFO reports which had never been transferred to the National 
Research Counc i l , including one as recent as 1972 . Altho I have 
not indexed t he Pro ject Second Storey f iles , (released i n March 
of 1978 by the D. N. D. ) , a t least eighty-nine UFO r epor ts were 
found ther e which had never been transfer red to the National 
Research Council ; and , with regard t o those files , I was the 
individual responsible for drawing attention t o their existence 
·~o the r~eteor Centre so that t hey might obtain a copy for their 
f i l es . Of ten it is a lack of clear communication between 
government depart ments and a lack of departmental r esponsib ility 
being designated to a single agency that has s cattered UFO 
r epor ts into the archives of several mtnietries . Yet , each 
l1FO r epor·t is of impor tance , for the number of UFO reports ls 
not as large as some enthusiasts would hol d. For example , of 
the eighteen reports I noted in Pro j ect Magnet file no , 5010-4 
one dealt with a visual ly conf irmed radar contact , and these 
seldom occur more than t wo or three t imes each year , These new 
repor ts may repr esent only one per cent of those in government 
f iles , but that one case may represent three per cent of r adar­
visual cases in the whole of Canada . I know the Force has more 
fi l es , and a ccess to any of them would a dd to my study ,

I can also well appreciate tne position of the Force with 
regard to UFO reports received from' both members of the 
Force and the general public . I have been advi sed that my 
inquiries could in all probability come to naught in obtaining 
access to R.C.M .P. files pertaining to Project Second Storey. 
However , I fear the Force has had to adapt itself without 
benefit of clear responsibility to the receipt of UFO reports 
and has received little support from other agencies in clearing 
the identity of UFOS or passing their investigation over to 
others with the knowledge and resources to deal with their 
analysis . No government agency appears to have ever been given 
r esponsibility to investigate the phenomena of UFOs other than 
in the collection of reports, No analysis of the data collected 
outside of twenty-five reports in Project Magnet ever appears 
to have been attempted nor sought . I'd hope with my study to 
establish some analysis which wil~ allow for a due assessment 
of what is being reported , by whom , to whom, where, and under 
what circumstances . As you'll not see any results of this effort 
until I begin compiling my computer data-bank , I'd ask your 
patience before I can supply you with examples of these 
ambitious undertakings . With them in hand, you can better 
assess their value and determine if the Force would find it 
in their interest to assist me , 

I shall soon be consulting with other UFO researchers in 
Washington , D. C. , in early August on establishing a reporting 
form for UFO sightings which would enhance data which might 
otherwise go unnoticed and unmentioned in UFO reports now 
going to the National Research Council . By the end of August , 
I hope to be aQle to previde you with a draft copy of a new 
comprehensive sightin~ form , (as mentioned in question 4 of 
my letter of May JOth) , and with a rough breakdown of UFO 
repo~ts received over the past year in Canada. 

Lastly , with regards to my i dentity and credentials, I would 
point out that my true and legal name is "X" and enjoy its 
recognition as such by Canada, the United Kingdom , and the 
United States of America , Its adoption was one of precedent 
foi• patent and copyright purposes, but, for more mundane 

i 
matters , I still use my former Christian name as circumstances 
dictate . For your convenience , I ' m enclosing a photocopy of a 

~ certified copy of the court order changing my name1 and, I am 
quite willing to provide :fUrther identification if' so required , 
As to what "credentials" you may require of me , I would ask 
for some clarification. After you've had an opportunity to 
examine the draft of a new sighting form and an example of 
one year's analysis of UFO activity, we might arrange to discuss 
my study and possible co-operation with the Force in September.

\ay th o lc.ast. When the now rCSilUiotolblo study or meteors and 
meteorites Is so shdbbily treatod by tho U.S . National Museum, 
c.uo One doubt tho subject or "flylns >aucors" or UFOs. with 
their spurious reputation, have not enjoyed a proper exam ina· 
tlon by motcorltlclsts, astronomers, Jnd the sclcntinc com· 
munlly ill • whole!

The 
radio utronomcrs calcul~tc that J million pul\us probably 
exist In tho Milky Way Galaxy, but rhoy don't see how there 
can be such an abundance of neutron stars. From the time a 
star experiences • supernova explosion • nd rorna a rast· 
spinning pulsar, or neutron s~ar ,lt h not o•pected to last more 
than • million )'Cars. The last supernova seen from Earth rn 
1604 .nd the fewer th•n • doren seen In rec.orded history ore 
but • small portion or these events which arc "predicted" to 
tJkt pl~cc every 20 or 30 ye.lrs. For there to be ~ million 
puls•rs. their formation by supcrnov• explosion would ull for 
such events every yc.~r 10 cvory nve years. With about live 
times •s m•ny pulsars round a> would be expected, Anthony 
Hcwl\h, who wor• ,1 Nobel Prl~t for his part In th eir dlscuvcry, 
\,lys, "It's a real difficulty •r,at can' t bo swept under the 
c.1rpct. " Perhaps giantst~rscan become noutrnn lt;ors with ~ut 
J supernova cxpl6ilon, but how? (KINGS"rON IVHIG·STAND· 
ARD, FcbnlMy 7, p. S.)

Tho I~EA0·2 ~atclllte wo11 used also 
to sun 2S puls• n to prove th~l older pulurs, -.hich ho~ve 
slowed down their raprd spin, were too cool to emit X·nys. 
Wherea< the numbor or pulsars arc nve time\ too numcrnu< 111 
nr current models of their formation In supernova explosions, 
It ~lso appears pulsan and neutron stars might not bo formed 
In much mor~ than a fifth of the supernova cxplosltms. Thus, 
thu current uxt>lanutioros sivon by ,lilfononlors oJccounl for 
little moro thnn 4 or S per cen t of tho pul sMs In tho gal .. xy, 
If no netJtron >t•lt Is found In supernova remnants, one might 
~uppoll! the nar collapsed further thon •><J)~Ctcd and bcCJmc

On May 7th, ro~ldunts of S•n Francisco, Callfornl•, re· 
ported m~ny of their pets wore acllng mangely prior to an 
carth<1u,1ku which measured 4,8 on the Richter scale. OogJ 
growled .md took to running about their homos as much as 
two hours before tho quake. l'nrakceU screeched and started 
labburlng; ,tnd, c.u r•n orr from home. La.st November, t11c 
U.S. Geological Survey sent a team to Willits, California, to 
invostlgare "an abnormal o~mount of animal misbeh•viour at 
the epiconue, and within a 1 O·kllometer radius of the epl . 
centre" of an earthquake on November 22nd, measured at 5.0 
on the Richter sc•le. Sclcntim .rc now considering more 
seriously the matter or precursors In animal behaviour but still 
lack • ciNr explanation as to what factor triggers the chiln&c 
In behaviour, (MONTREAL GAZETTE, May 9, p. 38).

I am writing to you directly with regard to an effort I have been 
involved with for the past five years , being a comprehensive study 
of UFOs (unidentified flying objects) in and about Canada. Since 
my return to Canada from university in the United States , in 1974, 
I have made inquiries of various government departments including 
the Royal Canadian Mounted Police as to their involvement in any 
reporting of UFOs and any holdings they may have had of UFO reports. 
I learned most UFO reports are forwarded to the National Research 
Council's Meteor Centre , but their holdings were obviously not 
complete and showed many reports received by the Department of 
National Defence and the Royal Canadian Mounted Police were not 
forwarded nor transferred when UFO reports were first received 
by the Meteor Centre . 

I have been successful in tracing many of the missing UFO reports 
compiled under the Defence Research Board's Project Second Storey 
which were held by the Directorate of History of the Department of 
National Defence , As I had been ill-advised between 1974 and 1977 
that they had no such reports and had determined they did possess 
them in late 1977 (which they later admitted to) , I asked them if 
"all" the r eports had been released , They told me that they had not 
made all the reports available as any reports "involving R.C .M.P. 
personnel and reports" could not be opened to public scrutiny at 
that time nor without the permission of the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Police , Since then, I have learned a list of UFO reports running 
four pages in length were withheld from transfer to the Meteor 
Centre and allegedly retained by the Force , In order to pursue 
my study of UFOs I should very much like to examine these reports 
pereonnally and sse them made available to serious investigators 
of UFO phenomena , 

As you are probably aware , I have submitted briefs to the Royal 
Commission of Inquiry Concerning Cer tain Activi ties of the Royal 
Canadian Mounted Police both in January of 1978 and January o;f 1979 
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with regard to the involvement of the Force with UFO investigations . 
I have raised questions concerning the legitimacy with which the 
Force has become involved in investigating UFO sightings and holding 
any recorda or files of UFO reports . Quite basically, though I can 
well appreciate and many times applaud the reports of UFOs made 
and transmitted by members af the Force, there appears to be no 
legal sanction for this activity . In fact, UFOs would appear to 
be more of a matter concerning the Ministry of Transport and the 
Ministry of National Defence , Both of these ministries have been 
involved in studying UFO reports as demonstrated by the reports 
of Project Magnet and Project Second Storey, yet , the Force is not 
mentioned or recommended as a participant in gathering and in the 
investigation of UFO reports . Obviously , the Force did become 
involved in gathering reports under Project Second Storey and as 
far as I can tell probably still retains a considerable number of 
those r eports . 

Over the past few years, I have occasionally written to various 
detachments of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police asking if copies 
of UFO reports originating from their detachment might be obtained 
as a photocopy . The responses, when a response was received, have 
varied from refusal to forward any information as it was against 
"policy" to other responses which forwarded drafted reports and 
unsolicited photographs . It would appear that the 'policy • of 
whether or not copies of UFO reports might be obtained is often 
determined not by any Force, Division, nor Sub-Divison commander 
but merely the Detachment commander or officer-in-charge . As I 
have access to most of these reports already at the Meteor Centre , 
I cannot see what objections of breach of confidentiality of the 
identity of the names of UFO witnesses can be claimed , It is not 
my intention nor desire to identify UFO witnesses without their 
expressed permission (which I seldom seek and then only that other 
serious investigators might know who to contact regarding a report) . 
As I find the UFO reports held at the Meteor Centre incomplete 
{sometimes consisting only of a telex message) , I would prefer to 
obtain complete copies of Occurr ence Reports and Memoranda made 
by investigating members of the Force for my own files and study , 

As I have been reading UFO reports made bY or t~ansmitted by 
members of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police for the last five 
years, I have gained considerable insight into the difficulties 
arising and confronting investigating members who are not 
experienced in UFO investigations . Many reports are of admirable 
quality and most professional, whereas others are ~egretfully 
lacking in the most basic of details and full of erroneous data , 
It is a pity so few members of the Force cannot distinguish between 
Venus, Jupiter , Saturn, and Mars nor the stars . They might thus be 
able to r e-assure confused witnesses and readily determine the 
identity of the UFO in many instances . one cannot expect members 
of the Force to be knowledgable in astronomy considering their 
many tasks1 but , I suspect they might benefit by having access to 
information on celestial phenomena , which I am aware is not always 
forthcoming from astronomers at the National Research Council . 
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At the present time , I have been able to maintain a fairly 
comprehensive review of UFO reports of recent date in my small 
RES BUREAUX BULLETIN, (copies of which are enclosed for your 
perusal and for deposit in the Force's library) . In the next 
few months, I shall begin amassing a computer data-bank upon 
UFO reports in Canada from my own files , reports copied from 
the National Research Council , Project Magnet and Project Second 
Storey files , and from reports received from UFO investigators 
and publications in Canada, A proper survey of UFO reports with 
the availability of statistical analysis may thus be made possible 
whereas the National Research Council finds such an effort too 
time-consuming and expensive for their undertaking. Needless to 
say, even old reports gathered by the Force before 1968 would 
prove of considerable value to such a survey, and , with the 
co-operation of the Force , I could provide reviews of UFO reports 
according to region , dates , and descriptions as gathered by 
members of the Force and other parties as well . 

Thus, I would ask you for some response to the following questions . 

(1) Will you disclose how many and what UFO reports the Force 
has gathered under the auspices of Project Second Storey 
which have not been transferred to the National Research 
Council? 

(2) Could I be given permission to review and/or copy any of 
these UFO reports which have not been transferred to the 
National Research Council? 

(3) Could I be advised if there is any •policy' prohibiting 
my obtaining copies of UFO reports from originating and 
reporting detachments of the Foroe1 and , could I obtain 
your permission to obtain copies of UFO reports held by 
originating and reporting detachments of the Force? 

(4) Would it be possible to distribute a supplementary questionaire 
to all detachments , which would provide more detailed data 

(5) 

than currently asked for by the ~leteor Centre 1 and , could 
a telephone number (available at night) be supplied to the 
Force ' s detachments where they might be advised of celestial 
phenomena currently visible , if I fUrnished such a number? 

Would it be possible to provide a liason through 
information on UFO reports received by the Force 
made available to serious investigators?

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SUNSPOTS: 

A report deservin& of the cover of SCIENCE {202: 
1079·1081; D~mber 8, 1978) raises some intrlculna ques· 
tlons about the possible ae~leri!lon of the sun's rotation 
In historical time. Richard B. Herr of the University of Dela· 
ware went over the solu ch&rts drawn by Thomas Harriot 
between 1611 and 1613 and compared these with charu 
drawn by Scheiner (1625 • 1626) and Hevellus (1642 • 1644). 
From 690 observations taken of 146 sunspot.s (with an average 
4.7 observations per sunspot), Herr now feels c;onfldcnt In 
revealing the solar rotation prior to the Maunder minimum 
(from 1645 to 1715 when no sunwots were reported) was 
only 12.92 to 13.76 degrees per diy and then sped up to 
14.2to 14.9 degrees within a period of 32 years. "It Is dlffl· 
cult to cscipc the conclusion !hill the sun's rotation, u de· 
fined by sunwots, wu truly slow at the time Hmlot observed 
It, lind that It was acceler~ting between then and the Incept· 
ion of the Maunder minimum," lilY I Herr. 

One ml&ht also wonder of the effect sunspots may have 
played In a sudden slowln& of the earth's speed of rotation 
after the solar storm of Au&ull 4th, 1972. The change In 
'PCCd of rotation may have only been measurable In mill! · 
seconds, but the belief our planet keeps splnnlna Is that Its 
had only aravltatlonal friction affecting It since It formed 
II hl&hly suspect. The encrsy Involved Is affectlna the carth'i 
spin would suucst sunspots and rnaanetlc storms c;ould be 
major fo~otors in eatamophlsi aeology yet to be recognized. 
An excellent book containing many fo~sclnatlna references 
of the effects of the sun and planets ;md stars Is ntE CYCl ES 
OF HEAVEN by Guy Lyon Playfair and Scott Hill (Souvenir 
Press, 1978). If one pardons their scant knowledae of For· 
tean.~, appuently skimmed from Wlllla.m Corliss' Sourcebook 
series, and fallrna to note such minor trivia of the death of 
some scientist\ like Vlo~dmlr Gavrcau, {"He docs not seem to 
hive published anythln& lately."), the Lin of References 
alone Is worth the price of the book. (Also see cited In this 
lnstan~ from their book: Gribbin, }. & Plaaemann, S., 
'Disc;ontlnuous ehanae In Earth's spin rate followlna arut 
solar 11orm of Auaust 1972,' NATURE, 243,26-27, 1973.) 

AN ECLIPSE: 

News of the solar eclipse of February 26th will draw 
considerable media attention In the eomlna month. It Is the 
last total solar eclipse to be visible In North America In this 
century and will thus call forth mo~ny scientific eKperlments 
from Oreaon to the Northwen Territories. For example, 
there will be so many rocket flrinas taklna place at Red 
Lake, Ontario, thn all the resident trappers ue to be kept 
off their trills for fear of filllna rocket pans, tho they will 
bt eompenAted for this Inconvenience. One uperlment 
I have suucstcd to Dr. John B. Rice of Brandon University, 

the Canldlin co-ordiNtor for professional observations, 
Is to watch for any thanaes In the swine of a tOBion pendu· 
tum. In 1970, the solar "llpse of Mardi 7th wu "seen" by 
such a pendulum at Harv&rd, Massachusew, by Erwin ) . 
Saxl and Mildred Allen, (see PHYSICAL REV IEW D3 {4), 
823 . 82S, 1971 ). Even when all ~lculatlons were finished 
and corrections made they found the vulatlon In lf'1Yity 
was 100,000 times as sre.~t as expected, "It Is further to 
be noted that the srutest change occurs between the onset 
of the eclipse and IU midpoint," they add. "These Volriatlons 
are too great t.o be explained, 011 the basis of classical aravl· 
utlonal theory, by the relative ehanse In position of the 
moon with respect to the eanh and sun." If the classical 
theory cannot explain It, do we fear Einstein's theories are 
wrong or simply mlslnterpreted7 

GRAVITATIONAL WAVES: 

"Prediction confirmed! " A pulw In the Aquila constcl · 
Inion was detected In 1974 by the radlo·tclescope at Are· 
celbo, Puerto Rico; but, It was found to be In orbit around 
some other obJect whose nature we do not know. Some 
speculate It may be another neutron star and perhaps even one 
of those elusive black holes, but such details shall not pre· 
vent any doubts as to the precise measureme"ts which will 
confirm Elnstein'sgeneul theory of relativity of 1915. What · 
ever th~ pulsar Is orbiting, It Is quite sm1ll. The pulsar and 
the unknown orbit nch other about every clsht hours, and 
the pulsar li said to travel about Its companion at 1.06 million 
kilometers per hour. It Is the fact that they ato mutually 
attracted and comlna together wherein aravltatlonal waves 
ue emitted. Althoush none of the aravltallonal waves them· 
selves have been detected, It would be expected their orbit 
would be Shortened by one ten-thoulindth of a second each 
year. Since 1974, they have noted a slowdown In the orbit 
of the puiSir of four ten ·thousandths of a second. Joseph 
H. Taylor of the University of Mallilchusett.s lilys, "We don't 
c~lm to have detected aravltatloMI waves themselves, but 
simply proved they exist." We must ilwait verification; but, 
I cannot help but wonder, as Edwin tfolmu probibly would, 
the confidence of accuracy they put Into the "new; extremely 
semltlve computerized clocking device" capable of musure· 
monts of orbits at 15,000 llaht·years to within one fifty· 
millionth of a sec:ond, (TIME, December 25, p.3S; 
KITCHENER·WATERLOO RECORD, Dec. 14; HAMILTON 
SPECTATOR, Dec. 16). 

GLOWS UPON VENUS: 

Only a few ncw'Papers noted a mOll intrlaulna mystery 
cited In RBB 42, for as they descended Into the clouds on the 
dark side of Venu1 they detected aalowlns IIcht. The clow 
was first notlc:ed as the probes ruched an altitude of 7.5 
miles and becolme brlahter u the probes approached the &ur· 



hceA. Donald Hunten of the University of ArlzoN specu· 
l~lcJ!II'I think w~ were seeins the red slow of the surface 
rocks, which sot brighter as the probes ne.~rcd the surface. 
II doesn't make any difference whal tho composition of the 
rocks might be, It's hot enough on the surface of Venus to 
l(lt them aflre." Another scicntill thought the atmosphere 
miaht be so hot that the atmospheric pses miaht burn "spon· 
uneously", and yet another lhought the Venusian mountalm 
themselves mlaht be phosphorescent. Dr. Thomas DOnahue 
of tho Unlvtrsity of Michi&an was a little more honest; "I 
think we were looking at the Ores of hell." And tho the 
WINNIPEG TRIBUNE of Oetember 15th headlined Its review 
as "Spaceships detect f<~int glow never before seen on Venus", 
Professor A. Schafuik's list of twenty·two observations 
prior to 1872 should provide a good compubon of explana· 
tloM, (TORONTO STAR, p. A18; and, EDMONTON JOUR­
NAL;both December IS) . 

NEW§ FROM NASA: 

The year 1978 saw many successful mlsslonJ launched 
by NASA. All twenty launches were successful, and the only 
real failure appears to have been a short-ci"uit In SEASAT ·A 
(which proved the feasibility for future SEASAT projects). 
The Pioneer Venus and HEA0·1 projects led the field of 
d lsco~erles, and the testing of the Space Shuule systems 
previewed lhe excitement 1hat awaits a new era of space 
exploralion In 1979. Of the sixteen laundles for 1979, the 
most exciting will undoubt.edly be the first Space Shuttle 
launch now scheduled for November 9th and to be piloted 
by John Young and Roben Crippen. In March and July, 
the Voyageur 1 a:nd 2 ~acceraft will make their closest 
approaches to the planet jupiter: aild later in September, 
the Pioneer 11 spacecraft will make lu closest approach to 
Saturn. 

Little attention was given In the preu to the monu· 
mental discoveries made by tho HEA0 ·1 minion which has 
ended after seventeen monlhl and slx active months of space 
exploration. II hu surveyed the enUre sky for X-ray sources. 
The catalog of X-ray sources has now been Increased from 350 
to ncuty 1 500; a now 'black hole' may be found In the Con· 
stellatlon Scorplus (thus lncreulna the number of suspeCts 
to four); and, a "univerwl hot plasma constitutlna a maJor 
fraclion of the m;us of the universe was discovered, as well 
11 a cloud of dun and ps with a mass equal to a million billion 
SuM enveloping a super-cluster of plaxles" now suuem 
enough man may be aboul to "close" the universe wllh 
aravllatlonal collapse. "Sclentlm bellcvc that this lmporunt 
new knowledge mily bring fundamental changes In concepts 
of tho universe," wys the NASA News Release. Surely, It 
Is also one of the most undematcd discoveries made by NASA 
In recent years. (OR: NASA, ;and TORONTO STAR, January 
21,p. A11) . 

LETHAL METEORITES: 

My last note In RBB 32:6 seems to have p ined a follow· 
Ina u threats of a half-combusted Skyl1b have been c~mpued 
to the chanas beina killed by 1 meteorite. Some NASA 
..clentlst may have believed the orthodox myth that no one has 
been known to be killed by a meteorite: but, the comparison 
was • poor one to make. As Arago discovered with uses of 
lethal llahtnlns, meteorites may no1 be n trul y credited with 
*' much destruction u has been thought. In Arago's day, 

II was thouahl thai the number of people killed by ,llahtnln' 
was thought to be no more than one or two per century 1 
but, In our enllahtcned aae, one can find an accoun1 of such 
a death In tho newspaper nearly every week. While meteoric 
deaths may not be u numerous nor IS likely to arow In 
number, they should not be similarly l&nored and considered 
Octltlous. Alona with several accounts of animal de11hs and 
human Injuries, a few new acc:ounu of lethal meteorites have 
come to my mention. On january 14th, 616 A.D., (how 
accurate the date claims to be I cannot say), '' .... .a stone 
fell In ChiN, shatterlna dlariots and killins 10 rnen," sutes 
an ucount credltf'd to E. Blot . The death of a Franciscan 
friar at Crema, luly, on September 14th, lSSl. Is credited 
as one death from a fall of a thouwnd stones ac:c:ordlna to T.F. 
Phlpson, whom I suspect took II from Humboldt. The death 
of two sailors between japan and Sicily Is alven u "164 7 • 
1654" (evidently still confused), but the souru of 1 now 
account I~ cited as Captain Olaus·Erlcson Willmann. And , 
a new case dated January 16, 1825, claims a man at Orlang 
(Malwate) , British India, wu killed and ;a woman seriously 
Injured according to S. Meunier. All these Incidents were 
among a list complied by Lincoln LaPu, In connection to 
the ;account or an Injury caused by the Aba, Japan, meteorite, 
In 1927, (POPULAR ASTRONOMY, 59, 431-435, Oct. 1951; 
CR: R. Dobbins). A correspondent writes to the WASHING· 
TON STAR of January 2nd (CR: R. Manners) to cite Frht 
Heide's book, METEORITES, as the wurce of one such 
case. The correspondent also did his own resc.vch Into the 
case of General T. Catllllanus who was wid to have been 
killed by a meteorite In 1906 while In a mlllury camp. Un· 
fortunately, little else was to be found about the aenefill 
even with a search throuah the Library of Conaress; but, It 
adds ilnother case to a growing caulog which hn yet to be 
published as a whole. The perpetuation of the orthodox 
myth of human Immunity to meteoric deaths (or Ill flctl· 
tlousncu) Is probably due to the in.ordinatc attention paid 
to the meteorite Itself and not the circumstances under which 
It fell . A recent check of the forty-six known meteorites 
found In Canada revealed the one dted by Fort IS falling 
at Lachine, Quebec, on july 7th, 1883, was nol upon the llu, 
(Fort &ives the MONTHLY WEATHER REVIEW of july 1883 
;u his source In chapter 8 of tho BOOK OF THE DAMNED); 
thus, a review of pall records may not only reveal more 
deaths due to meteorites but more spccimcm which m;ay have 
been overlooked by the c:.ataloas. 

FLASHES AND THUMPS: 

On October 31st, a red and yellow flash was seen to 
cross the sky of Fairbanks, Aluka. Some described h as 
yellow with a blue name, ~nd others Insist It had a red tall. 
Everyone would have probably agreed that It was only a 
meteor. However, the fact that the •nash I wu seen at 6: 1S 
PM and that at 6:16 PM 1here wa.s a "sllaht earth tremor" 
has suned a lot of speculation. The tremor measured be· 
tween 1.S and 2.0 on tho Richter scale at the University or 
Alaska and ccn1ored In an area to the south of Fairbanks 
where tho flash was .c:en. The Federal Aviation Authority 
wid no plllnes were missing, and the selsmologln was unwllllns 
to COMet I the tremor with the fall of the meteor, even sup· 
poslna It was a meteor and not a case of earthquake IIRhU, 
(TEMPE DAILY NEWS, AZ: CR: R. Dobblns;and, SOUTH 
DAKOTA EVENING TRIBUNE, CR: J. Musarave; both 
November ht) .

The t~use 
or the shocks hu been put down u dynlmho blan ina thll 
hou been reflected from overh;snging clouds, but no one seems 
1blc to pinpoint what blast ing wu done at 9 AM nor the 
quantity of explosive used there, (PHOENIX GAZETTE, 
November 21 ; ARIZONA REPUBLIC, November 22; CR: 
R. Dobbins) . Starting on J•nuarY 2nd In the afternoon, 
• large ~rn around Tahlequah , Cherokee County, Oklahoma, 
hu experienced a serln of "dull thuds". The noises have not 
been traced to any unhquaku, ai"raft, aulllery, blutlns, 
nor 01ny lcc-c:llcklna. And, the phenomenon Is not ltrictly 
toe~ In effect, u the Sheriff commented the thuds 11e hurd 
over a wide area at the same time, (DAILY OKLAHOMAN, 
Janu•ry 3 & 4;CR: T. Adams) . 

So as not to l&nore Canadian booming noises, n much 
of the Amtrlcan and Canadian press does, It would be worti!Y 
to note that 1 SO calls have been received by the Emeraenoy 
Me;uures Organization In liallfax, Nova Scotia, since It set 
up Its toll·free number for rcponins 'sonic booms' at the 
stan of October. Nell Standen of Trilnsport Can~da sclll 
finds the Concordc the prime suspect, but "2S per cent" of 
the booms "do not coincide with the times when Concordn 
are flying 1nywhere near the province, "(HALIFAX CHRON· 
ICLE-H ERALO,January i CAPE BRETON POST,January 9) . 

FIERY PHANTOM: 

Ncar midnight on January lOth, tho Oory phantom !hlp 
of the Northumberland Strait wu seen between Pictou lsloand 
and Bayview, Nova Scotia. A family claimed only to have 
noticed a bright llaht In the water which "appurod to be 
drlftlns toward Pictou lll•nd". It looked like 1 fire, and when 
watched thru a pair of binoculars, it looked like something 
on fire. The NEW GLASCOW NEWS of January 11th claims 
It to be another sighting to be 1dded to many others seen In 
the same uea where a sailing vessel burned and sank. To 
add further credence to the tale, It 1ppcars • member of the 
Pictou RCMP de1..1chn1ent also witnessed tho 'Ore' In the 
Strait.

reulved from around the world, It wu not too surprlllns to 
see the Canadlilll news medii try to publicize Its own 
discovery. How~Ner, the revelation mado by the TORONTO 
STAR of January 20th {pp.A 1 · AS) were that UFOs !)ad been 
tho uus,e of Cilnildlan jets belna scrambled to Sudbury In 
November of 1975. The "previously top-4ecret documents 
rele~.scd In WaJhlnston" obtlined by Ground Saucer Watch 
and the WASHINGTON POST cont.tlned noth lns new reprd· 
Ina the Sudbury tlghtlngs that weren 't already printed In the 
SUDBURY STAR back in 1975. ApJ)Irtntly ,In the lillie time 
period, many U.S. defence inst~latlons were witneu to 
UFOs. Or. Bruce Mcintosh of the Nation~! Research Counc:ll 
commented upon the Sudbury sishtings Jtatlna the radu 
contact was probably only leo crysuls reflcctlna the radar 
and visual witnesses jumped to conclusions In think Ina Venus 
w•• the Yme UFO on the radar once they looked outside. 
He neatected to comment upon the fact four different objects 
were reported In the sky 11 one time by rout Sudbury pollee­
men. He ~so fills to explain how the 'radlr-reflectlna leo 
c:ryst.tls' stayed together while movln& at a speed of 100 
knots while cllmblna 30,000 feet when tracked on radar by 
CFS Falc:onbrldae on lfle same date of November 11th, 
1975, (N7S/1 52 thru N7S/ 157), 

Despite the statements of CBC's ~dlo Noon program 
In Ott•wa on l ilnuary 30t!l, thlt all UFO reports are available 
to researchers, I've discovered many UFO repom ue "ldenll· 
fled " by NRC scicntlm as 'meteors' and filed s,eparately 
from tho rcaular UFO reports. These are not anllable to 
researdlors, and where It was possible to study unflled UFO 
reports as they e~me into the NRC at 100 Sussex in Ott.twa. 
This Is no lonaer allowed until the new 'UFO reports' are 
checked u meteors first before entered Into either the 
'meteor' or 'UFO' flies. For example, t wo RCMP oc:c:urrence 
reports wero not permitted to be copied as neither hid been 
ch"'ked as not belns 'meteors'. One report from Gander, 
!llewfoundland, was the full report to N78/232 already mid· 
fng In tho 'UFO' file; and, the other wu a description of il 
brlllli!nt UFO which hovered near Prince Georae, B.C., at 
Summit Lake, on December Sth, and wu watched over a 
period of 'five minutes'.

Ric!lard A. Kerr wrote In the January 19th Issue of 

SCIENCE that the "secondary boom" theory proposed by the 
Naval Research Laboratory ian ye.1r has been gaining wider 
accepunce. As some of the more exotic theories summoned 
by mediao(lrated scientim are shmered, It Is now acceptable 
to study those 'soniQ booms' (If that Is what they are) by 
blaming any and all aerial explosions on supersonic aircraft, 
mainly tho Concorde. No one seems to be demanding any 
proof of this explanation, and no experimental flights arc 
planned to tcu the theory. "Most observers now feel more 
comfortable with the N RL explanation of Unusual weather for 
all the booms. Further study of last winter's flap Is unlikely 
unless the booms return," writes Kerr. (CR; T Dickinson). 

BOOMIII 

On February 8lh, residents from Rhode Island to south· 
ern New Jersey hear a "thunder·llke" explosion In the sky. 
Hundred.s of ~ails arc reGeived by pollee and civil defence 
officials shottly after 9 P.M.; and, in the area of Burlington, 
Ocean, Monmouth, ilnd Mercer counties In New Jersey, win· 
dows and houses were shaken by tl1c blut. Residents feared 
a second earthquake was following one felt In New Jersey and 
on Staten Island on January 30th; but the seismologists lind 
no seismic rcadlnJS to indle<~tc an earthquake. In a short 
while, the Federal Aviation Agency officials launch an effort 
to determine if the Concordo that landed at OuiiM lnttrna· 
tlonal Airport outside of Washington, D.C., may have been 
to blame, FAA spokesman, Jctry Lavey, did not Inspire much 
confidence by natlng, "We probably never will prove It was 
or was not the aircraft, but at least we'll be able to give the 
people something," British Airways said it was "unlikely" 
that their aircraft caused the boom a.nd CfT!phasi~e the fact 
the "secondary boom theory" Is just a "theory" and hasn't 
been proven. Are the scientists still romfortablc with the 
NRL studies even after the booms return? (PHILADELPHIA 
BULLETIN, February 9, p. 9: HARRISBURG PATRIOT, 
PA, February 10, p. 8; CR: L Arnolll; WASHINGTON STAR, 
February 9; CR: R Manners). 

BOOM! f I (AGAIN!) 

Two days later the switchboards lit up aaain alona the 
New ) ersey coast when llnother boom struck at 7;13 P.M. 
The Lamont·Oohcrty Geological Observatory at Palisades, 
New York, detected the "boom" but apparent ly no earth· 
quake. William Donn reputed His suspicion that Concorde 
wu to blama and said he was "more than 99 per cent cerllfn ". 
If he Is not fully certain, he must either have son1c doubts 
of Its being Concord• and prefers not to commit himself to 
all explanation which might be proven erroneous, No word 

It wu not only in the skle~ that my~tery explosions ljave 
been heird . Lan March 24th, a string of upfosfons occurred 
along two miles of sewers in the Bronx, New York. Many 
store windows were shattered, and eleven people were InJured 
by tlie explosions. A formal bo~rd of Inquiry was manaed 
and eve11 given subpoena powers. Its head wu Deputy Mayor 
Her!lllln Badillo, lind Its other members Included the pollee 
and fire rommlssioners, the €ommissioner of lnvestiiation, the 
Environmental Protection Commissioner, and the Corpo13tlon 
Counsel. Consolidated Edison Company records were gather• 
ed, witnesses Interviewed, lind a ''gas leak'' was souaht out. 
However,, !lOth log was found that would have caused the 
explosions. The only dlfnculty tl)ey have Is they cannot 
readily blame it on the Concorde, (NEW YORK TIMES, 
November 19; CR: L Coleman). 

MORE ON TUNGUSKA 

Another theory about what caused the extraordln:lly 
blast over Siberia on june 30th, 1908, has been put forwud 
by L. Krcsak of the Slovak Academy of Sciences In <::zecho· 
slovakia. He believes ttle blast resulted from the dislnteantion 
of a "cometarY boulder" which WI) part of the debris from 
the Encke comet. Kresak 's o!Hervations stem from !)le annual 
meteor showers which uke place every Jurte 30th (according 
to him) . Walter Sullivan of the NEW YORK TI MES explains: 

"According to (Kresak's) hypothesis, such an obJect 
would become so hot during llS plunge through the atmos· 
phere that It would explode In a catastrophic manner. When 
farge meteorites hit the earth, they generate explosions sufflc· 
lent lo souao out craters, but no crater was formed by the 
Siberian blast, poulbly becatJse the 'boulder' was not larae 
enough to do so." 

We rould cite several cases of meteorltu found on snow 
banks and Ice 111hose Impact barely disturbed lislmplllt point; 
but the point I will argue with Sull ivan and Kresak Is that 
no lingle crater was to be found by Kulik's expedition, Instead 
thousands of crlters were found but none contain Ina meteoric 
fraaments. Can we not wonder how theories abound ibout 
the Tu11auska explosion when the NEW YORK TIMES <:annot 
flnd the tiiT!e or lncl!nitlon to read some of the wldenCl!s 
of the blast before ·once again publlclzlna another Inadequate 
hypothesis? Again, this new theory faiiJ to explain the iltmos· 
ph eric ph~nomena that were seen In the skies of Europe shon· 
ly afttf the distant eKpfosion. Neither alien spaceship, blatk 
hole, meteor, comet, nor cometary boulder would account 
for what w.u seen In 1908. (TORONTO GLOBE AND MAIL, 
FebrUJry 5, p, IS).

The lONDON TIMES first drew notice to tho "Aurora. 

Bor·· on July 2nd (p.12). Oolcriptions by c:orretpOndenu 
illus the brllllanu of ihe phenomena which w:as seen by 
many. On the 3rd (p,l2). It was attributed to "curious sun 
effecu": and In the ume Issue (p.lO), a report from ireland 
confirms both the nocturnal Illumination and the siglltlns of 
brilliant meteors. "The Recent Nocturnal Glows'' are further 
dls,ussed as somcthin& of a mystery In the TIMES of July 4th, 
The scientisu of the British Astronomical Association, COMI· 
de red the clows to be '&uroral ', Prof. Fowler had predl"ed 
auroral displays for that time, and there was a ' 'plainly 
marked, disturbance ofthe magnets" thatnlaht. What bother· 
ed them was when the glows were still visible the next nl&ht 
"but the magnets were exceptionally q!llct ". The reader Is 
then advised the glow1 are merely a prolonged twlll&ht that 
"some temporary c:ondltlon of the atmosphere made this 
twlll&ht much brighter and redder than usual". There Is no 
jljagestlon of lu being the result of meteors nor comets nor 
bits of comets. Indeed, It took another twenty '(ean for 
itlcntlm to learn that there had been an explosion over the 
taiga of Siberia. However, there Is a strong suagestlon that 
h was similar to an earlier event, Krakiltoal 

Herein we find the mystery of the Tunguska event . 
The glows were favourably compared to dun clouds at a very 
high altitude spewed forth by Krakatoa owing to their lurid 
colour and to their .growing brlghtne~s after normal twlllgh l. 
ll Is explained In the TIM ES article that It wu not until the 
third circuit 1round the earth that the clouds from Kra~atoa 
reached the Blltlsh Isles while spreading at a speed of 80 !l'lies 
per hour and spreading acr£Ks the latltlfdes. However, the 
clouds of dill! frol!l Kr•.katoa were seen a.lt over the globe; 
and, these new sky·glows were apparently confined to the 
skies of Europe, even tho the dust clouds from Siberia (if 
that was what they were) travelled at the prodigious tille of 
220 miles per hour. Why were the sky11lows cau~ed by 
Tunguska confine~ to Europe and not seen In the Americas 
or i11 Asia 1 The mystery as seen In 1908 Wu only slightly 
different. 

"We thus sec that distance Is no obstacle In vast cosml" 
cal phenomena of this kind, which are world-tmbraclns. 
No volcanic outburst of abnormal violence has been reported 
lately; there have, however, been some moderate outbursu 
In the Pacific during the spring, and h Is possible that the dust 
may have reached us from these, or from some unreported 
eruption In some llttle·known region ofthe world." LONDON 
TIMES,July 4, 1908,p.l6c. 4. 

VOLCANOES; 

Euly In the morning of February 20th, the llllegedty 
extinct volcano Slnla In the Java Oleng range In c;entrltl Jilva 
went Into a violent eruption kllllhg 182 people and lnlurlng 
many more . Polsonou~ gases and flowing lava caught many 
asleep and has forced the evacuation of 9,000 or more from 
the .rca, (TORONTO STAR, February 21, p.A22). By the

SEASTS OF THE FIELD: 

Jean·Jacques Barloy writes (on February 18th) that 
Dr. Helmut Sick, a German orlntholoalst, dlsc:overed the 
habitat of the Lear's Macaw. (Anodorhynchutlcarl) In the state 
of Bahia, In Brasil. Previously, the purot was only known In 
Its captive state and obtained from local traders. Dr. Sick hu 
now teen u many as a score together In the wild . They 
Measure 75 centimeters In length ilnd po~sess a fine blue 
plumage. 

Rare birds seem to have been showing up ·ln tho last few 
months. Between November 19th and December 1st, a Ross's 
sull wu seen on the shores of Lake Mlchlg.tt1 at Chicago.

December 31st, a Richardson's owl was photoaraphed at Salls· 
bury, Massachusetts, for the first time In 36 yearJ. And,, soon 
afterwards, a rare areat aray owl was spotted at the Maino 
Audobon Society hcad~uarten in Falmouth. Colder weather 
Is uid to have driven these owls further south than usual, 
(BOSTON GLOBE, January 6, p. 3; SOUTH MIDDLESEX 
NEWS, MA, January 25, p. SA). (CR; L Coleman). 

An elght·pound armidltlo wandered across a lawn In 
Holliston, Massachusetts, on December 23rd. It was soon 
adopted Into the household until lu original owner could be 
found, or could It be a wcre·armadlllo? (South Middlesex 
News, MA, December 24, p. I ; CR: L Coleman). 

Ncar Manitowoc_, Wisconsin, (in early November?), a 
hunter spotted a 40 Inch long alligator on tho banks of the 
Manitowac, He deftly c•ughtlt by clamping his hand over Its 
closed mouth, (tho best WiY to keep from belhg bitten), and 
he made sure to bring It homo sou not to suffer the skeptlci' 
suffaws. No one seem bothered by the fact such an action

In eastern Colorado, Bigfoot is being hunted by the 
state's Division of Wildlife. However, It's nr>t the ume big 
foot belonging to the Sasqua"h· "Thb mouse once o"upled 
the tall arus and wet mudow habluts In Colorado, but I 
can't find any really confirmed slshtlngs since about 1955,"

The manp.- ho~o!Je 
Indicates that It fell 7 million yea11 qo; but, the beryllium and 
aluminum Isotopes Indicate lu fall to have. happened "only 
one million yoars'' aao. It Is curlolll that two Stich diVII'IIfll 
dates arc Indicated utho fall of a sln1le meteorite. All of this, 
uy~ Walter Sullivan, "would pnovlde the flMI refutation of 
the proposition that the continent was more recently free or 
Ice and wu charted by ancient navlpton." Questionable 
analy1o01 of dates of aupposcd falls of meteorites Is tufflc:lent 
proof to dismiss e•tnordlnarlly accurate maps, such » the 
Plri Reis map of 1528 deciphered by Clwlcs Hapgood.

NEWS FROM NASA: 

Early flndlnlll from the PIONEER VENUS proj~t have 
been released by NASA 1nd reveal some marvels of our sister 
pl~net not seized upon by the popular media. Flntly, the 
man spec1rometer on the two probe~ descendlna Into the dark 
side of Venus reahtered various sulfer compounds for the 
stranae alows flnt noted ~~ 13,000 me ten altitude. ''Chemic:.~! 
fires" fueled by sulfer compounds seems to be the best tiC· 

planation now avallable followed clowly by the &low resultlna 
from the descent of the probes themselves. CBC tudlo's 
QUIRKS AND QUARKS announced that ll&htnlna had In· 
deed b.etn diJCOvtred to txln on Venus and behaves just 11 
oddly as It does on our planet. However, my suuestlon 
that atows seen over the duk side of the planet hnlna resulled 
from musive electrical disturbances mi&ht be supplanted by 
other finds. The Interaction of the solar wind and the Venu· 
sian Ionosphere Is much more powerful than had been sup· 
posed. Without a rnal!llttlc field to denect the solar wind, the 
Ionosphere Is In direct contaot with It; and, durlnasolar flares 
Increases the wlnd's speed, the lonopause c:.1n be pushed to the 
top of the sensible atm~phere of Venus. Chanats In the 
pressure of the solar wind produce notable chanaes In the 
position of the Ionosphere ~nd In Its shape. Relatively II rona 
magnetic fields were also encountered In this realon, and the 
temperature of this turbulent reaction Is about I ,000,000° C. 
Some of the solar wind Ions man1ae to pass thru the lonopau~e 
(no such feature or boundary exists on E~nh) 1nd heat the 
upper atmosphere to 5,000° K., well in excess of an expected 
1,000° K. There Is even an Ionosphere on the dark side of 
Venus which appears to be composed of "olltremely lona· 
lived me~l Ions of meteoric or lain". It lsto be hoped more of 
the rnynerles of Venus will become Illuminated with the con· 
tlnulna work of the Pioneer Venus orbiter. PemaPS, It will 
detect l)ne of thoM otustve alows we have ~een from Earth.

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ASTRONOMICAL OISCi:OVERIES: 

The Soviet Union has sadly learned that bigger tele· 
s.copes are not necessarily better telescopes. Their latest ob· 
servitory is plagued not only by minute flaws In the refle~tlng 
mirror, but the winds surrounding the mountain upon which It 
is pc"hed mar the Images of distant stars before they even 
reach !he telesC<lpe . It Is certainly a major triumph for Soviet 
engineering which Is unlikely to be beaten, but It will probably 
also represent the end of the era for astronomical observatories 
.on mountaintops whose pride Is a slnale glaantlc telescope. 
The optical telescope ha.s advanced to what appean to be Its 
limit not only In size, but the pollution of the skies with 
wastes and omnipresent lighting will soon force astronomers to 
take their telescopes into the vacuum of outer space. The age 
of radio amonomy Is becoming Increasingly Important In delv· 
lngever further; and, Hay astronomy In less than a decade has 
reached a stage of Importance rivalling that of optical utron· 
omy (tho the latter has been wit~ us for thrce·and·a.flalf 
cenwries). 

An excellent example of the advances ra.dlo • and •·ray 
~tronomy have made over optical telesC<lpes Is the case of 
(NGC 1961). It was discovered in 1802 and published In 
William Herschel's 't(llrd Catalogue as a nebulous oblect. No 
telescope ha.s been able to unravel the fuzzy patch later ldentl· 
fled as a galaxy of undetermined size and distance from the 
earth. Only be combining the use of the National Radio 
Astronomy Observatory at Green Bank, West VIrginia, •nd the 
Kitt Peak Observatory In Arizona were the utronomers able 
to learn It w;u; the most m~sslve galaxy yet, known whh about 
ten times the mass of the Milky Way. Its diameter of about 
600,000 light years Is three times that of the Milky Way. Ill 
Immense size Is believed to be the result of the collision of 
two separate galaxies, Which drew the altcntlon of astron· 
omers, "It looks like a beautiful spiral galaxy, except that a 
quarter of It looks patholoalul - It has blobs and lumps In· 
stead of long, 5piral arms. We think this Is where a large spiral 
devoured a small one," says Dr. Vera Rubin. Lumpy galax(., 
(like a lumpy Pluto) seldom auract the attention of utronom· 
ers, and It was only a decade ago NGC 1961's being described 
as a 'peculiar galaxy' prompteQ Its being examined more care· 
fully. AI a dl~tance of 250,000,000 light years,lts features arc 
lost sight of,(TORONTO GLOBE AND MAIL, March 8, p.2; 
TORONTO STAR, March 24, p. 11,CR: W Ambury). 

Similarly, gamma ray astronomy may soon yield clues 10 
phenomena not yet visible 10 us on earth. Massive bursts of 
pmma ray radiation have boen observed on an average of once 
a montn since their discovery In 1969. Now It might be ~ld 
the largest telescopic array Is several million miles In size, be· 
cause a 's•unrn• ray burst detector' on the Pioneer Venus 1 
ortiher Is now belns usod In C<lnjunotlon with the Vela sate!· 

lites orblttlng the urth, ISSE 3 and Hellos 2. B~o~rm have al· 
rudy been detected six times by early O"ember, and four of 
these bunts were also observed by otller wtellites. As the 
burst~ appear to take place both within and outside of our 
galaxy and last only a few ~e<;onds, It il hoped spacecraft at 
liuse distances from one another can be used to home In on 
the orisinatlng point. The method of "triangulation" uslhg 
data from distant spacecraft will however be Indicating two 
points where celestial circles lnterseca. ''Tilen we'll search the 
catalogues for <!bjects at those locations. Hopefully, we'll 
Ond son~ethlng that Is a candidate. If the same type of ob· 
ie" - a quuar or black hole or neutron stu, wy - Is ldenti· 
fled with several of the bursts, then !hat's extremely strong 
evidence th;u we have found the source of these gamma rays," 
explaim Dr. W. Doyle Evans of the Los Alamos Sclentlflc 
Laboratory. As~ronomers may be far more wlillna to trust 
"triangulation" than Forteans ever will, and the precision of 
Geometry may be forced to yield a bit to find an object at 
either of the points where celestial circles Intersect. As with 
the discovery of pulsars, gamma ray bunu may reveal a new 
exotic object oth·cr thao those described . More profound In 
this mystery is the brlef duration of each burst at such In· 
frequent Intervals. What event mlsht they suggest which yet 
eludes observation from optical and radio telescopes? (NEW 
YORK TIMES, December 6, p. A21 ). 

NEWS FROM NASA: 

NASA has signed an agreement with the European Space 
Agency for a joint mission of a solar polar exploration 'onsln· 
lng of two spaee"aft with wld.,.ranglng orbits. Its primary 
obje<ltlve Is to observe the nature of the Sun·~ polar roslons 
from opposing sides (one side by cotch spacecraft) In an orbit 
perpendicular to the ecliptic. A seC<lndary objective of the 
mission will be the hlvcstlgatlon of the Interplanetary medlurn 
while the spacecraft travel to jupiter before being swung Into 
the novel solar polar orbits. The launch of the two space· 
craft will originate upon the Space Shuttle In 1983, but II 
will take about nve years before tho second pusagc or the 
spacecraft about the sun (and both sldei seen by each space· 
mft) will be accomplished, (NASA NEWS RELEA.SE, 79·37), 

During March, several fllshu by U·2 aircraft over Peru 
otnd over the Pacific may complete a mappll\8 of the back· 
&round microwave radiation said to have come from the "big 
bana" that. created our universe. The 'upward~ooklng differ· 
entlal microwave radiometer' will scan two·thlrds of tile skies 
of the Southern hemisphere, It Is hoped the sllg~tly warmer 
spot In the sky towards Regulus In the constellation Leo whlch 
o~r galaxy Is supposodly travelling at a million miles per hour 
rnl&ht be matched by a 'slightly cooter spot' near Iota Aquar·

urty results of HEA0·2 indic;ue a major find In the 
d lsc;overy of the most dlmnt object from the earth. Th~ new 
dn~ so closely followlna the results of HEAO·I represent a 
quantum lup In astrophysical obser111tlons. X.fay emln lons 
from "normal" stars (like our Sun) are the first with which 
amophyslclm m•y compare with the coronal tml11lons of 
our own and may reveal more about the transfer of heat from 
the Interior of mrs to their outer itmosphere. A new clan of 
"0 stars" have been observed In the nebula Etil Culne, They 
are young st<ln clouded by dust •nd sa• clouds and visible only 
by Infrared telmopes before. "Some hitherto unknown 
mechanism, possibly maanetlc bubble\ In their ~tmo'f)heres, 
apparently illlows this hlgiH!nersv rad~tlon (X.filys) to dlssi­
Pilte," liYS NASI\. The pulur "ntcred In the Crab nebula wu 
5een ill iln X-!iiV emitter, yet another pulsar showed no Xofilys 
Jt all , Qu,uars and Seyfert pla•lculso locked any slanlflcilnt 
X·ray line emissions Indicating their X·rays were of 1 non · 
thermal origin. X·ray line eml11ions were observed In several 
supernova remnants for the elemcnls of maaocslum, 1ulfur, 
argon, and calcium for the first time (previously only Iron and 
slllwn had been dete"ed), Spectra were observed In plasmas 3 
thousand times hotter (10 million d~rees Kelvin) than our 
Sun's Ionosphere. In four months of opemlon, HEA0·2 hu 
doubled the number of known X·ray obje"s In the universe. 
Such object• cin also be re10lved for the first time, for X-ray 
10urces In disunt aalaxles, like M 31, can bo dllllnguhhed 
where only 1 blur of Xo~ay radiation could be leon before. 
Such refined resolutions may help determine If the galaxies 
were formed early In the history of the universe or If they 
evolved from mmlve gas ' louds which predated stellar forma· 
tlon. Globular duster galaxies are found to harbour "cosmic 
bursters" which produce Intense X·rily radiation which some· 
limes ;witch "on and orr like cosmic lighthouses". As the 
X·ray source of one of the~e "bursters" is In the c~nter of one 
cluuer, It Is thought Its mass h thirty times that of the Sun 
and lndlcall\'f of a black hole system; thus, il seilrch will be 
made to see If X·ray sources ue to be found at the centers 
of other clunors. Vet, by far the most c•cltlng discovery Is 
the most distant quasar "about 15.5 billion light years away". 
The age o[ tho universe Is thus pushed woll past the ' '10 to 20 
billion" mark recently touted about. Now It will stan at 16 
bllilon or morel One lmplle&tlon of X·ray emissions by distant 
qua~rs Is that they may contribute backaround radiat ion pre· 
sumcd earlier to 'ome from hot plasmas and aas cloudsthll fit 
a model of the universe with sufficiont mall to be "c1014'd" 
undf!f snvlutional collapse. If qua.sars are responsible, the 
missing mass may very well be missin&. and the radiation from 
the "universal hot plasma" (see RBB 43:2) may be an Illusion 
stemming from quuar omlsslcms. As tho closest known quasar 
Is only 800 million light years away, (NEW YORK TI MES, 
June 10, 1978, p. 22), It Is clear that quum arc not connnod 
to either the earliest period of the ~nlverse nor the latest, 
rather they have been In existence throuahout. However, as 
quasars rad iate iln extremely Intense amount of radlatlon,they 
might simply be the only objectS whl'h CAn be detected ill the 
Immense dlslinco of 16 billion ll&hl years with our present 
technoloxv. How many other quasars exlll In the void be· 
yond, iind how many other lie nearby within a bill ion lltht

JOVIAN DISCOVERIES: 

Where the &lant telescopes functioned bell was In the 
>1udy of our own solar system. In our small nealm, s~ ml&ht 
be swdled ill dlsunt points of ll&ht by which the piths of 
wanderers ml&lll be marked. However, u the bulaes of Saturn 
Rsolved Into a "unique set of rinp "; as the wont of minor 
planets In the ultfold belt climbed pist a thousandfold ; as 
Herschel'•, Leverrler's and Tomb;augh 's planelS were e&ulht 
sight of over funher from the sun; uploratlon of the plilnets 
was confined to earth-bound observatories. There ume the 
arut leap1 Into outer spice with Mariner, Pioneer, Vlkln&, and 
Pioneer Venus missions. And, there were diSilppolntmenu 
whon no conclusive slans of life were found on Mars and when 
Venus wu found too lnfernill to support any life we know of. 
It Is not 100 dlfflcuh to understand the excitement recently 
pnefilted by the Voyageur I minion u the spacecrilft flew 
bv Jupiter. Worlds or another nature hid been found to exist 
tu beyond our expecutions. 

"What we're seeing Is not what we had expected. We're 
baffled," says Dr , Bradford Smith, head photographic scientist 
for the Voyageur 1 mission. The stoady, oonna.nt bands of 
clouds so uniformly drawn by anronomers for centuries 
changed Into a chaotic jumble of churning and swirling streams 
of color among which were huac spots of unknown chara"er. 
No lumps of the sort described by Andrew 8;arclay, (see chap· 
ter S of NEW LANDS) , but jemreams of frozen ammonia 
were detected over the cloud1. Tlme·lapse photO&fiiPhY re· 
vealed dark oranse "hot spots" pusln& thru the upper cloud 
layers of the Jovian atmosphere. One ml&ht overuke another 
and sw•llow It, ;and other spots which had merged broke apart 
and went their Stlparate ways after tWelve days. Where the 
colors for the clouds and spoil como from Is not clear, tho 
sodium from lo Is said to add a tinge to the clouds. So unpre· 
pared were the sclenllm for a complex mechanism In Jovian 
meteorolo&y, few explanations were forthwming as to whit 
they had seen, and more attention was diverted to the Gall· 
lean satellites which figured prominently In news media 
reporu . 

lo has Immense voloanoes, they say. Larger and more 
aotlve than anything on Mars, and ea~lly dwarfing anything on 
earih. Gases shoot forth from them with the speed of a bullet 
spewing olouds far Into space. The c•tromo vt.llcanlsm, we arc 
told, Is the result of tidal stresses from I upller and Its larger 
moons, Europa, Ganymede and Callisto. Few lmP<lct craters 
were !fen on lo; ilnd, the volcanic activity may have re-sur• 
faced lo In the lall 100 million ynrs, says Dr. Lilurence A. 
Soderblom of the United State~ Geolo&loal Survey, (NEW 
YORK TIMES, Milrch 12, p, 812). Callisto, on the other 
hilnd,lsscarred from ilnclcnt meteoric bombardments. A hu&e 
clroular basin surrounded by concentric rldlll's suuem somo 
Impact wh lch may have molted a vall portion of Its subsurfuo 
Ice. The t idal wa~c, or tsunami, froze once again as II passed 
over the froltn surface of Cillllsto, Ganymede, composed 
laraely of Ice, ~uffen large fractures and "water quak~" which 
CJM 11- across Its surfa'o resembllna the elusive Martian 
canals (or canal!). The Inner moon of Amalthu, previously 
5een only u a point of light In the laraosl telesc:opes, was 
found to be of an lrreaular shape. II\ lfavlly 100 wuk to form 
a roundiJh flaure. Amalthtil su~aested a definition for

The excitement elicited from Carl Sagan: "Thb Is al· 
most beyond Interpretation. There\ different thembtry, 
different physl", different forces at work out there." (TIME, 
March 19, pp. 72·73). Of ~:<~ursc, ll aho prompted r&Sil stale· 
ments from others. lo w.H connantly referred to u havina a 
"pizza" surface. And, Joe Hall of d1e TORONTO STAR 
(Much 18, pp. AI·A12), whose revelations of previously top· 
secret UFO reporu last january could be found In Sudbury 
newspipers back in 1975 (see RBB 43:3), claimed the speed 
of llaht was "known wllh surprislnsacc:uracy" barely tnenty• 
flvo years after Gallleo discovered the four major moons of 
Jupller . Few astronomers seem wllllnato admltlo the uncan· 
ny acc.uucy of Pliny's dimensions of planetary distances and 
planetary revolutions about the sun; but, the speed of light 
was nol so readily discovered only being gues~ed at by lhe 
eccentricities of the Jovian moons and their often lna"urate 
distances from the urth, (see R.A. Proctor's OLD AND NEW 
ASTRONOMY and chapter 8 of NEW lANDS). Fortunately, 
lhe numerous dlswveries provided enou&h printed maucr 10 
prevent 100 many "revised" hlnories of astronomy beln& rc· 
peaud by some hapless science writers. 

Althou&h II wu thou&hl a fourlotnlh moon ml&hl be 
found, the w:lcntisu were greatly wrprlscd to Ond 1 rlns of 
debris In orbit around Jupiter. II required an eleven minute 
exposure to detect the ring, but as II wu photographed "edge· 
on" Ill dimensions will remain obscure until Voyaecur 2 takes 
another scries during its Oy·by. Dr. Bradford Smith delilyed 
the announcement of the discovery until the "fuuy meak" 
wn fullhcr enhanced. No prediction of a ring was made thill 
could be confirmed, and Its faintness would have rendered II 
Invisible to earthly observers who'd only sec tho brilliant 
plano I they surround. The shuller w11 loft open In cue some 
ring of particles, or perlups thai fourteenth moon, ml&ht be 
seen ''but not whh any great expecmlons". 

"A few years ago, only Saturn had known rln&s. The 
theory lhll expllined how !hose rings could persist lhrou&h 
the 4.5 billion yurs of solar system evolution also e.xplilined 
why Saturn was the ·only' planet that could havt a rlna. Then 
theorln had to be revised to accommodate lhe rlnas of Uran· 
us. Now Jupiter Is found to have a ring and we must Invent a 
theory to explain h." Dr. Smith finishes his lesson In hls10ry. 

" Findina of jupiter Ring Del!lonnrates 1849 Principle," 
begins Waller Sullivan's lesson In hlllory In lho NEW YORK 
TIMES, (Mmh 10, p. 42) . "This week 's dhcovcry Illata 
rlna of rocky debris orbits Jupltor Inside hs Innermost moon Is 
perhaps the mosl dnmallG demonslrostlon 10 date of a prlncl· 
plo enunolated by the French muhem1tlclan Edouard Roche 
In 1849." Somehow, I feel Mr. Sulllvan had nol read Dr. 
Smhh's les1011 al1o0 in lhe NEW YORK TIMES, (Marth 8, 
p. AlB.). Yet Sullinn persists wllh his lecture. "II Is now 
clear, howe vet, that suth be tors (tho density of I upller and Its 
moon5) have not substantially ahorcd the conecl definition of 
jupiter's Roche llmll." Ignore any discrepancies previously 
announced about the uniqueness of S..turn's rlnas, Sullivan 
Implies, fot the lhoory Is IIIII ~:<~rrect, In fKl '~:<~nfirmed'. 

"The qo•lloft 111111 lltiMs wt!y the Inner pbnets of the tOlar 
syttam - Merc&~ry, Venus, Earth and Man - do not have 
rlnas of lhelr -n." The ~e~&lmony of Dr. Gerard de V~ucou · 
leun of the Unlvenlly of TeJW Is c:alled upon to explain lhat 
our moon has probably been responsible for sweepina up the 
debris that would haW! formed a rina around lhe earlh. What 
of the Mercurial moon? (Or wasn~ It only a star Mariner 10 
det«ted bKk In 19731 ) What of lhe moon of Venus seen, 
or at least reporled as recently u 1791 7 (See BOOK OF THE 
DAMNED, Holt/Oom, p. I9S; but I read a bit more here than 
did Fort). Was the Martian rlna devastited by Deimos and 
Phobosl Evt11 another rlna Is u ld 10 potslbly exlllln ani nita· 
Mercurial 011111 by Or. Irwin 1. Shapiro of lhe Muuchusens 
l nstllute of TechnoiOIY. (Shades of Vulc:anl I I l Where are 
the rlnas of lhe lnnw p1111Mb1 For the moment we will not 
pursue lhe rlnas of Neptune, they're alrudy damned! 

"In May 1707 the late Asslsunt of thelhen Astronomer 
Royal saw Mercury In transit en~:<~mpu~ed by a thick haze or 
atmosphere. 

"In tho transit of May 1753 a rlna was ob~erved round 
the planet; also In that of May 1786. 

"In May 1799 a dark or nebulouJ rlna wu observed, 
lhe lln&e belna of a violet hue and stronaesr near the planet. 
Sthroter al1o0 saw lhc rlna, lhe liaht of which he says was 
surcely brishler than the surface of the Sun, but of another 
colour. Hardlna did nol see II 11 first, but he did afterwards 
when he used a Iichter shade." 

"In M;ay 1832 the planet was seen at lhe Royal Ot11er· 
Viltory, surrounded by a dusky dnae. In lhb uansh also the 
rlna hu been described as of 'a violet hue' the ~:<~lour belna 
strongest near the planet." 

" This Is the sum of our knowledge ;about the rlnas round 
the planet In the May transhs," (MONTHLY NOTICES OF 
THE ROYAL ASTRONOMICAL SOCIETY, 38, 338·339, 
April 1878). 

I'll not ao further with the November transhs other than 
to say the ring wu "seen" In 1848 and an "aureola of ll&ht" 
surrounded the planet In 1868 ac~:<~rdlna 10 Mr. Hualns. Is 
h possible no one hu looked for It durlna the lall thirteen 
transiu or durlnathe Mariner 10 mission? It seems not. 

The mention of sclentlsu wu drawn to a vut aurora 
over lhe north pole of Jupller and which stre"hed over a 
disunce of 26,66S kilometell (wch accuracy In me1rlc where 
18,000 miles Is alven el~e,.here l ). Also seen on the dark 
side of Jupiter were three elusion of light spots which were 
presumed 10 be ll&htnlng storms of 1re111endous violence. 
The10 were seen while the Voyaaeur I spacecraft was 4 million 
miles away and wore alternately said to number 17 In tho loW· 
er lathudos lSASKATOON STAR PHOENIX, March 10) and 
19 several thousand mlle1 south of the aurora (NEW YORK 
TIMES, March 10, p. 42). A moro systemulc searth for plano· 
wy li&hlnlna In Jove's domain will be undertaken by Voya· 
pur 2 whlth lnc:ludos equipment whkh "should be able 10 
detect lhe 'whlstllna' sounds produced by llahtnlna". 

Durlna lhe approa.:h to jupiter, sounds were heard from 
a distance of 660 million kilometers In a plasma wave experl· 
mentlhat was part of the Voyaaeur 1 mission. The cac~phony 
QUsed by the collision of charatd partkles from jupller wilh 



Sonic boom1are produe«< which un 
even be detected In the interplanetuy medium. ''We hope to 
11u. my of the other {audible) phenomena that develop 
aro juplter,"lolld Frederick Scarf of TRW System•, who Is 
In charge of the experiment.

MORE BOOMS ON EARTH: 

Several boom1 heard on February 28th In Rockland and 
Ora"l!t counties In New York and New Jersey, respectively, 
were sueuufully traced to the de10n1t1on of 1urplu1 Army 
explolives at West Point, In New York. Dr. William Donn a id 
Ullnalnllrument data, "the location wu Identified by trlanau· 
lation and later confirmed by West Point official•"· A norther· 
ly wind wu to blame for propellina and aeeentuatlnathe nohe 
of the explollom. Yet, how IUeetllf\JI this method of trianau· 
latlon works for known events of known maanltude raiiCS the 
quenlon of wily 1uch triangulation c;annot be u readily used 
to trac;e the booms being heard oft the Nova Scotia com. 
(NEW YORK TIMES, March 8, p, 82). 

In the EMERGENCY PLANNING DIGEST of January· 
Much 1979 (page! 25 ln Enall•h and 27 in French)theiiUdy 
of the boomina noise1 are lolid to be "the oblect of serlou1 
study ••. for the next nine month I or 10".

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CERTAINTY IN SCIENCE: 

A"ordlng 10 Einstein's Theory of Relativity, the only 
consunt (or absolute) Is the velocity of llaht. There hu betn 
a arowlng aceepunce of Einstein's the«etle&l physics among 
the sclentlnc community. Altho Orlt "damned" for Its re· 
faction of the universe of Newton and Kelvin, Elnnein's 
areatcJI glory was recognlz.ed In his ability to explain that the 
aether everyone was seuchlng fc.· simply did not exllt. A cen· 
tury later, the sclentim celebrate Einstein's genius and quietly 
foraot the aethcr their predecessors accepted without tho 
sllahtest shred of evidence. 

The velocity of light Is accepted as being slightly more 
than 299,792 kilometers per second. However, the pmage 
of liaht thru a medium does slow It some; hence, ll&ht does 
not travel thru air at its true speed, and in water It Is slowed 
even more. We are •mued by breakthrus that enable the 
ptlyslclst to determine with ever more acute obsemtlon the 
reOnement or the velocily of light to the hundredth declm;ll. 
However, the velocity of llzjlt Is a lheoretlcal absolule and as 
unknown to our universe as the "perfect Ill" and "ab1o0lute 
zero", Fort asked his " third queulon": "Who, except some· 
one who was out to boost a theory , ever has demonstrated 
that light has any velocity?" 

It wu not until Francis Bacon's NOVUM ORGANUM 
lhat ~n Interval of time was c:onsldored necessary for the pu· 
saae of ll&ht over a distance. In the lan number of the Bul· 
letln, (45: 3), the "surprising accuracy" wllh which j oe Hall 
said the speed of light was known barely seventy·Ove years 
after Galilee's discovery of moons around Jupiter Is best 
Illustrated by Arago. Firstly, Gallleo discovered the moons of 
fuplter In 1610, and It was In 1675 thn Roemer discovered 
the method of determining the velocity of light by observing 
the moons of Jupiter. His fellows obulned differing Oaures 
for tho time It took for llaht to trivel tho moan radius of the 
terrestlal orbit . Duhamel said 11 Will about IS minutes; Horne· 
bow said 14 minuteS and 7 seconds; Cuslnl said 14 minutes 
and 10 seconds; then Newton said 7 minutes and 30 seconds; 
and, Delambrc said 8 minutes and 13 seconds. The dlscrepan· 
cles are not considered worth oxplalnlns to Araao who tells 
us In POPULAR ASTRONOMY that tho quantity of time l.s 
more akin to 8 minutes and 16 second• (a ronnoment of 3 
seconds). This closely agrees with our modern sclentiSll, 
but An&o asslans a velocity to light of 192,000 miles per sec.· 
ond which differs from what modern sclentlsu tell us. 

Forteans are confronted with other wch certainties! 

"The lntra-mercuri~l plilnet does not exist." (Fiammar· 
ion and Gore, POPULAR ASTRONOMY, 1894 td., p. 349.) 

"As to the spontaneous combustion of human bodies, 

It Is an impoulblllty, and all reporu of wch "'" can be 
clearly shown either 10 be due 10 erroneous ol»ervatlon or to 
be Intentionally fnudulent." (NEW INTERNATIONAL 
ENCYCLOPEDIA, 1904 ed., 16, 100.) 

"F"t A: There are no Intelligent belnas from outer 
space on Earth now," (Dr. Michael H. Hart; "No chance of 
close encounterl or the third kind: Scientist", KINGSTON 
WHIG·STANOARD, April 26, p. 34.) And, tho Dr. Hart 
believes our plancl 10 be free of visiting aliens from other 
worlds, he hu no obJection to our descendanu occupyln& and 
spreading c:lvlllutlon thruoutlhe aalaxy. Our planet is unique 
beeause hIs hablt.lble, he says. 

It Is seldom such certainties are revealed as errant in 
the news media ; but, the odds of a meltdown accident at 
il nuclear aeneriltlna station happenlna onee In a million 
years was one such certalntly lhattered by lhe news media 
and a motion picture. The accident ill the Three Mile Island 
power station In PennsyiYilnla m•y not appear Fortean u a 
phenomena, but It Is Ironic in ill close poruayal in the "Chlnil 
Syndrome" and Its o~posln& myths about nuclear power plant 
safety standards. For onmplo, one reads In the NEW YORK 
TIMES of March 18th, p. 19, th1t reviewers were doubtful 
that an ..cc.ldent ol tho loOrt In the "China Syndrome" could 
happen. ' 'Frankly, I don't believe a serious accident co~ld 
ever happen," says David Rouln, a System Nu,lur Re'search 
Engineer at Commonwealth Edison Company. " I am alsclen · 
tist, and I don't believe In ~eroes. But I do believe In 4edun· 
dant systems and tho Cilpablllty of people and 1ystems t<\ take 
preventive action." 

If one aoes further back in the NEW YORK TIMES 
one will flnd similar reassurancu of nuclnr power plan; 
safety. A study by Pennsylvania State University concluded 
residents llvlna near nuclear power plants had little rear for 
their health and safety, (NEW YORK TIMES, Mareh 18, p.41). 
The chief engineer at the Calvert Cliffs (Maryland) nuclear 
~wer plant emphasized the sttess on safety at such plants. 

We have baek-up systems to baek up the back-up l)'stemsand 
even more behind lhat," (NEW YORK TIMES June 21 1978 
p. 48). And Pro feet LOFT In I doho Involved the purposeful 
failure oflost coolin& Ould and was hailed asa success. Project 
LOFT !thowed lhat even when the back·up systems failed, a 
reactor core wu not likely 10 roach the temperatures necessary 
for a meltdown, (NEW YORK TIMES, December 11, 1978, 
p.A14) . 

When the first valve falls, the control rods drop Into the 
nucl•ar core and pumps sun to pump In additional coollna 
fluid. The problem Is compounde'd by the f"t that the now 
vents to the back-up pumps were closed. Another valve venl· 
ina steam from the ovemcued core opens. More pumpsswt 
to pump In additional coolant which is heated Into steam and 
escapes thru the open ventlna valve. Then the pup In the 



contro'm show• the open v~lve to be &hut, wllen It IJn't, 
so the ~tors of the plant •tart shu ulna off the addltlon~l 
pumps. few mlnutesl~ter, when It appearJ the cOfe Is not 
coollna, the additional pumps ue started apln, and they 
are closed ~pin when the puae aJI.lln shows the ventlna valve 
to be shut when It Is IIIII stuck open. Finally, one of the 
operators Onds the stuck valve .and closes It, and the problem 
;appears to have been solved. 

Yet, so much coolant has escaped as steam and con· 
densed onto the ructor room floor and holdlna unks that 
a sump pump Is a"lvated. It transpMU the hllhly r~dl~tlve 
water from the sealed reactOI room where the radlltlon cannot 
esupe to a snled co11talner In another ~lldlna where It 
spills onto the floor and Is blown Into the atrne»phere by the 
second bulldlna's air-conditlonlna wstem. As radioactive 
aases escape Into the air, plarH officials explain to the Nuclear 
Reaulatory Commission that there haJ been an "Incident" 
and that small amounts or radiation have been released, (NEW 
YORK TIMES, April 16, pp. A 1 lc BlO). Further accidents 
complicate the situation, m01e radioactive gases are vented 
Into the air, an explosive hydrogen bubble formed by the over· 
heated core threatens to explode or expose danaerously hot 
fuel rods, ;md a false report of an lmmlhent meltdown eauses 
a widespread panic. The damage done could not be simply 
measured In terms of a partial meltdown within a nuclear 
power plant. The entire nuclear power Industry was devas· 
Ia ted by the adverse publicity. The clu n-up or the plant will 
prove ;an enormous task. Yet, I would stronaly recommend 
that anyone who Is not "ruin of how close the "incident" 
ume towuds being a disaster rud the excerpts from the NEW 
YORK TIMES, (April 14, p. 9), of Nuclnr Reaulatory Com· 
minion hearlnas Into the accident. The Irony of the "China 
Syndrome" describing Its O"lclous .accident .as ''rendering 
an area the size or Pennsylvania uninhabitable" b"omos 
ever more clear, (NEW YORK TIMES, Aprll4, p, C18), Leu 
Ironic, perhaps, was that a 30 page analysis warnlna of a 
possible ml~ap sent to tho reactor's manufacturer was first 
reJected and Ignored back In April of 19781 (NEW YORK 
TIMES, Aprll17, p.A16). 

NATURAL DISASTERS: 

Human error was not to blame, but one mlaht find It 
il bit difficult to swallow that Lil Soufrlere would erupt on 
Frldily the 13th, (April) shooting sulphurous pscs, dust, and 
uh hundreds of miles across the Caribbean. The north end of 
the Island of St. VIncent hu been evilcuucd In fearfulantlcl· 
patlon of a major eruptlon such u occurred In 1902 with a 
loss of over 2,000 lives. On the nelghbourln1 llland of St. 
Martinique, fears of a slmllu eruption of Mount Peleo were 
bolng realized as tremors were felt early In the next week. 
Tho activity of La Soufrlcre seams to ocour but a few days 
before Mount Pelee shows Its own active ll.atc, (TORONTO 
STAR, April 19, p.A14; KINGSTON WHIG·STANDARD, 
April 18, p.22; MONTREAL SUNDAY EXPRESS, AprlllS, 
p.6; OTTAWA JOURNAL, April 21, p.lO; lORONTO 
GLOBE AND MAIL, Aprll27,p.11), 

A maJor urthquake shook Yuaoslavla on April 1 S and 
was musured at 7.2 on the Rkhter scale. More than 100 
aftershocks were felt, and some or them me;asured S.3 on the 
Richter w:.alo, (TORONTO STAR, April 16, p.AI ·A2: NEW 
YORK TIMES, April 17, p.A14; TORONTO GLOBE AND 
MAIL, April 19, p.17). Several tales or precur1011 were rc· 

• • 
fated by a COtmi!Ondtnt to the TORONTO STAR, (Apri119, 
pp.A I·A2): "One man's ~dale went benerk In Its CiJe an 
hour bef01e the first shock." "Another a&id his c:at went wild 
In the .ap.artmant, bocomlna 10 uncontrollable he had to pick 
It up and c:arTy It outside - Just before the quake hit." "Par· 
ents who ml&hl otherwise have relaxed In bed urly Sunday, 
found themselves pouered by lnexpiiQbly fretful children." 
At Kamen.arl, the Adrllllc: Scil was seen to "mushroom up like 
the cloud from an 11omlc bomb" durinathe quake; yet, the 
provlslonil hypocenter of the quake In the U.S. Geoloalc:.tl 
Survey's "Prellmllliry Oettmlnatlon of Eplcen~rs" iJves the 
depth or tho epl"ntcr as 33 kllome~rs. Was there an eruption 
under the Adriatic as well u below the mountains of Mon~n· 
evo1 Forteans should note this qu.ake's eplc:ent£1 Is about 
100 kilometers east of Milot Island, prevloully known as 
Mellda. 

Another maJor quake measurlna 6.3 on the Richter 
scale w;as felt In the Southern Pacific ~an at 36 deatees 
South and 1 02 deareos West on April 14th, On the s.amo date, 
the volcano Carran erupted In Chile about 28 dcarees lonal· 
tude to the east of the quake 's epicenter. The eruption was 
reported as aolna Into Its second day with names shootlna 
125 feet Into the air, (TORONTO STAR, April 16, p.A2; 
U.S. Geological Survey's "Prellmlnilly list of Epicenters," 
No. 13·79, p.2). 

BOOMS AND EXPLOSIONS: 

Whereu Dr. Donn of the Lilmont·Doherty Geoloalcal 
Observatory Is quito certain the 'booms' he.ard alona the 
Atlantic coa~t of the United States are of an ;artificial orlaln, 
some doubt exists on the put of the Federal Aviation Admin· 
filiation. The FAA says that tho 'booms' heard alona the New 
Jersey coal! on February 8th (sec RBB 44: 1) were not c:.tused 
by the Concords. They did not say What caused them, but It 
WiJn' t the Concordel It wa1 .announced that sclcntllls from 
Britain, France, .and tho United States were to meet In Wash· 
lnaton on March 2111 to dlscuu these 'accoustlc phenomena' 
and to explore the theory that "wuther prcuure 1ystems 
could carry sonic booms for thousands of miles from their 
Otlafnal source," (NEW YORK TIMES, March 3, p.26). I've 
he.ard nothlna mOte or this mectlna, and It strikes me u odd 
that no mention was m.ade of any Canadian participation In 
any such dlw:ussions conlldorlna the onaolna study of 'booms' 
hurd yetln Nova ScotliL 

More booms have been heard sin" this meellna. On 
March 13th il series or aerial e~ploslons shook Oranae and 
~mlnolc counties In Florida st.trtlnaatl 0 AM and apparently 
lastlna until S PM. The· Kennedy Space Center was testlna 
sound waves under different weather conditions with dyna· 
mho blaltl, but no ono seemed to notice nor were any such 
rests conducted on tho 13th. Tho Navy denied Its responsl· 
blllty. They admitted to test bomblna ncar Ocala, but the 
c:hanc:e of a S()().pound bomb belna heard as far away ;as 
Orlando wu "remote If not absolutely Impossible". Some 
officials "theorized that rare .atmospheric conditions could 
have c:.tnled the rumbllnp over unusually I on& dlstan"'•" 
a&ys the ST. PETERSBURG TIMES of March 15th, (CR: 
M Hall) . What ewr became of the cold layerina or the atmos· 
phere "theMized" In NEWSWEEK, (March 13, 1978, p.60). 
which accounted for tho 'freak conditions' that mide such 
'secondary booms' pe»slble; 01, Is Florida uperlcncln& an un· 
publicized cold-spell I

NASA IUUHtJ tho object mav be 1 volcano. The feal&l,. It 
.aid to ruemblo nothlna on earth except postlbly tht Appa· 
lachlan Mounulns or tho sand dunes of the Arabian Ptnlnsula. 
Tho Beta realon Is probably volcanic and Is 800 kllome!M'S In 
diameter. Asldo from Its "centril dark foawre", which Is tven 
u ld to resemble a volcank caldera, "lona tonaun of rouah 
material" flow away from It to a distance of 480 kllornete11. 
O.ne ml&ht wonder If Alpha were volcanic, would It not dis­
play similar futures? Or Is Alpha the result of a muJive 
meteoric lmpilct, such u mlaht result from the crash of the 
rarely seen utelllte of Venus? NASA simply stateJ, "The 
radar evidence lndlciltes that volcanic and mountaln-bulldlna 
proces~e~ similar to those on Earth, u well u meteoric lm· 
pacts, ~ave played a prominent role In shaping the surfiKO of 
Venus." (NASA News Release, No. 79-47). 

On April 91h, SAS·3 (Small A1ttonorny Satellite 3) 
re .. ntered tho atmosphere premuuroly In tlto Paclnc Ocean. 
It discovered two quasars ilnd was prominent In dlsc;ovorlna 
about half of tho 3S known X-f'ay bunters. "Their X-ny 
power riiM within one socond to a level 100,000 times the 
total luminous power of the Sun, then fades within a few ~j 
of soc:onds," uys Dr. Georae W. Clark of the Musachutetts 
Institute ofTochnoloav. SAS·l also discovered a "npld bunt· 
er" which differed from others by burstlna several rJmes per 
minute. The cause of these bursts Is thouaht to be "th«monu· 
dear ructions on the surbus of neutron stars, " but what 10ft 
of reactions Is not spec:lfled, (NASA News Release, No.7,..),

STANDARD, April 2S, p. 42). No one ~terns prepared to 
blame equipment for the mysterloul lt&rl extraordinary 
speeds. In Florida, considerable protest hu been raised apinst 
the use of radar In SPCedlna summons Hpe<:lally when such 
udar units hilve recorded trees u travelllna at 138 kilometers 
per hour, (TORONTO STAR, April18, p.A14). 

The Soviet Union has been quick to lndlute th•t the 
rlna around Jupiter h•d been "predicted" by one of It• sclen· 
tlsu, Prof. S.K. Vsekhsvymky ol Kiev University . First 
published in 1960, the profeuor stAted, "The exiuence of 
illitlve ejection proce1se1 In the Jupiter syuem, demonurated 
by comet ntronomy, gives ground for mumlna that Jupiter 
II encircled by comet ilnd meteorite material In !.he form of 
a rlna similar to the ring of Saturn." The prediction Wdl re· 
pealed In 1969 and 1972 •nd were tlinslated Into French and 
German. The profa110r "demon1trated" the ex I lienee of the 
then·lnvlllble ring by observations of then-supposed volcanoes 
upon the moons of Jupiter. The claim of priority In the dis· 
covery of the rlng calls forth Leverrler's predictJon of Nep· 
tune's exlnance. Tho leverrier did not see Neptune, he had 
told Prof. G'lle where to look with his teleKope whereupon 
Galle "confirmed" Levorrier·s predlttlon. Or. Ambutsumy•n 
of the Byur~k;an Observ;atory says NASA merely "connrmed" 
the Soviet's predictions and measured the sire and extent of 
tho rlna•. but the credit for Its discovery mUll go to Prof. 
Vstkhsvy;auky, (NEW YORK TIMES, Aprll 18, p.820). 

ATLANTAEN NEWS: 

Prof. A.A. Aksyenov, deputy director o( the Soviet 
Oceanology Institute, has announced that the Jurvey ship 
KURCHATOV photographed an aru now believed to ba rem. 
n~nt of the lost continent of Atlantis. Reporters and Journ•· 
lists In Lisbon were sorely tempted to mo'k this announce· 
ment, but It was apparently made In all serlousneu but with 
the unwaverlna confidence of sclentlsu on the rlaht theory's 
path. Altho the legendary Atl1ntls h1s been overworked by 
wenern occultlsu, It has been the subject of serious reseuch 
In the Soviet Union. 

The mon bothersome epl10de In the report by Prof. 
Aksyennov Is that when the KUCHATOV wa1 In the aru of 
the Ampere Seamount l;ast Ottober, ono of the sclentim 
aboard considered It to be tho "exact ilroa" In which Plato 
said Atlantis wu, then he souaht permiSsion from Mo~eow and 
proceeded to photosraph the horsesho~Mhaped plateau. Upon 
the plateau, the photographs are said to exhibit walls, forti· 
Rculons, stairs, and po11lbly brick wall•. A second expedl· 
tlon with mini-submarines ;and beuer-equlped photoaraphlc 
equipment Is to examine the ;area more closely. 

What Is most bothersome to Fonean1 h the "exoct 
aru" cited by Plato. Aristotle simply called Plllo a 'liar', 
and any self·respectlna Arlstolean ~elentlst did his bell to 
damn the mythical Atlantis. The lost continent hn not only 
been placed In the Atl•ntic Oce;an but u far afield u the 
Arctic, Anuretic, Paclflc, and oven In the celestial realm 

with the Super·Supsso Sea, (ShadH or Al.url&f)·. Bertlu 
claims to h;avo photoaraphed a aJaantic Atlant.aen pyramid In 
the Bahamas, If wo wls/1 to accept the location promoted by 
111011 psychical Atlantoloalm; however, the explainlna and 
debunking archaeoloalsll point to the Island of Thlr1 which 
erupted about 14 70 B.C., If you want to accept the location 
of conventionalists who don't like calllna Plato a liar. Even 
amonJit the Sovlot Atlantoloalsu, the location alven by 
Zhirov for his "Pmldonls" Is utrlde the Mld·Allantlc Rld&e 
and the Azores.

legend has been built Ill> about Plato's description that Adantla 
mean1 very different thlnJI to different AUantolo&lllt. So 
many submersed ruins ue to be found ;almost any can and are 
claimed to be the fOil contJnen 1 of Plato's de"rlptlon. Were 
the sea level to rise 100 meters today, one mlaht find It 
difficult to decide which sunken city was New York, London, 
Tokyo, Paris, or Leningrad following a description of the city 
In question several centuries after the cat&clysm.

I am writing to you directly with regard to an effort I have been 
involved with for the past five years , beu1g a comprehensive study 
of UFOs (unidentified flying objects) in and about Canada , Since 
my return to Canada from university in the United States, in 1974, 
I have made inquiries of various government departments including 
the Royal Canadian Mounted Police as to their involvement in any 
reporting of UFOs and any holdings they may have had of UFO reports . 
I learned most UFO reports are forwarded to the National Research 
Council's Meteor Centre , but their holdings were obviously not 
complete and showed many reports received by t he Department of 
National Defence and the Royal Canadian Mounted Police wer e not 
forwarded nor transferred when UFO reports were first received 
by the Meteor Centre , 

I have been successful in tracing many of t he missing UFO r eports 
compiled under the Defence Research Board's Project Second Storey 
which were held by the Directorate of History of the Department of 
National Defence , As I had been ill-advised between 1974 and 1977 
that they had no such reports and had determined they did possess 
them in late 1977 (which t hey later admitted to) , I asked them if 
"all" the reports had been released . They told me that they had not 
made all the reports available as any reports "involving R. C. M.P. 
personnel and reports" could not be opened to public scrutiny at 
that time nor without the permission of the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Pollee . Since then 1 I have learned a list of UFO reports running 
four pages in length were withheld from transfer to the Meteor 
Centre and allegedly re t ained by the Force , In order to pursue 
my study of UFOs I shoul d very much like to examine these reports 
personnal ly and see them made available to serious investigators 
of UFO phenomena . 

As you are probably aware, I have submitted briefs to the Royal 
Commission of Inquiry Concerning Certain Activities of the Royal 
Canadian Mounted Police both in January of 1978 and January of 1979 
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with regard to the involvement of the Force with UFO investigations . 
I have raised questions concerning the legitimacy with which the 
Force has become involved in investigating UFO sightings and holding 
any records or files of UFO reports. Quite basically , though I can 
well appreciate and many times applaud the reports of UFOs made 
and transmitted by members of the Force, there appears to be no 
legal sanction for this activity . In fact, UFOs would appear to 
be more o£ a matter concerning the Ministry of Transport and the 
Ministry of National Defence . Both of these ministries have been 
involved in studying UFO reports as demonstrated by the report s 
of Project Magnet and Project Second Storey, yet , the Force is not 
mentioned or recommended as a participant in gathering and in the 
investigation of UFO reports . Obviously , the Force did become 
involved in gathering reports under Project Second Storey and as 
far as I can tell probably still retains a considerable number of 
those reports , 

Over the past few years, I have occasionally written to various 
detachments or the Royal canadian Mounted Police aski.ng H copies 
of UFO reports originating from their detachment might be obtained 
as a photocopy , The responses, when a response was received, have 
varied from refusal to forward any information as it was against 
"policy" to other responses which forwarded drafted reports and 
unsolicited photographs . It would appear that the 'policy ' of 
whether or not copies of UFO reports might be obtained is often 
determined not by any Force, Division , nor Sub-Divison commander 
but merely the Detachment commander or officer-in-charge. As I 
have access to most of these reports already at the Meteor Centre, 
I cannot see what objections of breach of confidentiality of the 
identity of the names of UFO witnesses can be claimed . It is not 
my intention nor desire to identify UFO witnesses without their 
expressed permission (which I seldom seek and then only that other 
serious investigators might know who to contact regarding a report) . 
As I find the UFO reports held at the Meteor Centre incomplete 
(sometimes consisting only of a telex message) , I would prefer to 
obtain complete copies of Occurrence Reports and Memoranda made 
by investigating members of the Force for my own files and study . 

Ae I have been reading UFO reports made by or transmitted by 
members of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police for the last five 
years , I have gained considerable insight into the difficulties 
arising and confronting investigating members who are not 
experienced in UFO investigations , Many reports are of admirable 
quality and most professional , whereas others are regretfully 
lacking in the most basic of details and full of erroneous data , 
It is a pity so few members of the Force cannot distinguish between 
Venus , Jupiter, Saturn , and ~Iars nor the stars , They might thus be 
able to re-assure contused witnesses and readily determine the 
identity of the UFO in many instances , One cannot expect members 
of the Force to be knowledgable in astronomy considering their 
many t asks1 but , I suspect they might benefit by having access to 
information on celestial phenomena, which I am aware is not always 
forthcoming from astronomers at the National Research Council . 
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At the present time, I have been able to malntain a fairly 
comprehensive r eview of UFO reports of recent date in my small 
RES BURF~UX BULLETIN , (copies of which are enclosed for your 
perusal and for deposit in the Force's library) , In the next 
few months , I shall begi.n amassing a computer data-bank upon 
UFO reports in Canada from my own files, reports copied from 
the National Research Council, Project Magnet and Project Second 
Storey files, and from reports received from UFO investigators 
and publications in Canada , A proper survey of UFO reports with 
the availability of statistical analysis may thus be made possible 
whereas the National Research Council finds such an effort too 
time-consuming and expensive for their undertaking, Needless to 
say , even old reports gathered by the Force before 1968 would 
prove of considerable value to such a survey1 and, with the 
co-operation of the Force, I could provide reviews of UFO reports 
according to region , dates, and descriptions as gathered by 
members of the Force and other parties as well . 

Thus, I would ask you for some response to the following questions , 

(1) Will you disclose how many and what UFO reports the Force 
has gathered under the auspices of Project Second Storey 
which have not been transferred to the National Research 
Council'? 

(2) Could I be given permission to review and/or copy any of 
these UFO reports which have not been transferred to the 
National Research Council? 

(J) Could I be advised if there is any ' policy• prohibiting 
my obtaining copies of UFO reports from originating and 
reporting detachments of the Force, and , could I obtain 
your permission to obtain copies of UFO reports held by 
originating and reporting detachments of the Force? 

(4) Would it be possible to distribute a supplementary questionaire 
to all detachments , which would provide more detailed data

than currently asked for by the Meteor Centre1 and , could 
a telephone number (available at night) be suppl ied to the 
Force's detachments where they might be advised of celestial 
phenomena currently visible , if I furnished such a number? 

Would it be possible to provide a liaeon ·through 
information on UFO reports received by the Force 
made available to serious investigators?

DEFINING THE TERM UFO 
Taken literall)•. the term Unidentified Flying Object 

means any phenomenon detected in the air for which the 
observer has no immediate logical explanation in terms of 
natural events or phenomena. However. if sufficient I)' good 
data are obtained and ' or sufficaent investigation and 
analyses are performed. then it may perhaps be found to he a 
perfectly natural earthly phenomenon or object. It 15 then no 
longer unidentified, There are some people. often cilllcd 
'believers'. who take the posit ion that if It is not identined 
then it must be or extra-terrestrial or supernatural onatn 
(often called the ETH, or extraterrestrial h)·pothesis}. This 
connotation has been so widely propagated >n the public 
media and by Its proponents. that the popular concept or 
'UFO' Is Immediately synonomQus with 'extraterrestrial 
visitor'. 

Actually, in the great mlljority or UFO reports there is no 
definite yes or no answer and there never can be, simply 
because the data recorded are either lack1ng entirely or 
Insufficient to make an interpretation. The proper scientific 
attitude is to declare the observation to be indeterminate. 
HISTORICAL REVIEW OF UFO's 

Reports of unusual sightings. very similar to many to 
or today's UFO repom, go bacl( into antiquity. Take for 
example, the wheels in the sl:y described by Ezekiel in the 
6th Century B.C., or the numerous myths or the ancient 
Orecks. The descriptions orthe appearance and behaviour 
or their phenomena arc similar to today's. bur expressed In 
the language and beliefs or the time. In the middle ages such 
sightings led to the belief in witches. demons. wiurds. 
fairies, ghostS. elves, to mention just a few. In the 1890's. 
there was a nap or mysterious airships reported in the 
United States. 

The terms 'flying saucers' and 'U FO's' arose in 1947 from 
the news media descriptions or a phenomenon seen by a 
private pilot, Kenneth Arnold, in the United Statu. (It is 
probable that he wu seeing mountain tdp mirages.) 

However, throuahout the enure course of human history 
there hu never been an authentic case of physical contact 
with an alien spacecraft or of the recovery or a~;~y anlfact of 
clearly extraterrestrial origin. 

In 1947, the U.S.A.F. set up Project Bluebook to collect 
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U t'O rcr>orts. 1 .. projC<!t wus finally abandoned in 19t>9 
with the publication orthe Condon repon on the content :I of 
their ntes. 

From 1951 to 196M. the Department of!'\ational Defence 
in Canada operated a parallel dot a collection project. Then 
in 1969, D.N.D. deelas~ified the files and turned t~e 
collection and maintennnce of the UFO files over to the 
1\ational Research Council. 
TYrES OF UFO OBSERVATIONS 

Reports of U FO's may be eategori7.ed in the foilowina five 
types: 
(i) VIsual sishtinas 
(ii) Photographs 
(iii) Radar detection 
(iv) Local effects remaining on the iround 
(v) Close encounters with vehicles and beinas. 

Before continuing with a discussion of the types of 
observations. one should examine the physical and psy· 
chological characteristics of the human ·inst rumcnt' to try to 
understand its sources of error and limits of observation. 
THE HUMAN BEING AS A 'TRANSDUCER' 
AND 'RECORDER' 

The single most important factor in understanding the 
UFO problem, yet probably the most overlooked one. is the 
human observer himself. It is not suf!ic1ent to think only in 
terms of the physical laws which the alleged object must 
obey. but one must al!o recoanize the data distonion which 
goes on in the eye·bnun mechantsm of the observer. and the 
psycholoay of the human both individually and en masse. 

(a) The eye. When the eye is cons1dcred as a purely 
optical element, it ts found that the physical ilmit of angular 
resolution is about 3.5 minutes of arc (about 1/ 10 of the 
diameter or the moon). However, when an observer rcpons 
a •saucer' which is 30 meters In diameter with a row of 10 
ponholes and his estimate or some other independent 
observation places it at some distance more than II km 
away, then we kuow that the portholes are a fiament of the 
imasination.

When one tt1t.sthe stereoscopic depth perception of a pair 
of eyes, it turns out t-hat distance estimates beyond about 100 
meters arc impossible by this means. Any distance estimate 
beyond this is based upon mental judg111ent of the 
superposition or known objects In front of 11 or on an 
assumpt ion about the linear dimension of the object. The 

, 
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fnct is, the eye can only estimate the augulnr size lEI) or the 
object. This is related to the linear dimension (.ll of the 
object and hs distance ( r) b)' the relation e = I. / r For an 
unfamliW.' object asainst a featureless background. the 
separat es of i and rare unknown. ln\'ariably for any 
object, t rain makes some assumption. either consciously 
or unconsciously. about either~ orr In order to estimate the 
other. If one value i5 grossly in error then the other one will 
be also. and the identification of the object is likely to be 
total!)' inaccurate. The same errors apply in any estimates of 
the linear velocity or the object. 

Two examples of the most common errors orthis type will 
make this clear. A bright star or planet suc.llas Venus Is orten 
mistaken for a nyin&; saucer about 10 meters in diameter at a 
distance ofa kilometer orso.ln reality. Venus is 12300 km in 
diameter and about 48.000,000 km away. 

A bright meteor, leaving a naming trail of hot gases 10 km 
long, is hurtlina at 30 km / sec through the atmosphere 200 
km away. Yet the observer interprets it as a nearby rocket· 
propelled craft Oying on an imminent collision course with 
him. 

(b) The eyt·braln mechanism. As described in the 
previous section. the eye and brain do not function simply as 
a camera lens and photographic lilm. Only a small part of 
the optical information can be transmitted and the brain can 
recei\'c lnformatton relatively slowly. What appears to 
happen is that a relative!)• few Information bits tngger 
associative memories and pauerns within the brain which 
then more-or-less fashions an impreuion or model based on 
its previously buih·in fund of knowledge, conceptions, 
interpretations, and expectations. In shon, the human sees 
wbat he wants to see, what he is conditioned to see, and what 
he expects to sec. In the face of a surprising or frightening 
situation, the distortion introduced by the brain is greater 
still. Everyone is familiar with the major disagreements both 
in detail and in general a mona testimonies given in coun by 
witnesses to an event. 

(c) Tht pllychology of tht human. The human basically 
believes what he wants to believe and sees what he wants to 
see. Either consciously or unconsciously he interprets the 
signals from his senses and forms his conclusions in terms of 
his social conditioning and personal knowledge and 
experience. For example, a modern man may think that the 
meteor he sees is a rocket-propelled spaceship, bu1 an 
ancient Greek would have described it as an angry god 
coming in a naming chariot tO punish him. his believed that 
many people arc receptive to the extraterrestrial visitor 
hypothesis because they secretly hope 1hat a wise and 
benevolent superior civiliz.ation is ncar a1 hand to help solve 
the crushina problems of the world. 

(dl Effect of tht Mass Media. In a continued deluge of 
ideas from the public med1a of newspapers. radio and TV. 
the individual loses his capacity for Individual reason and 
follows the nock. The reasons are not difficult to sec. In I he 
initial excitement or a spectacular UFO report, the media 
rush the scnsa1ional details onto the from page (too often 
without taking the time and cffon to dO even elementary 
checking) and many people will believe all of this. When 
the)' go outdoors they arc conditioned to interpret almost 
anything unusual that they sec as a UFO. This feeds back 
through the media again in an expanding wave of repom 
throughout an entire area. Much later. when a detailed and 
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painstakinsanalysts of the case may sho"' that the original 
sighting was simply a meteor or a hoax for exllmple. 1his 
mundane explanation Is either ianorcd by the media or 
relegated to some inner pageasa filler. However the original 
(erroneous) interpretation of the repon as an exira­
terrestrial spacecraft lives on and may even be quoted and 
re-quote.d throughout the UFO lheralure as a 'classical 
unsolved' case. 

(i) Visual sighrlngs of U FO's 
The preceding section has indicated the difficulties which 

the human mechanism luis In obser\'ing and inlcrprcting an 
unusual phenomenon. Many things of natural origin 
produce the original "imulus - bright planetS and 5\ars, 
meteors. aircraft landing lights and navigat ion lights, high 
altitude balloons, aircraft contrails. sun glints from aircraft, 
chemical seeding experiments in the ionosphere from 
rockets. satellite re-entries. unusual cloud formations. birds, 
Insects. power line renections. reflections from windows and 
other surfaces, aurora, sundogs. mirages, -the list is almost 
endless. Coupled with these sources arc additional effects 
innoduced by refraction in the atmosphere. layers of icc 
crystal.s and clouds. as well uthe ph}·siologiCJtl behaviour of 
the eye such u autokinesis which produces an impression of 
mo1ion of a fixed source resulting from uncontrollable 
irregular movements of the eyeball. Moreover. when 
observed from a movina vehicle. a distant fixed source of 
light will appear to be following the observer. It has been 
estimated by Klass thai a1 least SO% of the UFO reports of 
lights are due to I he bright planets and stars. 

(ii) Pltotagraphs of U FO's 
1\ photograph of an object tends to be regarded as 

incomrovenible evidence of an event. However. to one 
familiar with the photographic process it is realized thal 
fakes are extremely easy to produce but often very diflicult 
to detect and disprove. A small model suspended by thin 
threads or 1hrown in the air aaainst a suitable background 
can scarcely be distinguished from 1he real thing. Double 
exposures. internal rencctions in the lens elements. lens 
aberrations, and defeo1s and scra1ches in the nlm can 
produce startling effects. It is interesting to note that In S)'litc 
of the estimated 50 billion photographs taken in the last 30 
years by the eStimated 80 million cameras in North America, 
there is not a single photo showing a craft·like UFO which 
has whhstood close analysis (Klass 1972). 

(iii) Radar U FO's 
Electronic equipment such as radar is also subject to its 

own characteristic cleflcicnces, aberrations. faults, and blind 
spots. Electronic 'glitches' due to circuit faults or to 
interference (bo1h Internal and external sources) can lead to 
false Impressions of solid targets which show apparent 
velocities and acceleralions of which normal vchiclcsare not 
capable. The operator of such equipment is very often not 
suflicientl)• technically knowledgeable about the symm to 
recosnlzc the source of the anomaly: sometimes I he designer 
or manufacturer must be consulted to learn of the 
idiosyncracies of which the sys1em Is capable. In addition. 
anomalous propagation effects such as atmospheric ducttng 
will give rise to echoes from ground targets or tarseiS a1 
unusual ranges. Such radar ·angels' can also amc from 
reflections from Oocks of birds and even from insectS. To the 
orerator. these echoes with propenies unlike any aircraft 
may be interpreted as U FO's. 
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On the other hand one ha.s onl)• to look at the vase rldar 

coverage of this continent - air craftic conuol r.tdars . 
weache~dars. militnry surveillance radars. and ballistic 
missile ction s~stcms- and one realizes that it would be 
impossi e not to ptck up and track any extraterrestrial 
spacecraft. For example. uperimcnts have shown that a 
high-power air-defense radar can detect a single bird at 
ranges up to 160 km. and even a single bumblebee released 
from on aircraft. II has been stated that some of the best 
missile detection radars can detect an object the size of a 0.22 
calibre bullet at more than 1600 km. Yet no extraterrestrial 
spacecraft has ever been tracked. 

(iv) Lora/ tffms of UFO landings 
Three of the most commonly reponed observations 

anrlbutcd to UFO's arc 'landing pod' depressions in the soil. 
broken tree limbs. and burnt rings in the arus. In addition 
to the obvious Invitation to hoaxers. these effects can often 
be explained by natural circumstances. A 'believer' who 
wants to find UFO evidence will search for a patern ofthree 
or four depressions in tho ground. or for limbs of trees 
broken in the area, or for burnt patche.s produced by an 
exhaust. and will probably find something whtch ap­
proximates one or more of these conditions. However, 
careful measurcmenu usually show that the so-called pad 
depressions are not precisely spaced or onented and are 
probably a random coincidence of natural roughness. 
Broken branches can be found on almost any tree if one 
looks for them. Finally, burn t ringJ in the grass are well· 
known to agricultural scientists and golf coune operators 
throughout the country. Circular rings of burnt grau are 
produced at cenain times In the year by the action of the 
fairy-ring mushroom. 

(v) Clost tnrounttn 
These cases involve stories of close encounters with either 

spacecraft or their occupants. No such cases have ever been 
adequately substantiated. After thorough investigation they 
have either been ad mined or suspected hoaxes, or else the 
story had so many inconsistencies that a hallucination or 
misrepresentation of che truth is suspected. 
HOAXES AND FABRICATED STORIES 

Hoaxes and fabricated stories occur in any of the areas of 
visual. photosraphic. radar, local effects and close en· 
counters repons, School boys have caused many spec· 
tacular sishtinss by Oying hot air plast ic bags with candles 
under them. Somwmes stories are fabricated to achieve 
notoriety, and sometimes economic gain Is the motive. For 
example, payments for TV appearances or publication 
riahls, attraction of tourist dollars to a community, and 
increasing the market value of a property. 
SCIENTISTS' VIEWS ON EXTRA-TERRESTRIAL 
LIFE 

When one considers the abundance of complex molecules 
revealed in outer space by the spectral scudies with radio 
telescopes, and the fnct that there are 2 x 10~ (200 billion) 
scars tn our own Milky Way galaxy, few scientiStS doubt that 
there are probably many planets tn our galaxy with 
intelligent life forms. However, to be consistent one must 
also analyze the probability of an advanced civilizacion 
travelling man)' liQht·yun of distance to our parttcular 
infinitesimal spot. In addition to the tmmonse di((iculties of 
distance and location, such a civi llzntion must co-exist m' 
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time whh our limited exinence within the 10 billion vear 
history of the aalax)'. • • 

To put the probability in even closer perspective. consider 
the possibility of radio communicat ion with even the closest 
star (Aipha-Centauri). 4light·years away, and assume that'll 
has a co-existing advanced civili7.ation which can re~pond co 
us. Even though our signals travel with the speed of light. it 
would take 4 years to se ~d each message and another4 years 
to wait for the reply to return. At a more probable distance 
of about 1000 light-years to the nearest c:lvllilation. manv 
generations of men would die before any acknowledgement 

, would be received to a query. Any form of physical travel 
would take much longer because the speed oflight could not 
be reached b)• a material object. If one thinks that perhaps 
some alien craft might home in on earth's radio emissions. 
one must remember that radio wave generation on earth is 
only about 60 years old. and high power radio generation 
only about 20 or 30 years old. Hence. the ou twardly 
advancing front of these signals is still only 60 light yean 
from earth, Civilitations beyond this distance would not 
even yet be aware of our tKistenec. 
UFO FILES AT THE NATIONAL 
RESEARCH COUNTIL 

All UFO repom received by the Canadian government 
since 1965 are on file ac the National Research Council. 
These files are unclauified. and are open to inspection by the 
public upon appointment. The files arose os an offshoot of 
the cross-Canada network for collectina mucor fireball 
reports which assist the meteor research being done in the 
Planetary Sciences Section of the Herzberg Institute of 
Astrophysics. Reports of both phenomena are received 'in 
the communication networks of the Armed Forces, the 
R.C.M.P .. Associate Commiuee on Meteoritics, and bv 
mail from the general public. These are separated at N. R.C. 
into the meteoritic and non-meteoritic (UFO) files. Addi· 
tional field investigations are not done in general since the 
available details arc normally communicated from the 
source. Further investigations. if any, are done only if the 
scientl(ic content appears to justify it. 
SUMMARY 
Two thousand years of observat ions and thirty yean of 
rather intensive collection ( I S.OOO repons in the USAF 
Project Bluebook and 1500 in Canada) and examination of 
repons have not yielded any positive sighting or artifact of 
extra·terrestnal origin. However, the data collect ion pro· 
cess continues for its scientific merits co aid in meteor 
research and the recording of rare atmospheric: phenomena. 
If and when some new phenomenon is observed. the data 
will be available for Interpretation. An improved awareness 
by observers of the errors and biases inherent in the human 
senses will help co produce more useful data. More precise 
notation of time, location. azimuth and elevatton o( the 
object, weather conditions, and the presence or absence of 
sun, moon. and stan would also be helpful in reporting 
observations.
